mal schools, prepared by J. 1. Phil- -

hrielc. of Massachuaetta. was read by
S II. White. It said normal instruc
tion will t.av. but the supply of teach
ers is short of the actual needs. It is
the ripht and duty of a State to pro
v5de means of special instruction to
tAAChers of all schools, iney must
and will secure a normal graduate for
each school, lie stated several pians
to accomplish this, all of which had
failed, ana proposed me louowing:

To provide diflerent grades of nor-¬

mal schools, the teachers in differ- ¬

ent grades obviously need diflerent
kinds of instruction. Let the term
be three months. Let the instructor

w nrnficient. and. above all let the
best mode of adjusting a school be in-

culcated. Three month's attendance
is better than no mat ruction. As an
inducement to attendance, the State
should make it to the interest of the
teacher to seek it. Pay from the pub-¬

lic treasurv a premium to teachers
and to such towns as employ them.
Let the teacher be exempt from ex- ¬

amination, his certificate of attend- ¬

ance acting as evidence of his capaci- ¬

ty. When the first achool is filled let
a second te established, and so on.
Four elementary normal schools are
.sufficient. Let there be no rigid cast- -

iron system of normal instruction,
the school, of course, to be subject to
guch modifications as may be deemed
necessary. Tho time of attendance
can be gradually extended, and the

ed to all this, as I believe it is written
in the future that there will be, an Ed- ¬

ucated National Union Univer- ¬

sity, standing at the head of all.
crowning all, then will we indeed
have a perfect system of American
public education, and one that shall
be to totut teres alque rotundas.

Mr. Wm. L. Harris, of Missouri,
followed with a speech, in which he
reviewed the whole question, claim- ¬

ing that such an institution was
among the designs of the founders of
the government, and that it was
clearly Constitutional.

Dr. Hoyt, of Wisconsin, presented
an elaborate report of the common
national university, which recom- ¬

mended the appointment of a perma-
nent committee of thirteen to concen- ¬

trate the best thought of the country
upon the various important questions
involved in the perfection of a plan for
the institution, and to marshal the
strength of the country in a systematic
and potential support of the measure,
when at last it would be formally
brought to the attention of Congress.

Unless we educate the people and
place in their hands the directing
power in continually increasing
extent the secret drops from our
national hand, and we approach the
brink of national death. It was clear
that this Convention gathered
strength and had bec ime organized
into the policy of the Mate.

v hen we read, tnree years ago, in
the report of the State Commissioner,
Dr. Hoyt, of the immense efforts made
all over Europe to found a system of
ndustrial education, tbe democratic

idea of civilization sends forward as
ts advance guard the legions of

productive industry, and covers its
flanks with the all powerful engines
of intercommunication the railroad,
the steamship, the telegraph, but
man will not submit to be educa- ¬

ted merely as a director of
machines and instrumentalities of
ndustry, ha soon aspires to

direct himself and he self governed.
I! the monarchs of Europe think to
putod the people with mere poly
technic and industrial education, they
will find that they will have fostered
a directive power that will grope tor
and find the helm ot State, and then
attempt to direct the administration
of the government. The mistake will
then become visible that the people
must have a universal education, fit- ¬

ting them for the highest as well as
the lowest positions ; and not only the
mechanical directive power should be
taught in tbe people's schools, but also
the spiritual directive power. Leave
sut the humanities from education,
and you leave out the cul-
ture that guides the course and
communism and socialism and
abstract theories will find their way
into the heads of the laboring classes
Net merely a prescriptive education
on the pjrt of the church or the school
can prevent the people's minds from
being fly-blo- with crazy political
and social theories, destructive to all
sound growth. Not merely natural
philosophy, chemistry, mathematics
and geology must be studied, but like
wise science of a socialty, State
art, religion and philosophy In all
their phases, by eaeh child, but must
be waited on by the instructions
of man and invited to see spectacles
spread before him from the lofty sum- ¬

mit of human civilization, his human
brothers that have added a cubit to
the world's stature by their heresy ;

laborers must be pointed out to him :

the methods and results of the ele- ¬

ments of their ends must be revealed
to him; the noblest aspirations of a

endeavor must be im- ¬

parted to him as the means of achiev- ¬

ing his individual destiny. The
whole world of the past and present
is made by education the auxllliary
of each man, woman and child. The
Government of a Republic must edu- ¬

cate all its people, and it must educate
them so far that they can educate
themselves in a continued process of
culture exteading through life. It is
indeed a great thing to have even a
class of society educated. No doubt all
profit by It even when the education
is confined to the few. But in a de- ¬

mocracy all must be educated. The
interest of property demands it ; the
interest of the government demands
it, and one generation of well
educated people in a state forces
upon all adjacent states the
necessity of public education as
a mere war measure, as a means
ot preservation of the State. An ig- ¬

norant people can be governed, but it
is only a wise people who can govern.

In the department of Higher Edu- ¬

cation there was a long discussion on
the pronunciation of tbe Greek lan- ¬

guage, after which a committee was
appointed to report rules at the meet- ¬

ing next year, after correspondence
with the Philological Association.
The Howard system f degrees also
occupied the attention of this depart- ¬

ment for some time.
In the Elementary section, Miss

Marv A. Smith, of New York, spoke
on the methods of teaching geogra- ¬

phy, and was listened to witn close
attention. She said that geography,
as a science, is a new theory, divided
into three departments: Firet.general
view of the earth, as a whole; second,
minute study of each country ; third,
study of the laws and principles un-¬

derlying the whole. Ot these three,
only the first belongs to the primary
school. The subject may be so taught
as to give a foundation or framework
tor future study, and secure real men- ¬

tal growth and culture, hence the
necessity of a clear apprehension of
correct longifal relations of the sub-¬
ject. Geography should tie taught in
the interest of civilisation. What is
the significance of .this or that
country to man Is Uie grand

Physical geography isauestion. of polititl g9ography.
This order furnishes the best means of
numbering the details of geography,
and enables the pupils to Judge where
any occupation is likely to pay, and
what parts of the earth, sow unoccu- ¬

pied, may be subdued by civillxed
men.

Miss Delia Sharpe, of Cincinnati,
spoke on the same subject.

Mr. Hancock, of Cincinnati, read a
paper on primary teaching, and was
followed dv K. w hue. oi uaw, uu
Mr. Rell. of Indianapolis.

NEW YORK FINANCES.

Mayor Hall Demands a Fall. Fair and Can
did Examination.

Nrw York. August 23. Special
meetings of the Board of Supervisors
and Common eouncu were separately
held to-da- one to receive city ac-

counts and the other county accounts.
There were charges brought, begin- ¬

ning Januaiy 1st, 1869, and ending
July 1st, 1871. Long messages from
the Mayor accompanied each budget.
The accounts are made up in chrono- ¬

logical order, describing each warrant
issued, the amount payed, and the
subject matter. The Mayor sent also
the valuation of the city and county
real estate, made by three sworn ap- ¬

praisers.
The three sworn appraisers, whom

the Sinking Fund Commissioners, sev- ¬

eral months ago, selected, are Messrs.
1'almer, Blocker and miner, uepup- -

licans. The valuation is within a
fractiou of two hundred and forty-fou- r

millions. The Mayor ofSciaMy says
that most bonds of other cities are is-¬

sued entirely on municipal credit and
claims New York's great value of
property as collateral as unexampled
in the history ol cities. He asks from
each Board a select committee, who
shall particularly investigate vouch
ers behind these accounts. Me re
quests these committees to permit all
unpartisan committees of citizens to
join in the examination. He quotes
every statute of 1870, which he
claims made it a ministerial
and compulsory duty for the local
authorities to pay an enormous claim
of years standing.of tK'.OOOKW, begun
and made under the old me-¬

tropolitan city department and
abolished by the Board of Su- ¬

pervisors, so as to allow the new
government to begin unhampered
He claims a distinct understanding
with the Legislature with men of
both parties to provide for these
claims, and says that unless they hall
been provided for, the new, improved
city government could not have been
legislatively inaugurated. The par- ¬

tisans of the present city government
claim that the accounts submitted, so
far as they relate to the new
regime, should be subjected to the
criticisms made so pointedly in the
past. Recorder Hacket, Supervisor
Jerome, Banker and Supervisor
Sblectling, a German merchant, were
appointed as an official committee to
act with the commissioners appointed
by the citizens. The Mayors mes
srge is regarded as candid, but official
ly bold and politically defiant. The
accounts are partly printed and part- ¬

ly in manuscript, and will make an
enormous budget. When fully
printed they will make several vol
umes or thousand pages each. The
reason assigned by the Mayor for the
delay is, that since the Utiles, accom-
panied by the message, two months
ago, the public demand for their ut-¬
