Eisinlssliea of Captain t annon. befor.
a Bench ol Magistrate, (ontinned
The Ueienalasil Seul ts Jail, and Uia
Bonds Cancelled.
The Morse-Canno- n examination was re- ¬

sumed yesterday morning.
William Rlngdoc. proprietor of the Ht.

Charles reavsurant, was the first witness
examined. He testified that be was
standing at the third door of his place, on
the Jefferson street aide, on Friday night,
and Captain Cannon passed by ; they ex
changed salutations; he said Morse start- ¬

ed to cross the street, toward Broom's, as
be thought, immediately before tbe shoot- ¬

ing; ha saw the movements from s dis- ¬

tance; heard the shooting, but did not
know any of tbe particulars.

Policeman Carmichaei was the next
witness. Was on duty at Broom's Opera
House; heard shooting between Second
and Main street; ran In the direction
which the shot was flre-- t ; saw two men in
the middle of the street; one of them was
a kind of running back; saw him fire
anothei shot; I did not know then that
Hod Morse was there; I hollered at him,
asking hiui what he was doing; there was
another shot fired, making four alto- ¬

gether; he was near the oornerof Main
and Jefferson when the last shot was fired;
he then ran round the corner, and we fol- ¬

lowed and arrested him. 1 asked Mr.
Cannon for the pistol. He did not reply.
Templeton. the other policeman, said: "1
got it." I asked Cannon who be waa
shooting at. He said: "Hod Morse." 1

asked him if Morse fired the first shot.
He said be believed not. 1 asked him
what made him shoot in that way;
he said that he wanted to kill
him, "only my pistol snspped." 1

said It was bad work ; Cannon said : "He
took my girl." That is all that pasied till
we went to the atation-hone- e. Mr.
Templeton pat a charge of shooting in the
corporation against him. He wanted to
gel Mike Blessing's name on the pistol; it
belonged to him, be said. Ha said Mike
Blessing did not know what he was going
to do with it when be borrowed it.

"Well by G d, I'm going to see him,"
and tbat is the last that 1 beard him say
of Wynne Cannon.

feeling existed between Hod Morse and
Captain Cannon by Morse'it friends?

Objected to.
Witness That game night I was so

impressed with Morse's remark that 1

went to my father's and asked foiCaptain
Cannon ; I saw him the next day and told
bim that Hod had threatened bim, and
tbat he bad better look out for him, aa he
was a dangerous man.

1 am a clerk on the
river bv Drofeseion. and I know ot Morse's
general reputation from having associa- ¬

ted with tne gaoiDiers at tneir places oi
resort. It was about two or three weeks
since that I told Captain Cannon and my
father what Hod had said about mm.

R. 1. Taggart, polios officer, resides in
tbe oily, ia acquainted with the defend- ¬

ant. My beat at present ia doing a special
business at the station house. Ssw. Reu- ¬

ben Jones, between ten and eleven o'clock
a. m. Thursday; saw him on Causey street
going toward He elation house; I was
going north.

0,. Under what ircumstances did you
meet Mr. JonesT

A. I was abont to go out with a pris- ¬

oner to get a forfait, when I heard the re-¬

port of a gun and started out toward
where it was uiade.when I met Mr. Jones.
He said to me. "I'm your prisoner," he
said, "I ahot that man." What man?
1 asked him; be answered, Cavanaugb.
When I went up to the grocery of Jones
it Duncan I ssw Cavanaugh lying on the
street outside tbe sidewalk ; he was not
dead ; be la dead now ; be was wounded
on the right side above tbe hip. There
were so many people round there
I could not te.l who in particular they
were. We took Cavanaugh to the station
house. Cavanaugh aaid nothing that I
ooald understand. He moaned a little.
I saw Duncan standing on the street, I
think abeut twenty steps from where the
wounded man was lying. I think It was
about eleven o'clock when I heard the
report of tbe gun. I learned since that
Cavanaugh lived near Jones' grocery,
south of it. I did not know where he
lived when I saw him wounded. The
bouse sits back from tbe street 25 or SO

yarda.
Crosi-ezamine- d by Governor Harris

That grocery is situated on Causey street,
between Beal and Linden, on the west
side of the street.. Cavanaugh's bouse is a
little west of the grocery. The back of
the grocery reaches within six feet ot the
h use. The counter In tbe grocery
is on the north aide, st the time
I hesrd the report ; 1 did not
know anything as to who fired it. The
first knowledge I had of that was from
Mr. Jones hansel!. He was coming to- ¬

ward the station bouse. He gave him
self up. He made no statement aa to
the circumstances under which he
shot Cavanangh. The grocery
ia about a half a square from the station
house. 1 think he in immediately
alter the shooting to give himself up.

To Governor Harris There was a
crowd around the wounded man; I think
he was twelve or fifteen feet from the
door of the grocery. At this point the
witness demonstrated by example the
whereabouts of the wound that he saw
upon Cavanaugh. It was a little above
tbe right hip and on that side.

Henry IMino, colored, was next called.
Lives at the corner of Pontotoc and Shel- ¬

by streets; did not know Jones; did not
know Cavanaugh. About eleven o'clock
Thursday was standing at the door of
Mrs. Woods, on Causey street, buying
chickens; I saw a man shot near there; I
saw tbe gun fired and the man fall on the
ground; 1 saw him before he tell; he stag- ¬

gered back and fell out on the street; I
was looking right at a coop of chickens
(said the witness, pointing to the floor
with the long index finger of tbe right
hand); 1 may have probably been as far
from wbere he was shot as from here to
Second street; I saw no gun at all; I saw
a policeman running from Beale street
with s pistol in his hand; I did'nt know
who shot bim when I saw him staggering
right from the grocery door; I just took
up my chickens and looked over that
way as they carried him to tbe station- -

house; he was duttering just that way
(making demonstration) and then I lelt
"thar." Laugh.

until yesterday and I knew Cava- -

J, K. Johnson waa next examined. Re- ¬

sides at 101 Linden street; didn't know
Cavanaugb; never saw him till he saw
him lying on the street, after he was shot:
I didn't see him at exactly the time he
was shot, bat I saw him before and after;
I was between tiftv and aixtv yards from
him ; 1 was on the same aide of tbe street
I was after crossing at tbe intersection of
Linden street, snd waa going toward the
place where Cavanaugh waa walking,
going toward him; I was going
north and be waa coming south;
he was lying in tbe street, outside the
gutter. I saw him tefore he fell; just aa
tbe report reached me, my eye wss on
him; I ssw him probably as quick as a
man could turn his eye from one side to
the other. After he was shot, he jumped
up two leet or two leet and a halt rrom
the ground; I think I aaw bim before he
hit tbe n round : I would suDnose he waa
very close on the outside or the sidewalk;
he was nearly outside the pavement
could not say, thee, whether he waa
directly oppoaite tbe door; I don't know
what door he was ahot from; be was
walking at the crack of tbe gun; bewa.
coming south: I walked up to him: I
don't think he moved before I got to him.

Q. W as tbat man shot?
A. I should say ao; he waa ahot right

above the pants; I think he wore hip
pants ; ne bad no suspenaers.

confident that the man was walking at
the time the gun waa fired ; my eye was
not off him for longer time than he could
have walked two steps.

Mtnerva Holland, a colored woman,
lives at 18 Causey street, about filty or
sixty yards from Beale, and about tbe
same distance from J ones dt Duncan's
grocery store, was silting In her house

oorabout tne time tne maraet waa ciosea;
saw Mr. Cavanaugb walking along, Mr.
Duncan waa walking behind him and
Deseed him : I was laughing and talking
with several of tbe women around the
bouse; 1 don't know whether Duncan
went Into the grocery store: we was talk- ¬

ing about Mr.Ducean he was suoh a nice
man- - could not say whether Cavanaugh

Lnnned in front of tbe store or not ; 1 did
not aee bim stop; 1 would have seen him
If he stopped; I was looking when I saw
the smoke snd beard the noise of the gun.

Mrs. Martha J Callaghsn uvea at saw
Causey street; often aaw Jones, have no
particular acquaintance with him; I live
on the east side of the street; I knew Cav- ¬

anaugb by sight; I saw Mr. Cavanaugh
walking along the side-wal- past tne
pHMttJ w litre Li was ahot, but I could

not tell who ahot him; I was looking at
bim across tbe street, " oatty-corners- "

like; he waa coming from Beale; I aaw him
at the Instant h6 waa shot; he waa walk- ¬

ing along; of course, the ball stopped; I
was looking at him on aooou nt of him being
arrested; I think he was walking in the
middle of tbe pavement.

Cross examined by Governor Harris I
had just come to the door when he was
half way the block ; my boose lacks a lot
and a half of being opposite Duncan's
grocery; I did not see Mr. Duncan; there
was no one going along bnt Mr. Cava-¬

naugh; I never saw the side-wal- k so bare
as at that time; my attention was rivited
on Mr. Cavanaugh; I was watching him
very particularly.

Q Do you look at every one that goes
along there with that particular attention ?

A. I did not know that it was any
barm to look at a person; Mr. Cavanaugh
did not turn to the right or left, from the
time I aaw him until he waa shot; he
walked very straight, I tell you: I don't
believe he could have done it without my
observing it; I did not see him look any
way only right in front of him ; he was in
front of the door when he was shot ; I saw
him before he was shot, after he was ahot,
and when be was shot saw htm rail.

Mrs. Carrie Botto was next examined.
Livea at 101 Causey street; I was at home
Thursday between the hours of ten and
eleven o'clock ; I was passing serosa tbe
street about half-pa- teu; saw the
man whe he waa ahot; I was within a
hundred feet oi him ; I never knew who
killed bim; I was talking to a black
woman at the time he fell on the pave- ¬

ment; he waa standing close to the door ;

he waa falling; he was in the door of tbe
store; when I hesrd the fire he was stand- ¬

ing on the pavement. This witness said
that he was standing in the door, and thr.t
he was standing on the pavement, and
that be waa falling out ot the door, and
finally she aaid she did not known where
he was standing.

Austin Beattie was next examined.
Lives at No. 40 Causey street; did not
know Kavanaugh knew Jones by eye- ¬

sight; saw a person shot there Thursday
in front of Donoan & Jones' grocery.

Q, What waa that man doing when he
was shot?

A, Walking along.
V. Did he stop?
A. No, sir.
Q. What did you do when you saw him

ahot?
A. I jumped up and ran back to tbe

back yard to see where the baby was that
I was attending to; I got the baby and
came out; there waa a whole crowd around
bim then.

Q. How far was it from where you
were sitting to where tha man was shot?

A. About as far as from here
to that wall outside (fifty feet). I
live on the other side of Jones' store, a
little south; I had my eyes right on him
at the time he was shot; he sort o' jumped
up and then fell down.

Q On what part of the sidewalk waa
he when be was shot?

A. As close as I can guess, he was in
the middle of the sidewalk, walking along.

Cross-examin- ed by Governor Hams. l
was looking right at him when he was
passing the store ; my eye was right on
him at the moment he was shot; he was
abont the middle of the pavement when
shot; he was ahot as soon as he got in
sight of the door : he was shot at the fi rst
door this way ; he never went toward the
grocery, nor came this way; I was not in
the back yard at the time the shot was
fired; I ran back to loon alter tne uaoy as
Boon as he was shot ; I didn't see Mr. Dun- ¬

can on the street at the time; I saw no
one but Cavanaugh; l looted up me
street; there were no persons up that way;
there might have been some down tbe
street; Cavanaugh gave a sort of a jump
up and then fell down: he jumped right
straight out; he fell beyond the
plank that covers the gutter; l
don't think he reeled and staggered;
he just gave one bound and fell
''own. I was thinking to myself about
Cavanaugh.

THE DEFENSE.

The first witness called for tbe defense
was T. B. Duncan.

Cavanaugh stepped in; shortly afterward
an officer stepped in with a warrant for
the arrest of Guilford Jones aud hia two
sons, Reuben and John.

in earnest; he was interrupted by a police
officer who is standing there now. Mr,
Jones asked the otfloer if they could not
remain there until a forfeit could be put
up. They al walked oat and Mr. Cava-
naugh locked np the house; the police
officer took charge of the pis'.ol;
a warrant was got oat afterward for tbe
arrest of Cavanaugb, and he was put un- ¬

der a bond of INI ; be returned Wednes- ¬

day evening; be passed tbe Bloie in com--
with a lady; I saw him an hour later;Fany him about 7 o'clock Thursday morn- ¬

ing passing tbe Btore, going ti'.wsrd town ;

I saw bim again at 10 o'clock, right at the
store; he came along, end when opposite
tbe door he elevated his right foot, and,
putting his hand behind, in this way, he
said, "I'll be G d d d if I dou't," and
Mr. Reuben Jones said, "No, you won't,"
and reached for tbe sbctgun and shot him;
Mr. Cavanaugh was about to enter the
door when Mr. Jones shot bim ; it was the
sound of his voice saying, "I'll be Q d
d d if I don't," that attracted my atten- ¬

tion; I waa writing a letter at the time;
Jones wad standing behind tbe counter
looking into the show case; Austin Boat- -
tie told me this morning, in the presence
of Mr. Phillips, that he was in the back
yard at the time of the shooting, and tbat
he knew nothing about it; I was. in
tho store two hours before the dif-¬

ficulty ; I waa not out anywhere
during that time. After Cavanaugh was
shot he reeled and fell, and attempted to
rise again. He fell about five or six feet
beyond tbe pavement. He then testified
as to character; Jones character very
good.

d by Mr. Ryan. The part-
nership between me and lones exiaied
about eight months; it still exists; Cava- ¬

naugb was behind the wostern end ot the
counter, with his face toward the Wrst.
At the time he drew the pistol the de- ¬

fendant was within arm's reach of him ;

he said: "1 got this for you and I'll use
it;" I was a witness before the Recorder
when that-ca.s- was tried ; 1 did not testi- ¬

fy then that Cavanaugh said, "stand back,
don't come around here;" 1 stated that
he jumped behind the counter and said
that he got that pistol for him and he
would n.--e it; those are my statements.

At this point the examination of the
witness was interrupted to allow Mrs.
Evans to testify, as Bhe was unwell Hud
wanted to go home.

Mrs. sarah Lvans was next examined.
Lives at 39 Causey street; knew Cava- ¬

naugh; lived right back of me in the
same yard; I don't recollect hav- ¬

ing a conversation with him
about the grocery store last Monday;
I heard Cavanaugh make threats on
Wednesday evening. After he came out
of the station house he was in his own
house; be waa sitting at the window
which was hoisted up ; I was out at the
cistern, which is four steps irom the
window ; he said Mr. Duncan stole a
peioe of meat ont of the store, and he
said "that's all right, I'll put a ball
through them ;" I think it waa just after
he remarked they had had their d y when
be wss In the station house, and now he
was going to have his ; I think I did tell
Dunoan and Jones to lis on their guard.
and I think I told them of tbe conversa- ¬

tion; I suppose he waa addressing his re- ¬

marks to his wife ; I think there waa a
oiored man in there.
Mr. Duncan's examination continued.

Mr. Cavanaugh was rather in a south- ¬

easterly direction from Jones' at the time
f the shooting;, the gun i noticed hair

an hour before Cavanaugb had oome there,
behind the show-cas- e, I handled it, I of- ¬

ten picked it up and moved it about tbe
house ; I may nave put it there myself;
It was not the usual place for it ; It was
about two and a half feet from Jones ; he
had it in hia hand at tbe time Cavanaugh
waa raising his foot.

To the Court I don't know who
loaded tbe gun; I carried it
there the previous evening; it had been
at my house three months before I had it
brought to tbe store by young Jones; I do
not know whether it was loaded or not;
there was nobody in the store at the time
bat myself and my partner; I did not see
any one ontaide; there was but one shot
fired; I have known Mrs. Evans three
months; I saw her Wednesday about six
o'clock ; she was in my store at five, I was
in her house at Bix; nobody was In her
house but ourselves , I remained in there
half an hour ; I told Beattie at the Record- ¬

er's Court this morning that he would (at
himself into tronble if he did not look out
how be told lies; I beard thai he had told
two or three different tales about it.

To the Court- - I am positive that within
fifteen minutes before the shooting no one
went to tbe store door to look out; Cava- ¬

naugh had elevated one hoot as if to put it
on the steps ; I heard nothing said between
them Jonea and Cavanaugb but "I'll bt
g d d--mu if I don't" by Cavanaugh; and
"no, you won't" by Jones. Here the wit-¬

ness repeated what Mrs. Evans told him
and Mr. Jonea Wednesday. It waa tbe
same as that repeated by Mrs. Evans.

The conn continued tne examination
during tbe evening, resuming the opera- ¬

tion at eight
Or. Pool waa examined. He testified

that he told young Jones to be on the
lookout for Cavanangh, as he was a dan- ¬

gerous character; he lived in that neigh- ¬

borhood four years; knew the reputation
of Cavanaugh: It waa bad; he had conver- ¬

sations about Cavanaugh with a Mr. Pear- ¬

son and a Mr. Dunn; did not remember
any one else.

J . H. Atchison, of 75 Linden street Had
a little conversation with R. C. Jones
about Cavanaugh Thursday morning:
Jones told ma that Cavanaugh bad
threatened him, and I told Jonea to be on
his guard.

V Do you know the general character
of Cavanaugh?

A. I know a little of it - it's not varv
good.

George Bonner, who lives at the corner
of Beale and Causey streets Had a con- ¬

versation with Jones on Wednesday
night, at my place of business; be came
to me, and appeared to be mightily
frightened; he told me tbat Cavanaugb
bad threatened his and Duncan's livea; I
told bim not to sleep there that night, and
he said he did not like to leave Dunoan
to sleep there by himself; he aaid some
woman told him of those threats. He
testified as to character; Cavenaugh's
character was bad; knew Reuben Jones
twelve or fourteen months; character is
good; knew Cavanaugh about a week or
eight days; he introduced himself to me
that time in Jones' grocery; did not hear
hia character canvassed by any one before
that; I don't remember that I ever heard
any one who lives in the neighborhood
speak of him.

W. J. Evans Knew Cavanaugh about
a month; had a conversation with him; he
aaid he had bought out that firm, and if
they did not quit bothering him he would
shoot them out, or poison them oat; does
not know Cavenauyh's character.

James Fazzell Lives on Hernando
street; knew Cavanaugh as a merchant
tailor; does not know his general charac-¬

ter; knew Jones aeveral years; knew his
general character; very good.

Stand aside, Mr. Fuzzell.
Virgilius McKlroy, sworn. Lives on

Hernando road; lived in Memphis since
the surrender ; knew Cavanaugb in tbe
vicinity of three years; I know nothing ot
his character except from personal knowl- ¬

edge; knew Jones three or four years.
Q. How old is Reuben Jones?
A. I heard hia mother say he was about

nineteen or twenty years of age; I know
bis character; it ia that of a peaceable,
quiet boy.

You can stand aside.
Phillip Fracioia He lives on the

northwest corner of Union and Second
streets; lived in Memphis twelve years
knew Cavanaugh four or five years ; k ne w
his general character; very bad.

d by Colonel Adams. My
Knowledge or his character is predicated
upon my own knowledge and upon what
i heard other people say ot him.

Theodore Schonfield testified next
Lives at 107 Hernando street; knew Cava-
naugh about six months; had a conver-
sation with him on Wednesday between

and 3 o'ciock; he said he was not
through with his trade about the
grocery on Causey street. He aaid
he expected to have a difficulty about it,
I asked him if he was on a "bum," be
said no, he aaid he had a difficulty about
the grocery trade; I told him he should
have no fuss, he said there would be some
bloodshed about it if he did not get jus- ¬

tice; don't Enow cavanaugh s general
character; I think Jones is very peaceful.

Felix Franoiola testified to the bad
character of Cavanaugh.

Hacket, of the police force, testified
that he had occasion to arrest Cavanaugh
twice since he was on tbe police force,
about a year ago when under the influ- ¬

ence of liquor; be had a bad name.
John Jenny lives on Boal street all his

life; Cavanaugh's character bad, Jones'
good.

Mr. Moore testifies the same way.
Mr. Toggle testifies to the good charac- ¬

ter of Jones.
Dr. Slater testified tbe same way.
Ross Duncan was asked if he heard

Jimmy Beattie say at the Recorder's office
tbat he ( Beattie) did not see the shooting,
that he wss in tbe back yard at the time?
Tbe witness answered no ; be had no con-¬

versation with Beattie at the Recorder's
office.

John Jones sw.ore he never beard any
conversation had with Austin Beattie at
tbe Recorder's court; had a conversation
with him opposite the grocery store on
Causey street about five o'clock Thursday
evening.

The court adjourned at half-pa- ten to
take the case up again at two o'clock
to day.
