TELEGRAPHIC SUMMARY. THE LAST RAILROAD MURDER.

Who is Responsible' A Ju-- y of Inquest
After the tier? ; ts.

Messachisetts Determined to Make an Ex- ¬

ample aid Establish a Precedent.

Boston, September 1. The inquest
on the Eastern Railroad disaster was
continued to-da- Ashbel Brown, en- ¬

gineer of the Pullman train, sworn.
To the best of my knowledge it was
twenty-fiv- e minutes past eight o'clock
when the collision occurred; started
at five minutes past eight from Bos- ¬

ton ; after I was ready to start, the
conductor gave a motion to go; Lant,
the depot master, came Uongside the
engine in a hurry and says to me,
"Look out for the Sangus train;"
I said all right; I then started, and the
first stop I made was at Prison Point;
started and then stopped at the Bos- ¬

ton and Maine Crossing ; started from
there and run to Mystic river bridge,
the first place that I saw a light as a
signal of danger; the first light I saw
was swinging from the train going in
the opposite direction; I whistled for
the brakes to be applied, and we came
nearlv to a stcu: knowing I had my
train under full control, I whistled off
brakes, ran a little way, and saw a
second light swinging in the middle
of the track ; soon after I saw a red
light on a pole at Sangus Branch,
which was hauled down, and the train
that was ahead of me crossed the
switches to Sangus branch ; after the
switches were set the light was run
up. and as ours was up and another
going up, this gave me the right of the
road; was no reason 10 suppose were
was another train within six miles of
me; Iran along, and the first signal
of danger I saw was after leaving
Overhead Bridge; then I discovered
two lights looking me in the face;
(the witness was affected to tears, and
could hardly goon); I immediately
recovered my engine and whistled fur
the brakes; having done all in my
power to stop my train, i made prep-
arations to leave my engine, thinking
she would run into the rear end of that
train ; when I got within four or five
rods I jumped off, and was thrown on
my face and scratched a little; I got
up as quickly as I could; my first
thought was whether my fireman got
off or not; I went up to my engine; she
was blowing off steam so that I could
not see into my cab ; as soon as the en- ¬

gine eot rid of the steam I looked into
the cab and called my fireman, but got
no reply ; I went around to the other
side ol tne train near wnere i jumped
on to see li l eouiu uuu uiui; a liuus.
that when coming back I met him
and asked if he was hurt ; he said no ;

I then went to the tram to give all the
assistance I could, and assisted several
persons out of the wreck of a car, stay- ¬

ing around about two hours and a half,
when I heard that a train was going
to B"8ton, and, having done all that I
could, went home; think it was half
past twelve when I entered my house;
I knew nothing of any train after leav- ¬

ing Everett that did not have twenty
minutes' start of me; I did not expect
that the train ahead was running over
twenty miles an hour when it passed
the Overhead Bridge; the rate of
speed when I jumped was ten miles
per hour; the color of the lights was
white; I Baw no red lights; I saw no
lantern swung; being so near on to
that train, coming so suddenly, and
knowing that train was there, my at-¬

tention was turned away, to stop-¬
ping my train .as soon as I could;
knew that the Beverly train was half
an hour behind time; had no difficul- ¬

ty in seeing the signal light that night ;

did not try to make up lost time; al- ¬

ways run carefully; 8m positive it
was theSaugus Branch train that I was
to look out for; can positively swear
that there was no train in sight on
the straight track that night, know-
ing that the Beverly train had to start
in twenty minutes of me, and think-¬

ing that they were leaving Revere
ahead, I was starting; I had no anx- ¬

iety about it. It wa- - my dutv to look
out for the signal light at Revere; do
not expect a light there witnout
there is danger, there was no light,
though.

and his testimony was coroborative of
the engineer's evidence.

THE DOCTOR'S INFAMY.

A Shameful Stor

New York, August ol. Jane
Johnson, an inmate and led ser- ¬

vant in Dr. Rosenzwieg's family has
confessed to Warden Brannon that a
girl answering the description of the
body found in the trunk, came to the
Doctor's house from New Jersey on
Wednesday of last week. 8he was
told by Rosie, the Doctor's daughter,
that a lady was taken away by her
friends the next night afterward. The
girl said that cm Saturday about noon
she was sent out of the house with
the children and remained out about
an hour and a half, and does not
know what took place during that
time. It was at that hour the trunk
was taken from the house by the
truckman. She identifies the com-
forter found with the remains in the
trunk as one that was used upon Dr.
Rosenzweig's bed. A diaper, also
found in the trunk, she recognized as
belont ing to Mrs. Itosenz weig's baby.
She appears to have been respecta-
bly connected.

The evidence against the Doctor is
becoming stronger. He appeared
greatly alarmed when informed that
the identity of Miss Bowlesby was
established. The Coroner's inquest in
the case is going on, but nothing new
has thus far been developed.

The Coroner's jury find that Alice
A. Bowlesby came to her death from
metro peritoniia the result of an
abortion produced by Dr. Bosenzweig.

BARING BROTHERS AND SEWARD,

How the Bankers Lost their Ageneey for
the State Department.

Washington, September 1. The
reason given for taking the State De-¬

partment agency in London from
Baring Brothers is that that house
had incurred the displeasure of our
authorities at various times. For
fifty years past they have had con- ¬
stant use of the cash balance, amount- ¬

ing to $o0,000 worth of three to four
per cents. During the late war their
conduct toward the United Stated was
very reprehensible, a fact which has
been a State secret until now. During
one quarter in 161 the State Depart- ¬

ment made an overdraft of $700,000 on
Baring Brothers, and they - t an
agent here in baste to eo''ect the
balance, a much larger sum having
been sent to them before his arrival in
this country. The agent was so
anxious that when he got to Wash- ¬

ington he repaired at once to Seward's
house, long after the Secretary had
retired to his sleeping room. Mr.
Seward arose and adjusted the matter
to the relief of the apprehensions of
the agent, and returned to bed. The
Barings have made a bandsotno for-¬

tune out of the agency during the last
half century, and but for the (act of
their long connection with tl - State
Department, Government might long
ago nave made arrangements to our
advantage with private banking
houses there, and at considerably less
rates of exchange.

Grant's First Decided Step to tbe Empire.
New York, September L It is

stated in Washington specials that the
the object of the President's visit there
is for the purpose of issuing a procla- ¬

mation, under the Ku-Klu- x act, de-¬

claring martial law in some sections
in the South. Senator Scott, of the
Ku Klux Committee, is known to
have been in conference with the
President on the subject yesterday,
and it is likely that at tbe Cabinet
meeting to day the course to be taken
will be decided upon.

Clayloa's Speech and Arrest by the Uiited

Little Rock, September 1. Sena- ¬

tor Clayton arrived in the city last
night, was serenaded by a few of his
peronal friends, and made a short
speech. This morning he was arrested
by the United StatesMarshal for the
Eastern District of Arkansas, on the
charge of issuing a certificate of elec- ¬

tion to General John Edwards as a
member of Congress from this Dis-¬

trict, in violation of the enforcement
act of Congress. The Senator gave
bond for his appearance at the Octo-¬

ber term of the Federal Court,
Hon. Joseph Brooks made a speech

last night to a large crowd of colored
people, in which he was particularly
evere on Clayton and

his ballot-bo- stuffers.
At a large gathering of Democrats

near here Thursday, the following
resolution was adopted:

Retoived, That as the sense of
this meeting, we recognize the adop- ¬

tion of the late amendments to the
Constitution of the United States as
settling the political status of all citi- ¬
zens not disfranchised by State or na- ¬

tional legislation, and that we depre- ¬

cate any dissension calculated to bring
in question the right of suffrage guar- ¬

anteed by these amendments; and
that we earnestly recommend to our
feliow citizens the doctrine of univer-¬

sal amnesty, and universal suffrage.
A young man living in Prairie

county, on the line of the Memphis
and Little Rock railroad, committed
suicide on Wednesday by taking
arsenic. When found, near his home
in the woods, his right arm was nearly
severed in two, and a razor lying by
his side.

Doings of Grant's Cabinet and Martial Law.

Washington, September 1. At a
Cabinet meeting to-da- all the mem-
bers were present except Secretary
Boutwell and Postmaster General
Creswell. The latter was represented
by First Assistant Postmaster General
Marshall.

The most important matter consid- ¬

ered was the condition of the South,
and especially the disaffection and re- ¬

ported acts of unlawful violence in
certain counties of South Carotins.
A long letter on the latter branch of
this subject, addressed to the Presi- ¬

dent by Senator Scott, Chairman of
the Congressional Ku Klux Com- ¬

mittee, having been re-- lor the in- ¬

formation of the Cabinet, it was de- ¬

termined to enforce the laws, and as
a preliminary, the letter of Senator
Scott, with other papers, were referred
to the Attorney General, who will re-¬

port upon the law applicable to the
case, when a proclamation will be is- ¬

sued by the President, and afterward
embraced in a general order of the
War Department. In the meanwhile
that Department will mature meas- ¬

ures considered necessary in that con- ¬

nection.
It is probable that another Cabinet

meeting will be held next week to
take final action on the subject.

SPORT.

Saratoga Regatta.
Saratoga, August 31. The Buffalo

boat crew and the Poughkeepsie crew
have been entered for the four-oar- ed

race, and J. McCready, of New York,
for the single scull race. Up to the
present time there are seven entries
tor the four-oare- d race and eleven for
the single scull race, for the regatta
here on the 9th and 11th September.

The Great Boat Race.

Halifax, August 31. The great
four oared race came off to-da- y. The
water was rough with a northeasterly
breeze and a considerable swell. The
start took place at a quarter past one.
Positions were determined by draw- ¬

ing lots. At the start the Ren forth
crew shot ahead, making 42 strokes.
The Tyne crew followed at 41 strokts;
the Americans at 44, and the Pryon at
40. At a quarter oi a mile the Roach
crew gave up until nearing the stake
boat No. 2. The English crews were
even. Renlorth here seemed to mis-¬

take the flag, and Wiaship's crew,
with a desperate spurt, went past
and turned beautifully distancing
their rival considerably. The Pryor
crew was followed closely by the
Americans. At tbe fourth mile
Renforth was 4th and Barton last. At
the fifth mile the Americans made a
splendid effort, and shot ahead. The
Pryor crew here came up and in a
few minutes the boats were all even.
At this point the excitement was
intense. From here the Wicship
crew gained slowly; the Pryor crew
being close up and the American crew
slightly beside, tne wmshlp crew
made a desperate effort, and won the
race. The Pryor crew also did their
very best, and to tbe delight of the No- ¬

va Seotians, came in second, followed
closely by the Americans and Ren- ¬

forth crew. Time of the race is given
at 15 minutes and 45 seconds.

The race was one of the most
brilliant events in the annals of
aquatic sports. The course was three
nautical miles in length, and as tbe
competing boats were required to
double the course, the distance was
therefore nearly seven miles. The
morning was delightfully clear, and
gathered large crowds, who were as- ¬

sembled upon the erected stands, and
lined the docks and house-top- s along
the city. Shortly before the race,
a sa breeze had sprung up, and
soon made the waters quite rough,
especially on the lower part of tbe
course. The Americans gained rapid- ¬

ly as soon as they got the course as
smooth as that in which the English- ¬

men were rowing. The contest
between the three leading boats was
very exciting in the last mile. The
result of the race created great excite- ¬

ment. The American boys say that
if they had not been crowded into
the worst part of the course they
would have won the race. The Big- -

len crew say that their boat struck a
half sunken piece of timber, which
they think had the effect of throwing
them back and losing the race. In
drawing for positions.tbe Taylor crew
got one, while Biglen and American
crews got the worst, being on the out-¬

side, near the eastern shore of the har- ¬

bor. At the start it was impossible
to say which got the water nrst. The
Roebe boat fell behind after a few
minutes, but the other five boats kept
together pretty steadily for the first
two miles. The advantage the two
Eoglish crews gained in getting inside
positions, gave them smooth water
along the wharves, while tbe Ameri-¬

cans, being out in the stream, got the
full force of the wind and rough water
in mid channel. The first turning was
made bv Renforth' s boat, Taylor came
next, then the Pryor crew, next the
Americans, and last the Barton crew.
The Americans lost two boat lengths
in turning by tne stupidity ot some
judge or other official, which consid- ¬

erably increased tne distance mey caa
to make the turning.

In the single scull race this morn- ¬

ing seven started. The race was won
by baoner, oi tne ryne crew, by two
boat lengths. Brown, oi Halifax.
was second, and Kelly was third. At
the signal to make ready, Sadlier,
Bagrat, Coulter, Kelly, Brown and
Lavuiett tooE up iosiuons, and at
the word "go" all got off well to-¬
gether, except Kelly, who made a
poor beginning, anu losiaooui a lengtn
before half the course was rowed over.
The contest was narrowed down to a
struggle between Sadlier and Brown ;
the others were nowhere in the race.
After a splendid finish, Sadlier won
by about a length and a halt Time,
twenty-fiv- e minutes three seconds.
Brown's rowing astonished even his
friends, and had the course been
longer, it is thought his chances would
have been excellent.
