Crops in Tippah-- - Sorghum - The Political

Prom an Occasional Correspondent.
Tippah County, Miss., September

2, lvi. Crops are now fast arriving
to maturity; cotton is opening rapidly
and upon a few farms I notice picking
has begun. Cotton will not be tbe
yield that was expected a month ago
in consequence of the protracted
drouth in August, Corn, upon an
average, is very good and will be a
fair yield. Planters are looking for
a good price for the incoming cotton
crop, being somewhat elated with the
present indications of a "rise" in the
cotton market.

We see but few farmers that have no
sorghum in cultivation this year,
whichis tending to ameliorate thecon- -
dition of the farmers, for everything
raised at home is, In a word, that
much saved, and it also puts money
in the farmer's pocket when otherwise
it would take from it.

The; political canvass in this State
has begun in earnest, and we (Demo- ¬

crats) are sanguine of success in the
coming fall election. This county
has but two Radical candidates for
office, and they are for the petty offi- ¬

ces of the county, and they will hard- ¬

ly be noticed in the election, and it is
even thought that their votes will be
so few that they will be lost in the
ballot-bo- x ; so you see the chance for a
Radical in this county is "gone up."

CUMBERLAND UNIVERSITY.

Aa Appeal to its Friesds and the Csuse of

til the death ol the party insured, and
then the $1000 will be paid to the
Trustees. Ten annual payments are
all that will be required, if the life in- ¬

sured continues that long; but the life
may end after the first payment, or
any subsequent payment, In which
event the party will not be required to
pay any more, yet the $1000 is secured
to tbe University, although but a sin-¬

gle premium is paid. If the party
paying the premiums should select a
life above the age of twenty-fiv- e years,
the annual premium will be ratably
higher than I have stated. The Board
ol Trustees, at Its meeting in Lebanon
on the 10th day of July, 1871, by reso- ¬

lution said: "e heartily approve
the plan suggested for the endowment
of Cumberland University, and urge
that it be immediately put into exe-¬

cution . We cordially recommend the
St. Louis Mutual Life Insurance Com- ¬

pany, and its general endowment
agent, Benjamin F. Bail, as worthy
the confidence and support of tbe
whole country ; and we ask in behalf
of the eSort thus to be made the ear- ¬

nest of all Cumberland
rresDytenans and friends of the Uni- -
verslty and of education." The Board
said further: "We declare to the
church that the object of this effort is
to secure a permanent endowment for
Cumberland University, the principal
of which ahaii or aUtkim sV preserved
unimpaired, and that she income
therulrom shall be faithfully applied,
a far as necessary, to the support and
nrlnr-Rtin- both in the Literarv and

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try in the Cumberland Presbyterian
Ckmch."

And now, ministers, members and
congregations of the Cumberland
Presbyterian church, are you not
ready to join main compassing a work
which wilt bring blessings to us, to
our church and to the world?

Shall it be any longer
said that it is without endowment,
even for the support and education of
its ministers" let it not De so.

distinguished in the community and
throughout the church for devotion to
the cause, when they stood almost
alone in holding up our University ;

and their hearts are lifted up now in
contemplation of the certain success
which awaits this effort. Let it not
fail.

The Board of Truste ?s have further
directed, by resolution, that I publish,
from time to time, in the newspapers
and by circulars, the names, residen- ¬

ces and occupations of the contribu- ¬

tors, and the amounts contributed,
and that a like publication be made
in the annual catalogue of the Uni- ¬

versity. This action of the Board ad- ¬

dresses itself to the professional and
business men of the country. I will
in person and by the wide dissemina- ¬

tion of newspapers and circulars, carry
the name of each contributor to every
congregation of the Cumberland Pres- ¬

byterian Church, and, repeated four
thousand times in tne annual cata- ¬

logue of the University, they will be
sounded in every region upon this
continent as benefactors and friends
of enlightened civilization.

The Cumberland Presbyterian
Church has more than twelve hun- ¬

dred congregations and a vast army of
communicants and adherents; it is a
power in the land, and can and will
make itself felt in every department
of life, by a grateful remembrance of
those who help this enterprise. My faith
is strong, and God will bless me with
success in this work.
