TERRIBLE ACCIDENT.

A Ple-Nio Parfy Dispersed by 2 Rallroad
Traln—Four Killed and Several
Wounded.

St. Louss, September 10.—A  ferri-
ble socident occurred between 9 and
10 o’clock this morning st {he mrcgﬁ
of the 8t. Loulsapd Vandalia rall
and Collinsville plank road. A party
of pic-nicers, composed of sixteen
grown people and several chlldren,
left this city to-day in & large furni-
ture wagon tospend the day In ILili-
nole, When crossing the track they
were struek by the excarsion train go-
ing to Highland. Three parsons were
killed outright, and two mortally,
and four or five severely, woundad.

The names of the killed are Charles
Sanders, John Brennsan sand Thomas
Mehan. The names of those maorially
woanded are Philomena Flood and
Emma Kenner. The names of those
severely wounded are Hobert Flood,
Qertie Flood, Flora Gllmore, Mary
Flood, and an unknown man., Sev-
eral others were siightly Injured. In
fact, only three escaped unhurt.

At the point where the saccident
oecarved there was a clear view of the
track one mile west and four miles
east, but it appears none of the party
saw or heard the approaching train,
althoagh the enginesr blew the whis-
tie and rang the bell. This is =e-
counted for by the fact that the wind
was high and the whole party sing-
ing. he horees wera the first to dis-
cover the danger, As they stepped
irom (be track they becsme (right-
ened, One sprang forward, other hung
back and between them, the wagon
cameé to a dead hait. Juost them the
engine struckit. One horse was torm
nearly in pieces and the wagon bro-
ken to pieces. The train was stopped
and all possible assistance rendered to
the wounded. Vehicles were pro-
cured sod the dead and injuored
brouzht to the city aad conveyed to
their homes, or taken to hospitals.
No blame can atiach to the railroad
employes.

WASHINGTON.

Degision About Revenue Stamps.

WasmiNGgTON, September 10.—The
Commirsioner ©f lnternal Revenae
decides that articles liable tu the
stamp tax under schedole C maust
have stamps affixed, before they leave
the premises of the manufscturer, to
the pscinges employed for the use of
carrying the same into market,
whether such packages be of the ordi-
nary and usual size, or of extraordi-
or what is frequently termed

ﬁng in bulk. Each package must
ve aslemp or stamps of the valua
indicated by the retali price, or the
price received for a single packsge
with its contents. A desler may sell
directly from the package which has
been properly stamped, sccording to
the price pald for the package and
contents, without affixing additional
stampa, bat & dealer who breaks a
package and repacks its contents into
smaller packages, putting thereon his
murk and labels, will be required to
stamp these small packages when ex-
posing or offering them for sale. The
manufactarer, in every case, must
stamp the package in which bhe de-
livers goods, whether the customer
furnishes his own vessel for the recep-
tion of the article, or whether it is
furnished by the manufscturer him-
self.
