Editors Appeal—] had sometime
since withdmwn myself from all par-
ticipation in public matters, and had
pretty well cessed to feel any interest

in them until two editorials apgared
in your paLEer, one of date the 24 inst.,
and the other of a subsequent date, se
I cannot well refrain from giving you
thanks on behalf o! the decent and
iaw-abiding portion of our people. In
one you strike & bold lick for the re-
formstion of the press; and in that
you struck a chord that reaches to the
very heart of cur people. The truth
is, gentlemen, the decent portion of
our people have long since ceasad to
resd with interest, and in
many instances have oceased to
read at all what is known in newspa-
per =lang ‘‘the current news of the
day.” Bat ltis not my Intention to
enter into the merits of the guestion.
This will be much better cared for in
the hands of the political editors of
the APPEAL than in mine. A fith-
ful execution of the task, genilemen,
will win for you the gratitlude of sll
thst portion of our people whose grat-
itnde is worth having.

On the subject of suppressing crime
and punishing crimingls, let me make
a suggestion that I think will do well
for the country if you will elaborate it.
I do not readily see the propriety of
abolishing the time-honored institu-
tion of grand juries. It isisa system
fraught, I think, with good to the
community, and 8 one of the great
safe-guards to publie liberty. Itis not
in the action of the grand Juries thst
we should seek to find the souree of
our weakness in the enforcment of law
and the suppression of crime, That
wesakness is found in the after action
of the courts, and the impossibility of
administering swift justice under the
present mode of trial. I think it took
nearly, if not quite, four weeks to try
Graves and Poston; nearly, or quite
thesame, to go through the iarce of
trying Myra Day, and more than two
weeks o try W, V. Roberts. Now,
if you will fook Into the records of
these trials, I think you will find
about two-thirds of the time, if not
more, was conpsumed in selecting the
juries; that in the three csses more
than fifteen huodred men were sum-
moned and had to attend at the court
room, The expense to the public and
the loss of time by those who had to
be there and answer 0 their names,
are among the smallest evils attend-
ing upon that mode of trial. The
large portion of the time required to
dispose of these character of cases
leaves too little time for the disposi-
tion of other cases of leas i portance,
and consequently thejail iz constantly
crowded with offenders, who oaght to
bedisposed of In a few days, and,
hence, the enormous cost to the State
and county. Now for & remedy. It
is short and plain: When our is-
lature mests, let it at once provide a
Oriminal Court for the trial of all fel-
onies, except larceny. Lat the court,
like the admiraity, be always open.
When a murder occurs let the judge at
once convene the court, if not in actual
session, and upon the pending of a
true bill, meks it the duty of the judge
of the court, the elerk and sheriff, to
make out a list of ifty good and true
men, noneof whom shall have wit-
pessed the transsetion nor have heard
the testimony delivered on ocath, and
who are not of kKin to the prisoner or
prosecutor, furnish the prisoner with
a copy of the indictment and a w{ry ot
the list of jurors, and let him sirike
from the lisl one, Or even two names,
the State one or 80 on, allternately, un-
til the number ‘s reduced to twelve;
and let those twelve try the case. Of
course all questions of delays must be
left to the eound diseretion of the
Judge a8 now, but then the judge
could under that system grant s
reasonabie delsy without being com-
pelled to grant it for four months, as
pow. Select a first-class lawyer for
Attorney-Gieners! of the court, and a
man for ]ud]ie. who s not d to do
right, and if the county had (o pay
thelr salaries it would save from forty
to fifly thousaad dollars per annem by
the ﬂyutem—-pe:haln more,

Such & plsn would soon show a very
different state of things in our midst.
