The peo-
ple of Trenton, he says, would first
know that the owners and bullders
of the Memphis and Puducah road
will iron and equip the branch road
after Trenton has graded it and sup-
plied the crossties, The railroad dis-
tance from Ripley to Trenton will be
twelve mileés less than by way of Yel-
low Blufl, the route originally pro
posed to be adopted, and seventeon
miles shorter than via Dyemsburg.

The (%ronicle putz the total crop
of 1870-71 at 4,854,817 bales, as fol-

lows:
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This result is 147,653 bales less than
the predictions of the Picoyunc and
of many of the cotton men of Mem-
phis, who ealenlate 4 on the crop fool-
ing up 4,500,000, by actual eount.
Compared with the preceding year,
the crop shows an increaseof 1,197,371
bales. This, of course, exceeds the
crop of any previous year, excepting
that of 1850-60, which was 4,669,770
bales, or 290,731 bales in excess of this
yield. The aversge crop, for the five
years next precediog 1870-71, was I,-
480 345 bales; so that last year's yield
shows an incresse upon that
average of bales. The
total direct ehipments to the Northern
miils, including those to Canada,
amounted to 225 923 bales a3 compared
with 153,825 bales io 1860-70, an in-
crease of 75,098 bales. The total over-
land movement, incleding that which
found its way to St. Louls, is given

statistics of consumption are given as
followe:
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This" statement indicates that the

Northern mills bave taken from this

erop 1,017,146 bales and the Southern

mills 91,240 bales. Comparing these
figures with those of the preceding,
we have Lhe following:
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The above shows a very gratifying
increase of consumption by the North-
ern  mills, which it will be seen
took 200,000 bales more than last year,
and 90,000 more than in 1863-8;
whereas the Southern mills only in-
ereased thelr consumption 1240 bales
wiore Iast year, and 11,240 more
than 1568-%, This, we confess, is any-
thing but inelting to the friends
{ manutacluring enterprises in the
Bouth, and proves that, notwithstand-
ing the encoumgements of &t divi-
dends, the Southern people are not
prepared to enter upon W career Lhat
P more profit than *‘rais-
ing” will ever bring them,
A detailed statement of the exports
for the past year, compared with the
Iast wyear, shows that the
bales sent abroad have been
distributed as follows,
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From the above it will be seen that
notwithatanding the total exporta for
the pasi year amounted to 957825
bales, Havre, in consequence of the
war, took but 137 455 as compared with
347,147 bales the year before. This
talling of! (greater than one-half) also
applies to the German ports, indicat-
lng a3 (issstrous an interruption to
Glerman cotton industries as that felt
by France, England gained immense-
ly, and in view of the figures above
furgtished by the Chronicle, we can
weil undersiand how it is that her ex-
ports of manufactured goods during
the last almost doubled that of any
previous quarter, A gralifying fact to
us of the South, and one which is ap-
parent from these flgures is, that the
galn thus made by England indicates
Lhe recovery by us of the ascendancy
in cotlion culture which we enjoyed
before the war,

1n thechemival seetion of the British
Assoviation, al Edinburg, Abbe Moig-
no contribated & paper descriptive of
the bistory and working of the photo-
graphic post, Every film, he said,
reproduced twelve or sixteen folio
pages of printing, and contained on
an average, S0 dispatches.
