ly in the matter, produced the wildest
excitement. It was reported on the
streets that not only was this last
theft of vouchers, but also that a year
ago, to the extent of two million dol- ¬

lars, was the work of creatures of the
ring, and the rumor was received with
every evidence of alarm by the Tam- ¬

many-Ha- ll politicians and their
hangers-o- n. It is said that an inves- ¬

tigation will at once take place, when
Deputy Comptroller Greene will de-¬

velop a series of most startling facta.
Evidence will be brought to light
against the plunderers of the city
treasury, which will be of the strong-
est character, and assure the speedy
punishment of the guilty parties.

CHCCXLIMO OF THE "TIMES."
The 7ime$ says, editorially, that be-¬

fore many hours one, if not more, of
the infamous thieves who have been
publicly denounced, will be placed in
charge of the authorities of the law.
It declares, however, that Comp- ¬

troller Connolly has kept back noth- ¬

ing ; that persons in possession of all
the secrets fully exonorate him from
all participation in the actual rob- ¬

bery of the papers from his offl'-e- .

The name journal cautions the public
to be on the alert, inasmuch as in the
letter from Hall to McClellan there
was an expressed anxiety about the
preservation of peace, and that a hint
given from that quarter may possess
a meaning of great significance.
