SINGULAR THEFT.

Sold and Silver Seals Stoles From
State Department si Washington.

Washington, September 26. Oeo.
H. Chase, messenger at the Postofflce
Department, and Frank Metfraw,
watchman at the State Department,
have been arrested on the charge of
robbing the latter department of a
number of gold and silver treaty seals.
The accused, on being taken to the
P ilice headquarters, and finding that
the detectives were in possession of
the proceeds of their guilt, confessed
to the larceny of seven seals, which
tney naa melted ana sola, ana earn
estly begged that they might be dealt
leniently with, as it was their first
oflense. Acting under the direction
of the prisoners, the detectives recov-
ered a number of gold and silver nug
gets, into which the seals had been
melted, and which, they were as-¬

sured, were what remained of seven
seals, which they confessed have
stolen from the State Department sev- ¬

eral weeks ago. The department
claims that ten seals were stolen, as
tnat number are missing. Une of the
seals was attached a Turk
