Principles of the Party North and West,
Set Forth in the Resolutions.

NEW YORK.
FIBST DAT.

Rcchbstbb, N. Y., Oct. 4. The State
central committee, by a vote of three lo
one in caucus thia morning, decided to
accept tbe proposition of allowing the
Tammany delegation to withdraw, and to
exclude the other contesting delegates
rrom the citv of New lork. This deci
sion wes rescued in view of the over
wheiminir sense of the country deiegs
Lions tbat Tanimanv should be excluded,
snd that their exclusion necessarily left
no other organization of the party in the
city of New York tbat had any legitimate

i to tneir seats. 1 nis is regaraeu as
a triumph for Tweed.

APTXBKOON SBflMON.

The convention was called to order and
the members of the various committees
announced.

Tbe committee on resolutions reported
a series of resolutions, of which tbe fol-
lowing is the substance:

First The administration at Washing-
ton ia denounced as false to its pledges
and to the Constitution of the United
States, rnd charged with secrional hate in

fusing s general amnesty to the citizens
of those States lately in reoeiuon witn
mviug squandered the public funds and

domain, and with seeking to perpetuate
its power Dy military interrerenoe witn
nopular Liassmblsges and elections.

Secotd Recoenlzss the emancipation
And enfranchisement, and equality before
liiu law, of the freedmen ot tbe South, as
a ! inevitable consequence of tbe civil
war and overthrow of the rebellion, and
declare it tbe duty ot all to aoataln them
iu all their rights.

Third The fraudulent corruption of
New Yotk city ia vigorously denounced,
and immediate and commensurate pun
ishment demanded for those guilty of the
robnery ot the city. It declares that this
deplorable state of affairs was inaugurated
by tho Republican party, and continued
by them through many years, under
which the growth of extravagance, pecu-
lation and fraud was inevitable, and de-
mands from the legislature such further
reforms in the city charter ss shall in the
future permit tbe citizens to select tbeir
own municipal officers, snd a more com-
plete control of the mayor of the subordi-
nate departments, and, consequently, a
more complete responsibility on his part
for their proper and effective administra-
tion ; to provide for tbe liability of tbe re-
moval of tbe mayor of New York In
common with all mayors of oitiea to be
removed by the governor in the same
manner ss the sheriffs of oonnties are now
removed, upon proof before him of mal-
feasance in office or neglect ot duty; to
provide lor elections in the spring of each
year, so as to place in the bands of the
people tbe power to make a complete
change of the city government; to give
publicity to accounts st all times, and to
provide facilities to s to restrain
and punish abuses, and to secure the
speedy trials cf the offenders in Inde
pendent courtK;in lavor 01 denning, Dy law,
the powers of towns and counties to cre-
ate debts snd levy taxes.

Fourth Deelar. s tbat while ready to
purge tbe lo:al administration of sbuses,
we must not forge', the corruption of
tbe Federal government, tbe pr fligacies
in tbe customhouse, in the Internal rev
enue board, ir the army and navy, and
in the highest walks of office, as well as
in municipalities; and calls the attention
of the people to the fret that this corrupt
power triumphed o.er and control ed
bo ror-en- l Republican convention st Sy-

racuse.
Fifth Denonncfs the registry lews,

sari approves tbe passage of the constitu-
tional amendment now ; ending making
oribery a ground of challenge to the elec
to ',and denying suffrage alike to him that
receives snd him thst offers corrupt in
ducements

Sixth Challenges comparison between
he Democratic administration of affairs cf

the Htste snd thst of their adversaries.
Sevent- h- Declares that the govern-

ment should lay no tax on imports ex-
cept for revenue purposes, snd thst the
revenue should he moderate, and based
upon tbe value of the property taxed;
tbat raw material cannot b- - especially

without urjuat burdens being lsid
upon domestic manufactures tbat our
present tariff violates every principle 01
political economy, debauches our politics

Eighth Indorses Governor Hoftmsn,
and declares t"st he has borne himself in
his high office with suob integrity, cour-
age snd devotion to duty ss to command
the oonsdence snd grst tude, not only of
his political supporters, but ot tbe msss
of intelligent and appreciative citiaeoa of
the State.

The ninth and last resolution reads ss
follows:

Jietolvtd, Thst now thst apprehensions
are expressed tbst the social and religions
equality of the people la menaced, we re-
new the pledges of our fidelity to tbe
great Democratic doctrine of equal and
exact justice to all men of whatever creed
or nationality, and special favors to none.

Sp e hes were made in support of the
resolutions by Francis Kernsn, Senstor
Hsrdenburg acd William DeWitt, which
were then adopted, and the convention
adjourned until at ten a. m.,
when nominations will be made,

SECOND DAT.

On the assembling of the convention
thia morning, Mr. Cassidy offered s reso-
lution to the effect thst hereafter no dele-
gate be received from tbe city of New
York as member of the State convention
unless he has been elected by tbe district
convection, as i customary in other parts
of the State, and that in the proceedings
of the convention each djstrlct be called
separately, and each delegate, individual-
ly, tbeu announce his own vote,

Mr. Murr t moved as a substitute for tbe
word ''State" tbe word "city." which was

d, and til" original resolution
sdopted.

Mr. Keirnaa moved thst a bearing be
given Mr. Ottendorfeer and two other
members ot the reform delegation from
the city of New York in behalf of their
claims to seats.

Mr. Dlllsbunty Insisted that the question
of representation from New York city
was eettled yesterday.

After some discussion the resolution
was adopted, with only four or five nega-
tive votes

Considerable discussion ensued between
Mr. Tilden, Mr. Lawrence and other
members, during which a letter from
Mr. Charles O'Connor was read, upon the
stat us of the New York (Tammnay) dele-
gation, but the action excluding the dele-
gation was not rescinded.

Mr. Tilden then moved to proceed with
the nomination of a ticket for State of-
floera.

Home contusion ensued at thia, but or-

der was pree rved throughout, and the
motion was carried, acd the nominations
were proceeded with. Mr, Magnus Gross
wss nominated for Secretary of State, bat
the reform delegation, of which he was a
member, said that they would prefer not
to have any of their members on the
ticket. Cheers.

Mr. Dedrick Willoys then received tbe
nomination for Secretary of State, Mr. A.
V. Nichols received the nomination of the
convention for Comptroller, and Mr.
Wheeler H. Bristol was nominated for
Treasurer,

The came of Charles O'Connor was pre-
sented for nttorney-genars- l, but several
stated that he would not accept tbe nomi-
nation. After some debate, the vote re-

sulted In the choice of Marshall B. Cham- -
lain, by a vote of 62 to 42 for O'Connor,

6 ouorable W. R. Richmond was nomi-
nated for State Engineer, Geo. W. Chap-
man waa nominated for Canal Commis-
sioner, and David B. McN eal was nomi-
nated for inspector of State Prisons.

A selection of State commissioners was
then made, with Mr. Tilden as chairmrn,
after which the convention adjourned.
