EASON CONVICTED.

In leaving the
picnic ground, four yoang men tttrttd
from the place to go home. Tney were
rrana Arnold, Imogen mil, Kason
and Lyles. They traveled about
half a mile without saying anything.
rv neu n ou uroppea uemna tne party,
Arnold wanted away to the side of tbe
road, and then Lyles was shot in the
back of the head by Eaton. It was in tes-
timony that Lyles placed hi hand In his
pocket when Eason dropped behind, and
tnai ne turned two or three times to lootat Eaton. When the deed we done, ho
and Arnold walked home together. He
fled to the bottom that night, but w
captured In a few days and brought to the
county ail. The trial was conducted
laat week with great energy and ability
on oom sides. The jury, in giving in
their verdict, recommended tbe prisoner
so iou clemency or tne court, DUt round
him guilty of murder in the first degree,
neverhueieeo.
