The loss, as near as I can learn,
amounts to one million three hundred
thousand dollars, with only about
one fifth insured.

The latest reports from the terrible
fires in Northern Wisconsin and
Michigan, represent tbe loss of life as
being fearful. Some seven to eight
hundred dead bodies had already
been recovered, and it is believed that
the number will reach fully one thou
sand, and the wounded fully two hun-
dred. This comprises fully three-quarter- s

ol the population.

ANNOUNCEMENT BY THIERS.
Paris, October 13. Thiers formally

announced to the legislative commit-
tee that the customs treaty of Al-ac- e

and Lorraine had been signed and
now only awaits ratification. He
states that the principal reciprocity is
recognized; that the yment ot the
4th half milliard indemnity is to be
completed before tbe end of March;
that the evacuation of French terri-
tory will commence within a fortnight
after the raiinauon 01 the treaty, and
that Germany cedes to Fiance a small
strip of the territory.

The Official Journal says a treaty
has Just been concluded with Germa-
ny, and con? ists of three separate con-

ventions: One territorial rectifying
the frontiers; one financial pro rid-
ing for tbe payment of the indemnity
and involving the withdrawal ot the
German troops lrom France ; and the
other, relatiug to the customs. The
last stipulates that the products
of Alsace aud Loral ne shall be per-
mitted to enter France free for twelve
months, and accords the same privi-
leges to the products of France enter-
ing those territories.

The 106th edict of the Mikado was
read to all the feudal Diamioes assem-
bled in tbe palace at Yeddo, in tbe
presence of the Mikado, by the presi-
dent of the council ot state, as fol-

lows:
"It appears to me that from the

time of the reformation it has been
our desire to aid and make our peo-
ple happy and to take au hon-
orable position with respect to other
nations ; we should make the reality
correspond to the name, and make
the governmental power to be cen-
tralized into one. I previously or-
dered tbe bars bank feudal government
bank to send up a report of all their af-

fairs, and appointed the Diamioes to
Chiharjis bank, Governor's bank and
prescribed to each their duties. That
having for several hundred years been
hereditary, unless some were satisfied
merely with the name and neg-
lected their duties, bow then can the
people be made happy or we take any
honorable stand among the nations.
We have deeply lamented this state
of things, and now abolish the bars,
banks, feudal territories bank, and
convert them into kero banks, impe-
rial domain bank. In performing
your duties do away with all naelecs
matters and cleave to retrenchment;
put off all unnecessary expenses and
abrogate all troublesome laws. Do

Chicago, October 15 A furious
rale urevailed in this city last night;
it became aim st a hurricane by 12
o'clock, but subsided before morning,
it caused much alarm to the citizens.
and especially those residing in the
vicinity of tne late nre. rireoranas
were blown about in every direction ;

skeleton walls were prostrated in
quick succession, shaking buildings in
tbe vicinity from foundation to apex.
Much alarm prevailed, people rush-
ing into the streets from their dwell-
ings in many instances, fearful that
their houses would be prostrated and
thev buried!beneath the ruins. The
excitement and alarm was scarcely
less than on the night of tne great dis
aster. Fortunately it had rained for
twenty-fon- r hours previous, and this
prevented any conflagration aa the re
sult of tbe tornado.

The Sabbath has been recognized in
a marked manner in all the churches
left standing. In many instances two
and three' Aggregations of different
religious tenets have worshipped
in the same edifice at diflerent
hours. A marked religious feel-
ing prevailed among tbe worshippers.
Of course tbe theme of all the
nreachers was the great c& ;mity. All
spoke hopefully of the future of Chi
cago, mi in ner material anu spirit-
ual gTowth.

Chicacjo. October 15. A meeting
of the officers of tho national banks of
Chicago was held at tho office of the
third national t ank, No. 437 Wabash
avenue, on Sunday evening, October
loth, at ux o'clock, for the purpose of
confe' Og with Mr. Hurlburt, comp-
troller of tbe currency. J. Irwin
Pearce, president of the third national
bank, was called to the chair, and
Henry Greenbaum, of the German
national bank, was called for secre-
tary. A full exchange of views touch-
ing the condition of the Chicago
banks as by the late great
fire, was had, and it was
ascertained on a comparison of
liabilities and resources that all
the banks were perfectly sound and
could resume business at once. The
only delay asked by any of the banks
was tor sufficient time to convey their
safes from the ruins and io their new
places of business and to arrange their
books and office furniture.

After a general discn.-sio- n in which
the comptroller participated, on mo-
tion of Mr. Blair, president of the first
national bank, the resolution hereto-
fore passed to pay fifteen per cent, im-

mediately was unanimously rescind-
ed. Mr. Coalbaugh, president of tbe
Union national bank, offered the fol-

lowing resolution which, after full dis-
cussion, was also unanimously adopt-
ed:

Whereas, The books andvHumres
of all the uational banks ot the city,
the safety of which was to some ex-

tent uncertain when the resolutions
of the 12 h lost, were adopted, have
been -- ecovered intact ; and,

Whereas, A careful examination of
our assets since that time assures us
not only of our entire solvency, but of
our ability to carry on our business as
usual, without further delay, therefore,

Resolved, That we, the national
banks of this city, will open onr doors
at the temporary offices now occupied
by us, on tbe 17th instant, at ten
o'clock a.m.
