1 he news from South Carolina

sickens the heart of the patriot and
the philanthropist. Before the lawt

Presidential election General Grant
said, "Let us have peace." TheRad
icaln promised the country repose
rest from the evil passions and thf
conflict of extreme opinions the
abatement of strife, and the repres-

sion by the mere power of dignified
example, of violence of all kinds.
We were told that Grant was a mag-

nanimous conqueror, and that his rule
would be mild and gentle, that as the
broken bone, when well set, becomes
stronger than ever, so would an es-

tranged people be bound in closer af-

fection. The people trusted; Grant
was elected. He has been in office
nearly three years and instead of the
promised rest and tranquillity, we
have anarchy, strife and dhcord.
His administration has given no re-

pose to the country, and instead of
clear, bright sunshine, we find the
country shrouded in gloom ; bayonets
bristling over the whole country, and
despotism with its heel upon the
necks of the people.

And why is there no peace ? It is
because human nature Is the same,
everywhere, in all ages. A brave and
proud people, who have laid down
their arms, after assurances of honor
able terms, will chafe at despotism
and the effort to establish negro
dominion upon the demolished
governments of the whites. The
Turks and the Russians, by their
cruelty to the Greeks and Poles, made
themselves the scorn of Christendom,
but, by the more renned atrocity of
placine: neero larbarians over the
heads of southern white men, the
Radicals have achieved a far darker
infamy. And there is no instance in
history where the soldier has given a
prompt, eager and obsequious aid to
the despot, that he has not shared the
oppressor's infamy, and been gibbeted
in chains alongside of his master, and
his memory blackened with the curses
of posterity. The experiment of years
ought to satisfy the Radical? that
persecution, wrong and outrage is

not the road to peace. Statesman
ship and a lofty patriotism can restore
tranquillity, heal the wounds of the
war and unite the American people
into a homogeneous community. But
this is the very thing the Radicals do
not want. A normal condition of so
ciety would be death to Radicalism,
which lives by agitation. Its leaders
realize, none better, that, coincident
with restoration, is the dissolution of
their party. The cohesive power of
public plunder is, of itself, not strong
enough to keep an organization so
ravenous together. Disappointment
does its work of disintegration as
effectually with Radicals as .with
others. Something else is needed,
and that is agitation, disturbance,
actual or fictitious. Of what earthly
use, except for this, is there in ku-klu- x

investigation, now that the President
has all the power he ever asked for?
It is to furnish stimulating food to a
moribund patient ; to give an excuse
for protracting an existing state of
things, and deterring the only curative
instrumentality that can restore, not
a party, but the common weal.

consumed by a lust for power and
plunder, about right, justice, the
constitution and the law, is like
preaching honesty to a high
wayman, or casting pearls be
fore swine.

Nor could a
more effectual annihilation of all the
principles and theories of free govern
nient, or a more deadly assault upon
the letter and spirit of the constitu
tion dc maae, man mai 01 vesting in
the executive, in a time of profound
peace, this despotic power.

Last fall Clayton grew wonderfully
honest and He then
urged Federal officers to punish frauds
under the congressional election law
with unsparing vigor. Boles, a con-

gressman, who had adhered to Mc-

Donald, was a candidate for
He was successful by a clear

majority ; but Clayton gave the certi-

ficate to Edwards. These facts have
been established by unquestionable
testimony. , Clayton's agents have
been busy making arrests for alleged
offenses precisely such as he.has com-
mitted, and Whipple, the United
States Attorney, could not, with any
decent regard for his own fame, over-

look this shameless violation of law
and right. Clayton 'was 'indicted by
the Federal grand jury. Clayton pre-

sented his own case to the authorities
at Washington, and Whipple was in-

stantly guillotined by Grant. Unhap-

pily for Clayton, the removal of
Whipple and Marshal Catterson did
not quash the Indictment, and Whip-

ple's successor is forced to prosecute

the case,
Clayton had been so earnest and ac-

tive in enforcing thprollanwii of the

Federal election law, that honest,

simple-minde- people supposed, as a
matter of course, that he would plead
"not guilty." Clayton .does no such
thing. On the contrary, he confesses
himself guilty of the very Crimea he
has punished in others, and "demurs"
to the indictment. He asserts that
the congressional election act is tin
institutional; that the United States
court has no jurisdiction over the gov-

ernor of a State, and that a governor
is not an "election officer" in the
meaning of the act.

That Gfant is either the dupe or
corrupt agent of Clayton is palpable
Clayton now asserts the illegality rf
the very measure which he employed
in the promotion of his own ends, and
the President of the United States
lends himself to the palpable fraud
and outrage upon common decency.
Meanwhile Clayton is omnipotent at
Washington, distributing at will all
Federal patronage in Arkansas.
Northern Republican papers do not
hesitate to condemn his conduct and
it is possible that Grant may be forced
at last to shut the back door of the
White House in the face of the reckless
adventurer who riots in wrong and
robbery in Arkansas.

THE CONTRACT SYSTEM.
A correspondent, "E. R.," who is

one of our very best citizens in the
sense of persistent labor and good ex-

ample as an upright, honest gentle-
man, sends us a communication under
this bead, for which we regret we
cannot find room in full. But the sub-

ject being one that lies at the basis of

our prosperity in town as well as coun
try, we make room for his most perti
Unent suggestions. He says: "Let
planters meet in district and county
conventions, adopt resolutions, to de
part from which would be dishonora
ble, and memorialize our legislative
bodies to enact wholesome laws for
the proper.; protection of landlord
and tenant, and employer and era
ploye, for we find the present con
tract system in execution amounts
simply to a mockery from the irre
sponsibility generally of the laborer.
who may violate, at pleasure, the con
tract which he so scrupulously sign
ed, to the serious detriment of his em
ployer. The contract system, then
with the negro amounts .simply to
nothing but disappointment and vex
ation. The negro has learned tha
planters are disposed to submit
their unreasonable demands, rather
than lose their services, poor as they
are, and take the chance of hunting up
new recruits. Now we ask in
all candor, is there no way
to make the contract sys
tem, or laws more binding, suffi
ciently so at least to compel employ
ers to be more careful in interfering
with employees when under contract,
and counteract the bad influences that
now exist. It is a known fact that em
ployees are frequentlyinduced to leave
one plantation and repair to another,
perhaps not more than one mile dis
tant, when to do so is ruinous to his
first employer, when the crops are
pitched and his services are
most needed. We must endeavor
to stop this vile practice by legislative
restraints and make the penalty so
great in case of violation of the law
that it will be sufficient to break up
the evil habit. Planters are frequently
forced to abandon part of their crop,
to their severe los , while some one
more fortunate reaps the benefit of
the services of employees whom he
has sought often at great expense.
The present system will finally so
much impoverish the planter that
want will stare him in the face and
the country become bank-rap- t.

We can and mast en
act these laws of protection.
We do not object to the introduction
of more laborers. The formation of
immigration societies, and every
moans calculated to develop and facil
itate the upbuilding of the country,
should be encouraged. Yet the intro-
duction of foreign labor, so far, doee
not seem to have met the wants of our
people to that extent we fondly hoped
for. It may be that we are deficient
in its management, and no doubt we
are to some extent. We know, at
least, that it has not been reliable, and
hence the planter is compelled to seek
out other channels of protection. Wc
believe the building of railroads
through our fertile regions does a great
deal toward developing the resources
of the country, yet, without well-re- g

ulated labor, they must prove
unprofitable. The groundwork of all
our enterprises can be traced back to
the tilling of the soil, and when we
succeed in this we can with
certainly look for prosperity. Our
villages will be turned into towns, and
our towns into cities. We will then
have no use for bankrupt sales, and
hard times will be obsolete words.
The hills and valleys will once more
Mnammi like the rose, and all nature
be refreshed with the salutary changes
that flow from a well-regulat- sys
tern of labor."
