Our evening paper says that it Is a moral
calamity that Coroner Moftatt is so long
sick. The 'squires, It ssys, are fighting
like a flock of vultures over every corpse
tbst happens to be tonnd within the limits
of the county. Tbe fee in each case is the
great bone (and body i of contention. We
have no notion that the case is half as bad
as It is represented ; but whether it be or
not, we have reason to be gratified that
things are conducted to wen among us,
In New Orlesns they manage things dif-
ferently. When a corpse is discovered.
sn inquest la properly held, an ordir for
ouriai isauea, ana everyming cone ac-

cording to "form," in order to insure fees
The cold eorpuj Is then done up lu differ
ent style, snd carried off to another part
of tbe city, is found again, aud again is
inquested, Tbe process it thus continued
as long as the subject "holds out," Some
times it becomes necessary to lop off sn
arm or a leg, put an additional bullet hole
in the head, or stab with a knife, iu order
to remove any suspicion of it being the
same "stiff." In cold weather, when the
orpse lasts s long time without showing

disagreeable signs oi aissoiution, it u
made to duty twenty or thirty times be
fore It is nnany put away. At tne las
official inquest, the nearest relation or
most intimate acquaintance of the dead
person would fan to recognise him or oer
At first it might be a very nice, decent
corpse, dressed in black, with youthful,
unshaven face, and smooth brow. In tbe
course of half dozen manipulations, th
corpse becomes an old man, with wrinkled
brow, nosry iocks, us teetn our, sea
eeneral appearance of ancient ruin abou
It, melancholy to contemplate. It might
even be found necessary to perforate the
forehead with a bullet-hol- e; takes hitch
around the neck with a good stout plec
of rope and suspend the corpse in some
unoccunled room, ana nna it tnere r.ix
morning with s letter addressed to its
wife in some distant city. The next con
dilion in which it wonld offer a fee to the
coroner is hard to conjecture; It might be
drieged up out of the river, wearing
different appearance, of course, wi h an
oil flannel shirt and a straggling
beard: then, again, it wonld preeen
Itself ss a misanthrope found lying
besides discharged pistol or by the side o
a half-empt- bottle of etryohntne. The
llmi's of its service only are prescribed
by the way a corpse holds out. The last
duty which it ia usually made to perform
Is to gratify tbe anatomical ana pnysic
logical curiosity of some incipient snd en
thnsiastic Eaculanius upon whom it ii

palmed off as a very marvelous subect
for a few dollars. "To what base uses
mnst we come at lsst!"

In New York coroners have not attained
he hiebt of professional skill in this re

spect. They do things diff rently. The
subject there is cut up, and the members
of the once proud frame are dispersed
about the city in the night time. Next
dav the coroner inquests tbem all, seria
tern. He Investigates, for instance, a leg
at the Battery in the morninir. Inauhou
he interviews the bead In Firth ave
nue; a band is fonnd at Washington mar
ket, and tbe trunk, hitched to a fishing
line, is hauled nut of 'he North river In
the evening. In this wsy the coroner and
his deputies are kept going; snd tbe offico
Is made to pay. Now our magistrates, ss
the Ledger man would insinuate, are not
so voracious sfter fees as to resort to t hese
ex'reme measures during the sickness or
absence of the ooroner. When a person is
round desd it becomes tne duty or a mag
Istrste to inquest the body wnen called
on The coroner nas not been in a onnat
tion to perform the duties of his office for
some months back, and we believe the
law does not, as in other cities, empower
him to appoint a deputy, hence It Is not
astonishing that three or four magistrates
not unfrequently assemble over one
corpse to hold an inauest. "Tbe early
bird catches the worm" of the dust, of
course.
