You say that the
credit of the State must be sustained. In
tbe name of common sense, is there any
bettor way under the hesvens to keep up
the credit of ths State than by keeping up
tbe credit of the people? Save tbe people,
and the people will aare the Stale. You
cannot save tbe State by all toe wisdom
known to msn onlesa yon first save the
credit of tbe cltlzsns. Would It not have
been a much belter policy to have aald to
tbe legislators, "reduce the nti)ust, un-
wise aud heavy burden of taxation, plac-
ed upon tbe people, and levy Just such a
sax ss the dtixsns can pay promptly, and
make each laws that will compel every
cltissn of tbe State to pay promptly ; this
done toe credit of tbe State cannot suffer.
Give the people time to make some little
for themselves which they cannot do un-
der any sort of circumstances, under the
present excessive, heavy, urjust taxa-
tion. It cannot be paid Look at the fig
urea and facta correctly stated. Take the
fifteenth civil district of Shelby.for exam-
ple In tbe year 1878 the valuation was
fi 4 054; In 1W, 91,785,617; In the year
1S70. 11,099,670; In the year 1871,
82,049.795, nearly one million dollars
more than last year, when in fact tbe real
estate is not worth one dollar more this
year than it was worth last year. Again,
to bring tbe point down to individuals, to
make It more plain and more easily un-
derstood by Puppose we take one farm
out of many for example.
