to bold the same and tbe proeeeda thereof
as tbe trustee of tbe plaint ft 4, and that
the plaintiffs be adjudged to be tbe lawful
owner and entitled to the possession of
the same or the proueads thereof. In whose
banda soever the same may have been
tranafarred, and auoh other snd farther
relief ss to the court may seem lust and
equitable.
