A VAM HEPS OBKABf.

Nearly twenly years ago
Paine, of Vermont, and Maw

Clarke, afterwards, We UBlfcve, lieuten-

ant-governor of New York, spent
several days or weeks in Memphis.
Mr. Paine was certainly a man of ilrt-rat- e

abilities. He used to soliloquise
even in tbe midst of crowds who

were ever gathered about him. He
said that he was born . and reared an
abolitionist; that with his breath,
from his birth he'had inhaled ineradi-

cable prejudices, with breezes that
Wow over the White Mountains,
Against negm slavery- - His health
impaired, and after his term oi tnce
as governor of Vermont expired, he
had spent two winters in Louisiana.
He stated that many of his opinioi s as

to the capabilities of the black ace

had been wholly changed. He was

it least satisfied that the two rices
would never be confounded, and 'hat
their an tree p0 3le

was neither possible nor de-- ira-ll-e.

His dream which he rec ted

nfter crossing the lowlands west of

Memphis and returning to this city,
was that negro slavery would bee ine
negro servitude, that finally s ave
oroperty, save in the lowlands, w uld

be valueless, and that the final aim of
Divine providence wonld be attained,
and the American negro become the
agent tor the civilization and e ra
lanixation ol Africa. Mr. Paine aJB

at' her that Memphis would be pre-

ferred as the point at which Pacific

railways would converge ; that M em-ph- is

was neither within the region of

too great heat nor ol too great cold ; that
the Mississippi was often closed by ice

at St. Louis and at Cairo, but never, at
Memphis; that Memphis was north
of the realms of yellow fever;
and that here would finally con-

verge a magnificent railway system.
He was accustomed to place his wt Ik-

ing stick on the map of the United
Siates, one end renting on "New
York," theotheron "Marshall.Texas"
,ir " Albuquerque' and show how nat-

urally physical facts defined a path
for trans continental railways from
New York to Mazatlan and San Duvo,
crossing the Missia-ip- pi at the heights
on which Memphis standB. Most of

us deemed Governor Paine a dreamer
md enihusiast, and ascribed his wild
vagaries to that disease which preyed
upon his life blood, and, not long

afterwards, dug his grave. He spoke
as confidently of the construction of
five great railway lines across the con-

tinent as il he had already executed
ontracts with Rothschilds and Yan-ierbil- ts

for their completion. He
said that five steamship lines would

connect with these five great railways
nd that the cheaper labor of

Aia would expel the costlier ol Af-

rica, and in these facta he thought he
had discovered a flnil solution of the
American negro question. He then
anticipated no war between the 8ta! ea.
but was wont to speak oi the result:
of the war which we now rontemT':'-t- e

as accomplished facts. We have only
adverted to these memories ano vati-

cinations of a wonderful man because
reminded of them by vigorous eflorts
now making to extend our railway
ystem into Texas. Of Governor

Paine's history we only know that he
ra said to have given origin to tbe

New England system of railways, and
that he was the builder cf the Ver-

mont Central. We know that he was
a vigorous, clear-beade- d thinker; that
he won rapidly the respect, con-

fidence and friendship ot those
with whom he was brought in
contact, and that his faith in the
future magnificence of this city
was as unquenchable as that of a
more wonderful thinker and soldier,
Jeneral E. P. Gaines. 1 true to our-elve- s,

if we dare attempt mighty
tasks,, if we confide in God's and
nature1 laws and achieve tanks
which men like Governor Paiae have
assigned us, his dreams will be real-

ized, and there will be gathered in
Memphis from the West more than
that fabulous oriental splendor of
which the dreaming Yermonter spoke
when he asserted that "trans conti-

nental railway would turn backward
the tide of the world's commerce,"
and that we would, as Tom Benton
aid when pointing to the setting

exclaim, "there is India," and there,
tbe exbaustiiss treasury of tbe world's

j wealth.

The structure,
which reemples a Grecian temple
rather than a Christian edifice, is two
stortcH in night, and in the lower story
is shown a rotind hole, nwwre a foot
in diameter and three feet In depth,
which it is said, is tho identical exca-

vation made to hold tbecrosson which
Peter met his death. Direedy behind
the church is a magnificent fountain,
built by one of tbe popes some three
hundred years ago.

The
discoveries snow mat me uinereni
apartments of these baths were paved
in a peculiar pattern formed by the
use of white marbfb and verde antique.
The mosaics are unbroken, though the
uneven floors show depressions here
And ttinnt like the waves of a mimic
sea. It t intended to br&jg o light- -

ail of the floors oi tne Dams, many
centuries ago this once famous Roman
resort was plundered of its accessible
statues and monumental marbles, so
that the r xcavatious have out yielded
much in the way of sculpfnre; yet
there are some fragments of excellent
workmanship. A large tones is to be
taken hence to adorn the halls of the
new Parliament buildings of Monte
Cltorlo. Asupetb oblontf bath, with
fragments of its original white marble
lining still visible, among the prud-
ent discoveries.

All these excavations, however, are
but trifling oom pared to thegreat pr
ject of turning aside the Tiber so as to
admit ol an kxpioratiuB of Us bed.

The pope remains Immured in the
Valican.and, it ia said, will never em-

erge from his gloomy retireiTieait. H
also seems inclined to keep the treas-
ures of his great palace out of the reach
of teurlsto, one day of the week
only is admission given to the mus-

eum of statuary, and then only for a
few hours. The beauty of the peer--

.h lianmnn. the di earn v trrace of An
tinous and the finished perfection of
Canova't Perseeus are all lost to the
world, save for those too brief mo-
ments. Access to the paintings is
still mere difficult, and many visitors
thin year will be obliged to leave
Rome without beholding the "Trans-
figuration" el Raphael, the exquisite
"Madonna In Glory," by fsaaattfertato,
the unrivalled "Last Communion of
St. Jerome' try Domenlohino, and
the other marvels which have made
the Vatican snch a shrine of art. Ad-
mission is only to be obtained through
Signor Pacca, tho pope's chamberlain,
and several artists of celebrity long
resident at Rome, and usually sup-
posed to be specially welcome at the
galleries, were lately refused admis-
sion. Strangers address a written re-

quest to Signor Pacca, and often he
will send promptly a printed pass ad-

mitting the bearer at certain limited
hours ; but nut unfreqnently the ap-
plicants receive no answer to their ap-
peal. The whole system contrasts
strongly with the rules of the Capito-lln- e

gallery, which, being government
property, is thrown open for six hours
dally, and is free to ail without pre-
liminary routine or red tape.

Pins the IX. Is never seen in public,
and access to him in tbe Vatican is
very difficult. Surrounded by men
who tell htm his life is not safe it he
ventures to appear In the streets ef
Rome, he has lent a credulous ear to
their absurd tales, and is afraid to
mingle again with the people whose
temporal sovereign he has been for
tbe last twenty-fiv- e yean. No more
will he make those famous official vis-

its to the various churche? of Rome
which the popes have made for so
many centuries. No more will he
give the papal benediction verbis et
orbit from the loggia ol St. Peter's. It
is generally thouubt here that the ca-

reer of Pins IX. practically closed
with the entry of the national Italian
troops into Rome.

Yet his name will always b9 a prom-
inent one in the listot Roman pontifi-i- .

Besides the fact that he is the only one
among them who has seen tne years
of Peter, his interest In arebte ilogical
pursuits aad the care he has taken In
aiding in the presevation of tbe various
monuments of Rome and in tar em-
bellishing of her churches, will hand
his name down to remote generations.
On the forum, on coliseum, on foun-
tains and in basilleas, the name of
Pius IX. la nerved on large marble
stabs, recording the part he has taken
in preserving old structures from de-

A Story Kbout Brat Harts.
I heard a wonderful story about

Bret Barte, told tn full faith by a
London literary man. Bret Harte,
tne story went, is now in London a
fact ot which I was not aware. He is
a man of gigantic stature (which he
certainly was not when I saw him
last), enormous personal strength, and
a temper which, although noble and
generous, is somewhat stormy. A
London publisher, who occasionaliy
reprints American books (and indeed
Eoglish books too, for mat matter),
without paying the authors, had
pirated Mr. Harte's ".Sensation
Novels." One of these waa suppaed
to reflect on a certain brilliant Bo-

hemian of L mdon literature, and the
Bohemian brought an action for libel.
The publisher waited on Bret liar us,
and asked whether he, Mr. Harte, was
not prepared to assume all the pecun
iary responsibility. Drawing himself
up to his full height, and flashing on
the publisher an eye of scorn, he
exclaimed: "Miaatable wretch First
you rob me of my property, and next
you ask me to pay you for your
crime!" Then, seizing the affrighted
publisher in his arms, he lifted him
nigh in air; and, when the miserable
man believed he was about to be
hu led into space, Bret Harte scorn
fully lowered him to tbe ground, and
dismissed him with one contemptuous
kick. I can assure you that the man
who told me this story fully believed
it, and was loud in his admiration ol
Bret Harte's noble anger. Titanic
strength, and withering magnanim
ity.

The first mention of him in
an hen tic colonial history occurs in
I6tf. in which year, the "kurnvls at
the :ew York assembly" tell as that
on tht' 18th day of April much credit
was at owed to be due him "tor the
many g ood services done for the prov-

ince, in tttending with his vessels."
But in wi. at capacity or for what ob-

ject he thu s attended with his vessels
does not aj. pear. It was also declared
ihat he ought to be suitably reward
ed. Accordingly, on the 14th of May
following, it was orderedby the same

val of the pirates from their cruises,
their g(K.ds were sold openly in the
city; and the conduct ot he colonial
government was such that colluaton,

not doubted.

ttach was the condition of affairs
when Robert Livingston, of New
York recommended to Governor
Beliemont Captain Kidd, as a man ot
integrity and courage, well acquaint-
ed with the pirates and their places of
rendezvuus, and as one in all respects
dt to be entrusted with the command
oi a veaael engaged in such difficult
aervice. A ship was accordingly pro-
cured and t quipped, and placed under
the command of Kidd, who sailed
from New York under a regular eom-missio-

in April, in lttUS. For a time
be served faithiuliy ; and on hia return
from his first voyage he was received
with public honors and awarded
another grant of 200. But on his
next voyage he stretched away to tbe
Indian ocean and became a pirate
himself, delecting the island of Mad-
agascar as his principal piaee oi ren-
dezvous, and burning his own ship
alter capturing one that suited htm
better, his depredations upon com-
merce are represented to have been
great.

It is beyond doubt true that Long
Island Sound contained several of his
hiding-piace- a. "Kidd's Rook" is wed
kn wn at Mai.nahaostt,upon Long Is-

land, to this day. Here be is supposed
to have buried some of his treasures,
and many have been the attempts ol
the crsdulous in this section to find
the hidden gold. There is also no doubt
that he was wont to niae nimseu and
his vessel among those curious rocks
in Hachem's Head Harbor called the
Thimb e Islands. In addition to the
"Pirate's Cavern," In this vicinity,
there is upon one of these rocks, shel-
tered from the view of the Hound, a
beautiful artificial excavation ef an
oval form, holding perhaps the mea-
sure of a barrel, eaiied "Kidd's Punch
Bowl." It was here, according to the
traditions of the neighborhood, that
he used to carouse with his crew. It
is a fact beyond controversy that he
was accustomed to anchor his vessel
in Gardner's Bay. On one occasion,
in the night, he landed upon Gard-
ner's island and requested Mrs. Gard-
ner to provide a supper for himself
and attendants. Knox ing bis desper-
ate character she dartd not refuse;
and fearing his displeasure she took
great pains, especially in roasting a
pig. The pirate chief was so pleased
with her culinary success that en go-

ing away be presented her with a en-di- e

blanket of gold cloth. It was of
velvet inwrought with gold, and very
rich. A small piece of it ye csssaaiaa
in possession it tne lanuiy. un an
other occasion, also, when ha landed
upon the Island, he burled a small
casket of gold, silver and precious
stones in presence of Mrs. Gardner
but under the most solemn injunction
of secrecy.

Repairing soon after this ocvurrenee
to Boston, where Lord Beliainont
chanced to be at; the time, he was
summ ned before his lordship and or-

dered to give a report of his proceed
ings since ne nau sauen on ma second
voyage. Refusing however, to com-
ply with this demand, he was arrest
ed on the 3d of July, 1099, on the
charge of piracy.
