LITTLE ROCK AND THE NAVY YARD,

M bat Should hs Dane, i

The present arrangsmsnts for moving the
freight and passengers of tbe Memphis and
Utile Rock railroad from Hopefleld to this
city are altogether Inadequate te the present
business of tbe road, and are little better than
a disgrace to all concerned.

It has been stated In advocacy of tbe Mem-
phis aod Shreveport road that It will, when
completed, bring WJUO or S 0,000 bales of cot-

ton to tbe Memphis market, and this amount
la doubtless not exaggerated; but tbe great
question Is, what will be done with this quan-
tity of cotton when delivered at HopebeldT
To convey it across ibe ilver with the present
facilities for its transfer Is utterly impossible,
and the result would be that boats ta ten w ith
furniture, agricultural implements, dry good,
and grocer from Cincinnati, Louisville, St.
Louis and other cities would take the cotton
aboard at Hopetieid, and. Instead of bringing
it to Memphis, convey it to other markets.
To plaos a hale of cottoj on the boat
at Hoped tld, convey it across the river,
land it on Centre levee, and dray
ii to the city warehouses or to the
rail road depots , wouid cost at least two
dollars which would be more than euougb to
deliver tbe same bale oi cotton In Cincinnati
or Louisville by boat, as many of the boats
now plying between Cincinnati and the south-
west return light it is too long to wall for a
bridge oer tne Mlvdsaippl, even though lis
construction were commenced What is re-
quired now is a steam ferry, capable of con
veaug passengers aud freight acioas the river
without breaking bulk, and thereby make tbe
depot t f the Utile Rocs road on this side. To
do this, a suitable location must be provided
for landing the curs, which can only be done,
where tbe exit ernes ueiweeu high and low
water are so great us al this city, by having
ample room and suitable ground. The best, in

He was pursued by four
men, whose object waa to arrest him They
Just got on the train as It was starting oat from
tbe little depot, and traveled peacefully Into
the cltjr wltb their man. On arriving here,
they all stepped off in apparently the most
peaceful manner. The thief was surrounded
by tbe four constables, with
knives, clubs and shoot s ready for use.
They demanded an unconditional surrender,
or else "to give an them qailts." He refused
to do either. "I'm here," said be, 'lf y. u have
the grit, come and take me." They declined
the invitation, but dogged hia steps up town,
and, not seeing a policeman on tbe
route, they did not molest blm any farther
till they reached DeSolo. It was delightful to
observe what satisfaction they evinced w hen
they saw a algjBavefi watching round for crim-
inal wlndralls. They recited to officer Manuel
the story of their wrongs and hardships, and
pointed out the guilty cause of them all. t he
officer went up to the terrible neg o and told
him In a matter-of-fa- way to go to the sta-
tion house.
