4 " alwaya has to us a melancholy and
funereal appearance; nor ia it pleas

ant to reflect npon the money
and the talent, and the real, hon-

est labor sometimes wasted npon
these experiments, which in ss many in-

stances are predestinate failures. The
question whether the projected sheet is
really wanted, Is one which the specula
tor rarely puts to himself nor to anybody

Ue. The expense of running a daily
newspaper la too heavy for the pockets ol
cliques and rlnga with big expectations
and uncertain prospecta. the people now
care more for news and their material In-

terests than lor the aspirations of factions,
and a newspaper cannot succeed unless
there is a vacuum to fill. When a paper
la not wanted it will perish. When it can
serve the public, contribute to the pros-

perity of the community, it will thrive.

Is organizing a Democratic committee
tor the city, the chairman of the conven-

After leaving
the university he studied and practiced
law, but the ministry of the gospel hsv
Ing superior attractions he entered the
service of the Protestant Episcopal
church. He labored in Saliabury, North
Carolina, for nine years, but called to the
rectorate of Grace church, Camden, South
Carolina, he removed to that State, and
In 1853 was elected and consecrated bishop
of that diocese. For the last ten years hs
has been entirely blind. His administra-
tion, ssys the Charleston Sews, wss re
markable for ita harmonizing and accepta
ble character ; his example has been that of
a holy and humble man; his influence has
been wide spread, genial and tranquiliz
Ing, and his ministry and hts preaching
have been faithful, untiring and most
eCective.

The Mississippi Clarion says that " In
