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We suppose that there were roars of
laughter. There should have been.
We might retort that every purpose
of the Appeal has been attained.
The rate of Slate taxation has been
lessened one-thir- and the Memphis
and Charleston road has not only been

saved from utter ruin by those who
proposed to advance the Wall street
value of Tennessee bonds, that the
road might be bankrupted and its
stockholders robbed, that bond specu-

lators might be etriched. Not only
has this little scheme of speculators,
who proposed to boy the road on their
own terms, been defeated, bat such a
sale of the road has been made that
ita shareholders, who lost enough
by the war. are saved from
nttter ruin. Not only has
lis road been sold to the ring,
that should own it, but every stock-

holder, the rich and poor, are alike
protected. Tom Scott has not been

suflert d in this case to buy simply a
majjrity of the stock that he might
control the road and disburse as he
pleas its revenues, bat every stock-

holder has equal rights and is equally
secure. The ends cf the Appeal
having been attained, and every
measure it advocated having become

the law. and all that it opposed hav-

ing been defeated, in the name cf
Tom Scott, we authorize the Genera;
Assembly to adjourn as soon as it
pleases. The pay of mem'Ders will
soon be cut short by constitutional
provision, and, since we have been
running the machine, impecunious

Memphis, her population consid-

ered, is regarded as among the first
cities of the country by theatrical
and musical people. Whatever is
meritorious in either art is here a
ways sore of a recognition such as few
other cities can cr do extend. Our
people love amusements, and are
especially wedded to those forms of it
in which music is tbe principal at-

traction. For that reason the opera
is always well patronized, and concert
troupes such as that of Mrs Moulton
never fail to reap a rich reward, and
from cowded bouses obtained even
as the cost of double prices, as in her
case, and quadruple, as in tbe case
o' Nilsson. Mrs. Bjwers, in the
theatrical profession, is, on ac-

count of her high standing as
aa artist?, a deserved tavonte witn
u, and never fails largely to increase
her bank-accoun- t. Mr. Murray, too;
and the Wyndham comedy company ;

Lydia Thompson and her troupe and
Mrs. (utes, representatives in their
specialties, are also sure of crowded
houses, as has often been evidenced ;

so indeed are all and com-

panies of merit. It only needs
that the theater shall be
properly managed, and, as 0 not
opened every night, to make it not
only remunerative to the manage-
ment, but a source of profitable amuse-
ment for the people. As it is, the
manager has up-hi- ll work to force a
stranger of ability upon the attention
of the Memphis public. The theater,
opened one week, Is closed tbe next,
and tbe connection between it and the
people, which should be steadily
maintained at any cost, is broken,
only to be linked again at great loss of
money by the leasees and much writ-

ing by ihe press. Theaters, like ho-

tels and newspapers, have come to be
regarded as necessary to the dignity
and proper status of all cities. Sup-

pose either tbe Pea body or the Overton
to be dosed and opened as the theater
is, on alternate week, who can doubt
that they would be injured and the
city with them. But this is not the

from this hot and -o ily evil arising
aold policy by our theater manage
ment. Young men, u, whom we have
large numbers, without family ties ol

any kind, in the absence of public

reading or lecture rooms, will resort to

the theater; that being closed
nat them, they become haiuu

of places as barren of decency as of

artistic taste or merit, and soon are
mustered Into the army of " roughs
and rogues," whose conduct upon the
streets of American cities is in noticea--

blv bad contrast with tbe maasMH of
even the lowest of European slums.
TheXheater, as a concomitant of our
civilisation, should be made subservi-
ent to the public demands. Our mer
chants and mechanics are particu-
larly Interested in it, and should make
it their business, aa it is, to see that it
Is conducted in a way that will insure
throughout the season continued
amusements of a class that
will elevate the tastes of oar
people and give character to the
city. Away back in the early days of

Memphis, when her population was
scarcely a tenth of what it is now,
when her street were not yet lighted
by gas, and her municipal limits and
power was but a step beyond that of a
village, ine Washington-stree- t thea-
ter ww famous among the resorts of
the great stars that then illumined
the theatrical firmament; and long
after, and Indeed yet, It is held in
veneration by old citizens as the first
temple dedicated to the drama, not-

withstanding that in later years it has
been given over tc most base uses.
There never was a time in the history
ol Memphis when music and the
drama were not well patronized. It
was the encouragement given to the
legitimate drama that induced
the building of the New Mem-

phis theater, and the taste and
skill that presided over its erection
twelve years ago is evidenced in the

i aad conveniences which, with
utions, makes it still one of

the most Ooiaiortable houses in the

country. We remember It then as

a paying institution, and w in many
respects superior in management and
its "stock" to any other (beater in

the union, Wallack's alone excepted.
We believe that if now managed in

the same way it would pay better
than it does, and would be patron-
ized by a constant stream of people
who prefer the theater to books, par-

ties or balls. And we believe farther,
that if the raagniflclently propor
tioned Greenlaw opei
c impleted, or if we had a
simewhcre on Madtooa street, in
competition with the new Memphis,
the results would be more in accord

with what the people have a
right to expect aad what they are
willing to pay for. In fact we
ought to have a second house, a

model In every respect, in scene-

ries and properties and acoustic,
wherein concerts or operas might be

given without detriment to the effects

sought to be produced or to the efforts
of the sfngtra. It would pay not
only the owner bat the city, which Is

a- - largely interested in the character
of her playhoaees or concert rooaaa at
in that of the performers. Some-

thing most be dose to keep alive our
amusements. A whole week in the
amusement season without a perform-

ance at the theater is more than we

can stand. If often lapaatad, each in-

terregnums will discredit us with the
theatrical world and put us back to

the place we occupied in Ufcil.

clamor against high prices and
poor accommodations, so they make
money. Cheap gas, and the pure and
steady flame of other days, are what
the people demand, and intend to
have. Desiring to take no part in the
war between the gas companies, we

have excluded from our columns, for

weeks, several severe communications
assailing the Memphis gas company
on account of Its short-comin- But
the complaint is so universal,
and so just, tan we feel we

would be diraUct in our duty as jour-

nalists were we longer to close our
columns against an expression of the
public indignation and of con-

stant complaints for which there
are such ample grounds. Any one
traversing at night our main thorough
fares, and taking the trouble to looE

at the lights in the store windows, and
at those of the lamps in the streets,
will not fall to come to the conclusion

that the gas is either of a poor quality,
or the pressure too small, even if his
own experience did not admonish him
of the fact. Quite a number of house-

holders have had the gas fitters at
work, the pipes taken down and
cleaned, and the burners renewed, and
after all this trouble and expense the
light they get is no better than before.

There surely must be some remedy
for this condition of things, and the
present city council, in the in-

terest of the taxpayers, could not do

a better thing than to appoint a com-

mittee to investigate and report upon
the subject. Such an investigation
may not be authorized by law, but it
would have the effect of calling the at-

tention of the legislature to the out-

rages of the monopoly foisted upon

the people. Bmeid butter, damaged
sugar, musty Hour and stinking meat
are put upon the market at
cheap rates; bat dm gas, rank with
the stench of its own impurities, com-

mands aa high a price in Memphis as
pure unsullied light of transeend-den- t

brilliancy. If the butcher sells

his tainted meat for one dollar a hun-

dred instead of five, ought not the gas
company be made to sell its stinking,
gummy light for one dollar per
thousand cubi c feet, instead of live?
But the meaner the gas, the higher
the prices. For two months the gas

has been villainous. On Friday
evening it was so dim that our com-

positors were unable to set type by it,
and the hour's time which
twenty compositors lost, lor
the want of gas, will be
charged to our expense account; and
while we are thus annoyed with
mean gas or no gas at ail, our bills
regularly increase. As evidence of

this, we have only to state that our
gas bill from October 1st to December
8, 1871, amounts to five hundred and
sixty-fou- r dollars and eixtyfive cents,
while for the same time ita 1870, It
was only four hundred and fifty dol-

lars and eighty cents, being an increase
of twenty five per cent. For fifteen
years the cost ol gas furnished news
paper offices has steadily increased,
and if it increases as rapidly for the
next twelve months as it has during
tbe last two months, our gas bill for
lsTj will be more than double, or
amount to about five thousand dol
lars per annum.

An end must come to this thing.
In London, it is said that the people
are discontented with the demand for
ninety cents in payment lor a thou-

sand feet of illuminating gas. They
require it at a less price, and good gas,
too. II it can be manulacturrd at
ninety cents in London, it should be
here, for manual labor is scarcely an
element in the cost of production . We

have the coal, the machinery, the
capital and the skill, and nothing but
the cupidity ol these bloated monopo
lies stands in the way of our getting
this convenience at what it is fairly
worth.

Now, that this question is exciting
the people as they have never before
been excited, we hope it will not tor

minate as formerly, in a spasmodic
effort for an abatement of the outrages
oeroetratad on the community. The
people of Tennessee, by their indig-

nant clamors, have succeeded in in-

ducing the legislature to reduce taxes.
They demand everywhere honesty
and reform, and a relief from every
unjust robbery, and we see no reason
why they should be made "hewers of
wood and drawers of water" for an
oleaginous institution already inflated
with its unjust and unearned gains
The fat sow has been greased long

enough, and some of her fat, tallow
and lard, must be consumed in giving
light to a city shrouded in darkness

nEiruis asd pirraacaa.
"There was some 'ring' smashing

done a few days ago in Pittsburg.
Blackburn, the Democratic and Re-

form candidate lor mayor, was elected
over Morgan, Radical and 'ring'
representative, by more than a thou
sand majority. The most desperate

Boston Wednesday evening. It

was tbe regular occasion of tbe Boston
lyeeum course, which the managers
had decided not to postpone if it was
the night belore Thauksgiving.aad the
nubject was "Courts and Jails; or, Tbe
Criminal and the Insane." Sir. Phil
lips spoke substantially as follows:

We have a
wholesale regaid, and proviaea ine
annernl nnblic is Drotected. there is a
singular disregard ol the individual.

must get a wrong that covers a mil-

lion of men. And y the ame
wholesale test of institutions prevails.
fiW thn nmtectlon ol an individual
right, give me a government modelled
on the feudtdlsm of the middle ages.
Now what I am going to speak to
you of to night are what men call
slight wrongs, affecting only small
classes, but they constitute Just a? truly
a grievance, they defeat just as cer
tainly the nrst purpose oi govern
ment, wnicn is tne protucuuu
individual. "That is a true govern-mnt.- "

said the Greek, "where the
humblest and most friendless man is
as safe in his meanest right as the
most loved and the strongest." Now
1 am going to speak oi ine courts.
What I mean to assert in criticism
even of the courts of Massachusetts is,
that justice is a wholesale, imperfect,
exceptional accident; and the whole
ol this cumbrous machinery of the
S'ate is honeycombi-- all through With
mistakes which make it in a certain
per centage of instances the organ oi
nothing but injustice and cruelty, and
I shall begin with the client when he
enters the com t, and I shall remind
you that the old maxim was that the
king could do no wrong ; and although
we borrowed nothing from England
but certain fundamental lorma and
her language, we keep at the root of

our jurisprudence that same great out-

rage that the State can do no wrong;
and the consequence of it is (which I
might enlarge upon in approaching
the bureaus of congress ina wholeefle
manner, but in pi' king up the trills
of this individual, I am going to con-

fine myself to the courts, I served
once as a clerk in a court of this coun-

ty, and. I remember a single case
ot a woman who earned her dail r dol-

lar, and the pride of her life was that
her grandchildren, left to her orphans,
were kept In m the almshouse by their
grandmother's persistent thrift and
toil. It was the last refuge of a justi-

fiable pride. She was an object of
some criticism in the neighborhood,
and finally dragged into court on a
charge of theft Friendless, she could
not be bailed, and she remained near-

ly a month in the Suffolk county JUL
In that time her grandchildren ne-

cessarily were sent to the poor-hous- e,

ber little stock of furniture was sold
at auction to pay her rent, she had to
borrow ol her neighbors the means of
getting her witneeses, and at last, af-

ter nigh thirty days, she saw the lace
of a judge for thirty minutes, and the
first examination of the case ahowfd
it was baseless ; that it had not a loop
to hang a doubt on ; that It hadn't a
shadow of justification by the confes-

sion of the magistrate himself. Out
of pocket more than she could earn in
any two months, scarred in character,
sore with the breaking of the only lie
that bound her to t, her
children paupers, the judge graciously
allowed her to go. Whose mistake
was it that she ever came there? Not
hers. She never stepped her foot
over the line ol the law. The Slate
owed her atonement; the State owed
her compensation. The State, which
had invaded the round of her domes-
tic and faultless life, owed her, in the
person of the magistrate, a public
Mis' l V. nnd then behind that the
amplest pecuniary compensation for
the loss. Applause. Why don't it
do it? Because the king can do no
wrong, and the State can never be
nhHrtrcd with its oflenses. The lec
turer here adduced further instances
of ihe nature of the aDove. i uis-llke- ,"

he said, "a government that
forgets units and remembers only
States. When I desert the client, I

come to the jury. A jury is oounu,
men say, to be selected of men ot
good, worthy character by the mayor
and aldermen. They are to be select-
ed impartially. But It is a singular
fact, gentlemen, that although the
mayor and aldermen are bound to
put impartially in rotation the names
of good and worthy citizens of moral
character, during the thirty long years
of tbe anti-Brave- struggle, it tbe
name of an abolitionist went In, by a
singular miracle not one of them ever
came out. The idea ol a jury is unan-
imity, that twelve, men shall set pa-
tiently to work and come to the con-

clusion, unbiassed, that you are guilty
or not guUty. Tha-- t is the idea of the
Saxon sieve, through which arbitrary
power and unjust saspiekta and too

t weieht of magistracy shall be
strained before it reaches the Individ-
ual; yet we have heard the press of
Boston cry out against a single man
who stood opposed to his fellow-juryme-

and call it blocking the wheels
of justice; whereas, we ought to thank
that man for it. And the time has

--been again and again when a second
vial of the same case brought the
other eleven men round to that single
man's opinion. But when I go a step
further, to the witnesses, the atrocity
of the courts becomes more cruel and
infamous still. One-ha- lf of what is
railed the wit of the bar is nothing
but gross abase of witnesses. The
wit ol the bar is wit that among gen-

tlemen would be considered infamous.
Applause. There isn't a man in

this house who would not be glad to
see the women of his family associat
ing with the members of the Suffolk
bar under the roof of domestic fathers.
There is not a man in the house that
would not shrink from having his wife
subjected to the cruel and ablative

of those gentlemen
in a court of justice. Applause. I
remember a case in a Boston court,
where a clergyman of the city being
plsced upon the stand, a well-know- n

member ol the Suflolk bar said to him :

"Where is your wife, sir?" "I have
sent ber to Providentse." " What did
you send her there for?" "To be be-

yond your reach." Applause, "You
behaved very wrong," said the law-
yer. "I know my business better
than you do," replied the gentleman.
What is it that changes the gentleman
of the parlor into the mere well, I
don't know what name to assign to
him of the courts? It is an easy
tbing to amuse us, but it is a sore
thing for tbe individual when he
stands under this utterly reckless, un-

checked and unlimited right of abuse,
and when he sees the judge interfering
again and again to prevent his de-

fending himself and never checking
once the discourtesy and the abuse of
rounsel. Then I want to go one step
further, and that is to the jndge him-
self. We have a sacred Idea of a
judge. We have an idea that be is
totally emptied out of all passions,
that he sees nothing before him but
tbe unnamed lorm of claimants for
justice. Well, I think that Idea is due
to some of the courts of the continent
and to tbe courts of Europe, especially
ol England, and I think it is lament-
ably not due to the courts of the north-
ern States. I won't place Massachu-
setts as low as the late John T. Brady
placed the judges of New York when
that great lawyer publicly complained
in the Cooper institute that if in the
course of a case be found himself
obliged to bring it before certain
judges he always left the case and in-

vited his client to employ some other
persons, favorites of these judges,him-sel- f

stating frankly to his client tbat
there would be no hope of justice if he
was employed. I don't believe that
our courts nave reached that absolute
extent of personal favori'ism; but
there is in tbe courts of Massachusetts,
and especially of Boston, an arbKo-crut- ie

leaning and favortism which
would disgrace any bar in Christen

Every
one of our insane asylums is a jH
and if you want to you may commit a
man there without one single reference
to one single safeguard ol tlaxon HDtr
tythat two hundred years have con
eecrated. You can confine a person
unjustly, and the agent ol that asylum
claims the right, tbe moment he turns
the key on bis prisoner, ol never al-

lowing access out of that jail. I know
the cam of a husband in this common
wealth, who had no moral character
or standing, who had bis wife incar
cerated for nine months beyond the
reach of friends and relatives, only to
escape at last by tearing some leaves
from a book, writing messages on
them, and dropping them out of
window, in the hope that they might
somehow reach her counsel, wnen

And this
Massachusetts; and you may go up to
that legislature and talk Dy tne week
and you will have arrayed against
you a dozen doctors and half a dozen
students oi insanity, and they haven't
the remotest suspicion of what belongs
to the liberty of tbe individual any
more than the practl turner at Yeddo
and vou can't begin to get a hearing.
Thelssiest institution in the United
States is a court. Applause. The
men that do the least business while
they pretend to be busy are lawyers.
Laughter and applause.! The de

partments at Washington are lazy
enough to make a Sybarite, who
never moved except when a rose--

leaf got doubled, ashamed of .limeeU t
and yet the departments of Washiner-to- n

are furiously active compared
with the courts. When you once en-

ter that interminable mill there is no
knowing whether you will survive
ever to see a judge. We haven't ac
cepted one human principle of tbe
students of Insanity on the other side
ol tbe ocean; and tbe only thing tbat

you out from the right in this
matter Is a small band of scientific
men, local Boston doctors. The place
where you con safely hide your ene-
mies for six mouths, if you can only
cover it with plausible device, is aa
insane aylum in Mssseehuaetts, You
have only to set in motion the ma-
chinery of the idiot legislature ol Mas-
sachusetts. Applause. I don't be-

lieve there is an insane asylum in the
State mad enough to enact the laws on
this subject which have been enacted
in the legislature not one. I hardly
think you can And a dosen as insane
men in any of the insane asylums of
this State aa mad as the insane doctors
ou this subject. I never saw a doctor
or trustee of an insane asylum that
had the twinkling of the shadow of an
iota of an idea of what individual lib-
erty means. Laughter. I urge you,
every one to remember that this busy
civilisation of ours, with ita angry col-

lision of opinion, with its absorbing
parsatt of Industrial sutaesa, we are
many percentages above any other
community in the development of in-

sanity. Iwamyoajthat in the pro-
tection of tbe vary slightest or of the
meet grave tllflertavri of opinion of
the humblest man miinag us is la fact
the test of the Otatea sincerity; and
yet in regard to this great question
you will see every journal of the State
probably laugh me out of court for
even asking an hour's attention to
it from a Boston audience. The ku-kl-

sits in tbe legislature. Out ol
35,000 prisoners of the Commune in
France, after a three month's investi-
gation, the government only found
five that they could prove ever set fire
to a building ; out of the score of men
that preside over the Insane asylum of
Massachusetts I will find you nine-
teen that have made a great many
more men mad by mistake and cruel-
ty than they even cured ; I will show
you nineteen men that have allowed
t hum selves to be the tools of men, the
agents oi disturbed parents, the mere
machines of anxious relatives, and
have turned the key on tottering in-

tellect till it went out In . night, with
decani common sense, fair judicial In
quiry, and generous toleration, it
would have burned again bright and
unnickering.

The world is familiar with the
name of Henri Mordeux the wonder
fol boy mathematician of France
was reading a recent account of this
lad. written for an English magazine
tbat induced me to write these fac8
in regard to Cap. McLemore, a slave
oaea the property of Mr. xTeeiy Mc
Lsmore. ol Beard's Blufi, in the coun
ty of Marshall. North Alabama. Al
the time 1 first saw him he waa about
twenty-fiv- e years of age, six feet high
and of good pnysicat ueveiopmtnt
There was a dull, listless, idiotic ex
oression upon his countenance at all
limes, except when he was addressed
niton some matnemattcai question
when instantly bis face would bright
en up with an earnest mtentneas
expression that showed how deeply
interested he was upon tbat anbiect.
He was a perfect idiot in every other
respect and was so unfit to take care of
lilmeelf, tbat his kind master raised
him In his own bouse. His greatest
faculty seemed to be in tbe multiplica-
tion of numbers. I bave seea him tell
tbe number Jof years, days, boors,
minutes and seconds of a gentleman's
life who told him be was born at a
certain time (giving the year and
day) and almost as soon as tbe ques-
tion bad left tbe speaker's lip-- , mil-
lions were reckoned with him, seem-
ingly at easily as units and no com-plictli-

of troublesome figures al-

lowed to embarrass him. I have mul-
tiplied dinerout propositions, as 789
by 897 and be would give tbe correct
answer, almost instantly. Tell him
the diameter of a wheel and the dis
tance between two given points and
be would tell you bow many times
that wheel would revolve in going
that distance, in much less time than
one couid profound tne question, giv
ing in the same time the exact nam
ber of yards, feet, inches and barley
corns between the two points, with a
wonderful exactness. Ha never made
a mistake, and when one would try
to impress upon him the idea that he
bad, ne would smile very triumph-
antly, as much as to say, "I am too
polite to contradict you sir, bat my
machine never goes;biek on me." II
was very evident to the observer tbat
his mathematical conclusions were
not Jumped but were arrived at by
deep, systematic and very rapid cal-

culation. To watch the singular look
he wore when he was hearing a prop
osition, it was impossible not to be-

lieve that every action of his brain
was centered upon his calcula
tion, and that some mysterious power
was holding the proposition, fully
solved and set belore him. (as we
would write it down upon the black-
board), with nothing to do but simply
read off the result. His maunarg
were extremely good, and he always
spoke in a very pleasing and polite
tone. I would say to him: "Tell me
what is the square of LW? He would
reply immediately: "8,722,169, sir."
As with the lad Henri Mordeux, so
this negro boy's mathematiaal gen-
ius) was discovered by accident. When
about twelve years of age his master
noticed him playing with somegrains
of corn, which he bad laid in the
shape of a square with ten ou a side.
Upon asking him how many grains
be bad there? he responded very
quickly, "Ten times tea are a hun-
dred, sir." This aroused Mr. MeL-more- 'a

curiosity, and after vatleai
propositions, all of which were an
swered promptly and correctly, he
discovered his wonderful talent.

At the close of the war be was still
living at the old homestead, whaa a
Captain Elliott, of the United States
army, had himself appointed guardian
of the negro, took him to Madison,
Indiana, preparatory to bringing blm
before the public, when he was at-

tacked with the cholera, and died
about forty yeers of age. Had he
lived in a country not fifty years be-

hind in the march of improvement
and research he would bave attracted
the attention of the scientific world,
as it waa, lived and died unknown
to few outside of his neat ye county,
one among, if not the most wassdariul
of human beings.

Scarlet sever
and cholera infantum each reduced
our Inf 'nt population to tbe extent ol

about one thousand lives in the same
period, and though these affections
are tbe result of want of proper care
on the one hand and ot contagion on
the other, and may be sensibly miti-
gated by attention to sanitary officials
ro instruct the ignorant how to pro--

tert ihetinaelves and their offapring. If
tho cholera were to destroy one-tent-

part as many lives aa aay oae of those
maladies has done during the period
re erred to. the press would teem witn
gratuitous cautions and counsels, the
authorities would be overpowered
with officious sympathy and advice,
and the public be given over to fear
and trembling.

Physician, who, from their nto- -
Iibbsbi ' training ought to be known
what -- anltarr measures should be
adopted for the security of the com
mnnitv. are often singularly reluctant
in imparting their knowledge through
mediuma most likely to reach the
Dublic. Thev discuss qoestloaa a
hvpiene in their medical journals, and
sometime' Inform their patients what
should be done, but they seem to
frown upon every effort to give such
popular instruction as might lead to
concert of action in warding on epi-imir- a.

Medical Bcseace bat heaa
rapidly improving within the last half
centurv: and, nowever mucn n may
still lack of perfection, ii has done a
great deal towaru me reutu ui mim
Ing and the prolongation of lite. A
still greater achievement might be
added to its already brilliant record il
its professors would devote more at
tention to the best meant of preset

health in crowd! populations.
Nor is it enough that the medical
imi'esion should acquire this kaowl- -
ivlira. for. in order that it may be use
ful, the information must atoo be
made accessible to all.

Certain diseases, particularly of the
nervous type, are steadily increasing
with advancing civilization, and.
commanities become more densely
populated, contagious aad infectious
auasases also increase in virulence-- .

hence a thorough investigation of hy
gienic laws is becoming of more prac
tical importance to me puuuc man
the mere treatment of oaasady. Prof.
Samutl H. Dickson, of the X
medical college, iD an able article
nablished in the Medical Record,
says: "Although It is probable tbat
the average standard oi civ Hired
health is somewhat lowered, yet tha
healing art has so far prevailed mat
invalids live longer than formerly,
and the sick sutler much less from
their maladies. At first sight this
may seem to imply a greater average
duration oi wo, out it aoea not iouow
Infants die earlier in our dense popu
lations : there are more stillborn chil
dren that Is. who die at and jost be
fore birth ; epidemics and contagious
diseases sweep off strortr and adult
life in mnnnni so much mice crowded
and with so much mort rapid ex
tension as commerce and locomotive
facilities have rendered jaflotapt and
easy tbe communication or rwasa-anc- e

of diseases and oaatei of dataaaa.
It is true, we have got rid of the black
death aud the plague, and vastly nar-
rowed the ravages of tho smallpox;
but we have our invasions of cholera
and diptheria, spotted and rasarssing
fevers, and that meat dreadful of ail
known forms ot pnawltotafw nrartoUai

in their stead."
The invasions here spoken of by

Professor Dickson are just the east
that might be resisted with some de-

gree ol success if all the available ar-

mature ol wise sanitary regulations
upon the part of public officials and
of proper precations upon the part of
individuals were Drougnt ro Dear
against them. Bat, unfortunately for
the fall success of our defence, the ad
vances made in determining the best
means of preserving neatta are yet
inconsiderable, and what little to
known of the caues of disease to
looked up in the popularly maccessi--lori-ito- u

of aafleal 'lienuure;
ao that we must oontiaae to toll an
easy prey to epidemics, sa watt aa to
those afleetions which ooastaatty pre-
vail, until further progress is made ta
medical science, and until the doctors
become more liberal with tha facto in
their possession.

01 SPRINGING OUT Of BED.

Dr. Hail dees not approve of tbe

Fifteen or twenty
minutes spent in gradually waking
up, after the eyes are opened, and in
turning over and stretching the limbs,
do as much good aa sound sleep, be-
cause the operations set the blood in
motion by degrees, tending to equal-

ise the circulation; for during sleep
the blood tends to stagnation, the
heartbeats freely and slow, and to
shock the system by bouncing up in
an instant and sent ling the blood in
overwhelming quarts! hat to the heart,
causing it to assume a gallop, where
the instant before it was in a creep, to
the greatest absurdity.

In the privacy of a home. Once fixed,
they do not desire to leave, because
taMy possess advantages of cheap and
independent living not toond in aay
other large city. Their cbildrea can
obtain without cost an education tbat
will flf them lor any profession, and
be respected aad encoarafwjd in the
process. When a mall or factory stops
for any reason (an unusual occurrence)
the operatives remain here, and gen-
erally go into otrrfT basinet tempo-
rarily. Tha employer can always Aatl
his employes when be wants t htm af-

ter a temporary reverse, because they
all live at home. If they were board-in- g

or Irving iu tenement houses tha
result would be different. Iu the part
ef the city known aa Fraak lord, where
several immense mi Lis are in opera-
tion, the inhabitants started the town
oa a mutal tt0attt bastes, truster tbe
title ol the Builders' society, or some
such name.
