Bavta Meet Denth at the
hand of ft. M. Meek, of Miealaalppl.

An unpleasant state of feeling has
existed between General Reuben Davis
and 8. M. Mftk, both lawyers of Missis-
sippi, for sdKe time back.

On Friday last
they again met on opposite rides cf
s esse in the courthouse of Columbus,
Mlasiseippl.when Davis, as usual, indulged
in violent and offensive language,
and to irritated Meek that be aou id bear
it no longer. He said: "Davto, I can't
stand yonr brow-beatin- g any longer. Da-fe-

yourself." Meek farked out bis pis-
tol and Davis proceeded to draw his
weapon, bat waa too glow, and was sbot
before he had hia weapon ready lor us.
This was in the courthouse, in the pres-
ence of the judge and a full court. Great
excitement prevails throughout th town
consequent upon the shooti ne;.

General Davis wa s colonel cf tne Sec-
ond Mississippi regiment dunogthe Mex-
ican war. He was a general of the sixty-da- y

Mississippi militia In ths lata
war. He was before tbe war a member of
the United States congress from tbe Ab-
erdeen distrlot, Mississippi. He served
two year. Attar that he returned home
and followed bis profession of criminal
lawyer, in which he achieved long ago a
fine reputation. Dtvis was about fifty-eig-

or sixty years of age, S M. Meek Is
now perhaps forty years old, and stands
at th bead of his profession.
