Washtwitow, December 19 The civil
aetTioe oomn oners, after citing the
act under which they ware oo tttuted a
cosssniaataa, sad entered upon a sketch
of the policy of various administrations in
the eailler hlatory of oar government In
reeard to the appointment to the civil
service, and briefly note tha various
efforts made from time to time to correct
the evils: and then panned to a daaeilption
of the present condition or the ami
vice, which has hitherto been sustained
by oommon oonsent,ai setting forth in de-
tail serious and threatening evils of treat-
ing Interior posts of the administration as
parry prtr, ana answering various
argnmeuts oy which it is sought to be
iastifiett.ssy tbst if by examine ion for ad
mission to civil service nothing were un
deraiood out the teat of mere literary
proficiency, it rnignt oe reasonaoiy op.
posed aa unsatislsciory, for it Is unques-
tionable that a man might be an excel-
lent appraiser of lines and yet know
lothlng or history or aooonnts; but on

the other hand, it ia eqaallj, undeniable
that an excellent appraiser of linen ia not
lean excellent because of genera! intelli
gence. Of two excellent accountants the
one who baa most general knowledge is
certainly preterable, and a country which
declares that, where technical skill ia
rqnai, it will select a candidate tor Us
aerv'ce who is the better educated, la a
country which directly and practical! y
encourages intelligence and morality. It
ia true that certain distinguished men in
public asrvioe may not have passed a
certain literary examination which la
mw required of young men enter-
ing some service, bat it la equally true,
that the older men could have passed an
examination had it in their oase been re-

quired, and the proof ts their capacity, of
which their present diatinctiou ia the evi-
dence.

The commissioners say in concluding
their report : " We do not, indeed, aup-p--s

that the adoption of any rules, bow-ev-

akillfuliy framed, wonlct at once
remedy evila in the civil asrvioe, which
are universally acknowledged, and expe-
rience will doubtless sbow how every
method of reform may be improved; bat
those evils will certainly not be remedied
withwat effort. Those who are content u
demand civil service reform, but who op-
pose every practical attempt to promote
it, mast be suspected of bsvtng little reel
hostility to lbs system which they deary.
Fortunately, however, public attention
waa never more resolutely turned to a
subject, and there waa never a more favor-
able moment to begi 3 reform. The party
issues of the last few years are gradually
disappearing: the perilous question of the
fundamental policy has been determined,
and the paramount interests of the coun-
try are now those of admlniatrstion.
Honesty and efficiency of administration
aa a settled nations! policy, will now be
the chief demand of every party, bat
nowhere can the purpose be shown mora
plainly aa in reformation of civil service,
so aa to secure efficiency and economy.
Extracts from the recant speech of Mr.
Gladstone show that a similar reform
has best: made, and has succeeded, in
England. "

The commissioners continue: "We pro
pose, also, that the places in the publi
ssrveos shall be restored to those who are
found to be fitted for them; and if any
one ia disposed to think that an abuee of
f rty years .a a law oi a republican sys-
tem, a little reflsotion will show him his
error, if ne believes reform to be impoa
albie, be merely ahows that be is a victim
of lb abuse, and forgets that in America,
where every reform ia possible. The

of the rules that we submit
for approval depends, of cruras, upon
toe president: yet, should they receive
the sanction of oongrsas in form ot law,
their iniorcement would become, until re-

pealed, no only a pleasure, bat a duty of
the president. That sanction, whether to
the rules now submitted, or to say
scheme, will more surely promote that
purity and efficiency of the civil service of
the country moat earnestly desires. If that
us art Inn should be delsyed. the rules
adopted for his action by" the president
ooaid not bind his snoosssor. But unless
we se wholly mistaken, the reform would
serve to indicate itself to the good sesae
of the country that the people tbeinselv
would reject any party or any candidate
that proposed to relapse into the present
practice, lhe improvement of the civil
asrvioe Is emphatically the poople's cause,
the people's reform, and the administra-
tion which vigorously begins it will ac
qoira s glory only less than the salvation
of tha Union."

The following are the rules submitted by
the commissioners:

First No person shall be admitted to
any position in the civil asrvioe within
the appointment ot the president or heads
of the departments who is not a citizen
of the United States, who shall not have
furnished satisfactory evidence in regard
to character, health and ago, and who
ahall not have passed a satiafaatory exam-
ination in speaking, reading and writing
the English language.

Second An advisory board of suitable
persons, to be employed by the president,
under the ninth section of the act of
March 3, 1871, entitled an act making ap-

propriations for sundry civil expenses of
tha arovarnment for the fiscal year ending
J owe W, 1871, and for other purposes,
shall, ao far aa practicable, group positions
in each branch ot the civil service accord-
ing to the character of duties to be per-
formed, and shall grade each group from
the lowest to the highest, for the pur pose
of pre muiion within the group, Adinis
sion to the civil service shall aiwaya bs to
the lowest grade of any group; and to
such positions as cannot be grouped or
graded, admisaion shall be determined aa
provided for the loweat grade.

Third A vacancy occurring in the
lowest grade of the group of officers
ah all be filled, after due public no--
face, from all the applicants who shall
present themselves and who shall
nave furnished ev deuces snd satisfied the
preilmlcs examination already men
tic iid, and who ehali have passed public
competitive examination to teat their
knowledge, ability and special qualifica-
tions for the performance ot the duties ot
the office. The board conducting such

rive examination shall prepare.
the supervision of an advisory

a list or the nsmea ot applicants,
In order cf their excellence as proved by
such examination, oeginniug with the
highest, and shall then certify to the nom-lnstin- g

or appointing power, aa the case
may be, tha names standing at the head
ot each list, not exceeding three, snd
from the names of those oertlned an ap-

pointment shall be made.
Fourth A vacancy occurring In any grade

or fetoap officer above the lowest, shall lie

c.isd t s competitive examination of
appHssnfa irom the other grades of that
group, sad s list of names from which the
appointment ia to be made, shall be pre-

pared and certified, aa provided in the
pi assarting rate; but if no such appli-
cants are found competent, the appoint-
ment shall be upon an examination ot all
applicant, conducted in accordance with
the provision lor admission to the owest
grade.

within the United States ss are indis-
pensable to the proper discharge of th
duties of certain position, but who may
not be f"''iT with the ji lan

guage or legally capable of naturali-
sation.

Eleventh No head of department nor
any subordinate officer of the govern-
ment shall, aa such officer, authorise or
permit or assist in levying any assess-
ment of money for political purposes un-
der torm ot voluntary contributions, or
otherwise, upon any person employed
under hi control, nor shall any person
pay any money so assessed.

Twelfth Tha advisory board shall at
any time recommend to the president such
change In these rules aa it may consider
necessary to secure greater efficiency of
the civil service.
