I am nieae to give you ao account ol
tbe death of mv friend Lorlug, who was
well known to me, end wcoie uuttmely
death is deeply regretted by me. We ltft
Fort Whipple, near Proicolt, Ar:z)na
Territory, on Saturday, November 4, in
the bet of health and spirits To be sure
tbe stage war rather crowded, but bemg
all of such good temper we bad a real
nice .line, Loring being the most lively 01
us all, anticipating aspefdy return to hia
friends east. Well, he retained hie inside
seat until we reached Wlckenlmrg, on
Sunday morning, November 6,1871, when,
alter leaving there, he preferred to have
an out-Bi- to wnloti 1 moit decided
ly oHecled: but be instated on being out
side for a short time. I had two revolv-
ers and he had none; in lac., no arms
whatever. He rejected my offer of a re
volver, saying at the same time, "My
dear a.ruger, we are now comparatively
sale, 1 have traveled wiln Loeuienant
Whetler for nearly eight months, and
have never eeen an Indian." Well, we
rolled on until about 11 a m., when the
fatal attack was made.

The first warning I had waa tbe warn
ing cry of the driver, wno cned "Apa
ohet!" "Apachta!" At the same moment
the I ndians, who lay concealed, fired the
first volley, killing poor Loriuic, the'
driver, and tbe other outside passenger, a
Mr. Adams, rnev killed also trie eti lead
horse and woundeu the other lead nurse.
The horses, very much frightened, then
ran forward twenty yards, when they
came to a sudden stop. At the sme time
Coring fell on ie stage, and so did t tie
other pssaenge-- . At the same moment
the Indians fired the second volley trom
three sides both sides snd the rear not
more than four or five yards from the
siKge, killing Mr. Shoholm one of the in
aide passengers, and wounding MUs
Sbephard, myself and a Mr. iuua, ol
Uleutenant heeler's party, lne latte- -

one was mortally wounded, and fell out 01

the stage, a:.t! crawled away, but was
ansi!v captured by the Indians, scalped
and otherwise mutilated. Tbeoulyone
not ttin wounded was Mr. Hammett, ol
Lieutenant Wtieeiera party. Both he
and myself commenced immediately
firing. Both fired six 9 hots. Not having
any more ammunition 1 ceased filing
the 1 dlanst-ue- disappeared beyond the
buahea.

But what a terrible spectacle it waa to
Mee the six. dead bod'es in p'.uin sight :

Lortog was iylig right under my very
eyes, not yet dead, but Buffering, appa
rently, terribiv, He waa shot througi
bi temple, hia right eye and his iuoga
lie suffered for about four minutes, but 1
am positive that he died before I made
my escape. Knowing that it would be
useisa aa attempt to escape un il the la
dlans would 00 me back to plunder the
stage, I remained perfectly quiet, having
n the meantime ascertained tlist M m

Sbephard wss mill alive, but yet badly
wounded. She succeeded in tze 'iiiK a
loaded revolver from one of the killed
passengers, which she gave to me. I then
told her to keep cool and be ready to run
as soon as I wonld give the signal. Well,
in about six minutes of terrible suspense
1 saw the Indiana slowly creeping toward
the s age. I counted and saw plainly fif-

teen Indiana, all dressed in soldiers' blue
trowsers. When they came within five
yards of the stage I tumped up, yelleo
and fired at them.

The woman at the aame time yelled
also, and we suco eded admirably in driv-
ing them oft tor tbe time being, and got
them to leave the stage. Before I left
the stage I oried oat aa loud aa I possibly
could If any one waa yet alive, but only
Mr. Adama answered ; but bo was mor-
tally wounded and could not even move
hia hands or feet, sol had to leave him to
hia fate. He was afterwards found witb
hia throat cut and otherwise mutual d.
The Indiana alter ward followtd me for
about five milea, and I had a running
fight with them until I fell in with the
"buck-board.- " I had to carry the wound-
ed woman for oyer two miles In my left
arm. I myself received one shot through
the rigkt srm-pi- t, coming out on the
shoulder, and two shots in my back. The
woman also had three shots, one daog6r-ou- a.
