Ox MoNDAY MORNING lest the Mo-
bile cotton exchange was formally
opened.

The foanders of
the exchange are most determined In
the purposs which caused it to be in»
stituted, namely to “‘acquire, preserve
and disseininate information connett-
ed with the cotton trade; to decreape
the risks incideat thereto, and, gener-
ally, to promote the Interests of, and
increase the tarililitics and amount of,
the cotton business in the city of Mo
bile.”

IN TAKING COGNIZANCE Of the bru-
tal massacre of Chinese on the 24th ol
Oetober at Los Angeles, Callf rola,
the grand Jury of the county in which
the events ocourred has done its part
in vindicating the outraged laws of
the State, It has finally terminated
its inguest, with the result that it has
found indictments egainst thirty-sev-
&n perscns for participation in the de-
plorable scenes, of whom twenty-five
are accused of murder and Swelve
merely of sttempts st murder.
Among the latter class are included
eight Chluamen. The finding reflocts
ssverely upon lhe officlals whose duty
it was to suppress the disorders, and
got one of whom, apparently, was
ound possessed of sufficient energy
to endeavor to check Lbe barbarities,
It will be well for the fair fame of
Callforaia If exsmples be made of the
gullty persons In this case.

THE JUDICIARY COMMITTEE of Lhe
Bar sssocistion of New York city have
made & repert to the associstion, In
which they say a bellel in the corrup-
tion of the judimary of that city has
oot ouly brought the sdministration
of justice in New York into deep and
universsl reproach throughout the
ocountry, but wherever in foreign ne-
tions connected with us by commer-
cial or socin! relations, a just discrim-
ination iz anhapplly neither made nor
understood, bhas brooght dishonor
upon all Awerican jerigprodence,
This committes are therefor, of op!n-
fon that it ls the duty of the associs-
tion to invoke the legiclature to -_nu
at once upon & searching lnvuﬂp-
tion, through & comimittes clothed
with the amplest powers.
