
AN IMPORTANT DECISION.

7ke Validity af SabscrlDtlent In Air ef
Railway Scheaus.

Dktboit, January 17. Iu the
United Statw circuit court lor the
eastern district of Michigan, in wis
city vfe 'frday, two cases were brought
up by t holders ot bonds issued by
municipalities of the tateinaidofraii- -

thereon, and decided in favor of the
validity of all such bonds as were is-

sued previous to the decision of the
btate supreme court, ana sucn towns
and municipalities were held liable for
the bonds so issued by them.
Judge Emmons, ot the United
ttmtft circuit court, delivered the
principal opinion in the cases, Judge
Longyear delivering a concurring
opinijn, with his reasons therefor,
citiDK the case ot George H. Taylor
vs the city of Battle Creeks Judge
Withey, of the Western district, gave
a like concurrent opinion in the
the case of Edward B. Falcott vs the
township of Pine Grove. The main
principle settled in this decision is
that the United States court will re-
spect and follow the decisions and rul-
ings of the State courts, under the
Suite constitution. The judge held
that all bonds issued prior to the de-

cision of the supreme court of the
State, in the case of the township of
Salem, are valid, and the contract in-

volved in their issue leeal and bind-in)- ;.

In addition to the decision
simply, Judge Emmons went into a
learned and elaborate argument upon
the n ature of railroad corporations,
deducing therefrom the assertion that
thee are public, and not private, insti-
tutions, and that the raising of money
by taxation for the purpose of aiding
such enterprises was not Inhibited by
any provision of the State constitution,
but was constitutional and valid. The
demurrers in both cases were, there
fore, overruled, and the decision of the
State supreme, court rendered practi-
cally ot no efleet, so far as regards the
bonds is-u- before it was held thus.
As regards contracts made and bonds
issued before the decision of the su-

preme court of the State, the federal
courts were clearly not bound to follow
the decision of the State court, though
as the contracts were made after it was
pronounced, they would regard it as a
rule as binding upon him also. There
are some 1, Sou, 000 in bonds made
valid by this decision if it be affirmed
by the United States supreme court.

THE TOBACcS INTEREST.

RcpretentativM of Different Sactiees Be-

fore tne Ways aad Means Cam

ittae.

Washington, January is. The
committee on ways and means this
morning gave a hearing to the repre-
sentatives of the tobacco interest.

Samuel W. Bailey, of Virginia,
representing the tobacco interest of
that State, said the manufacturers
were doing very little business, be-

cause an impression existed that there
would be a change in the lam', and
this made them cautious. The bulk
of the tobacco is in the warehouse or
the factory. He should like to have
a declaration made at an early day a9
to what would be done in the way
of legislation, or that nothing at
all would be done, in order that
all parties interested might have some
security, and transact business under-standingl-

Mr. J. D. Evans, of New York, rep-
resenting the New York tobacco
board of trade, s&id they were in favor
bonded of warahouses, which they at
least thought would do no harm, but
believed they were ol immense benefit
to them and the government.

Mr. Bailey said his side of the ques-
tion had been taken by surprise, not
expecting that the subject of bonded
warehouses would come up to-da-

lie desired a continuation ol the in- -

It was agreed by the committee
that there sbouid be a postponement
until next Tuesday morning, when
representative of all kinds of tobacco
axe expected to be heard.

Christian Piper, of m. Louis, repre-
senting a large portion oi the western
manufacturers, will oppose the funded
warehouse system, as applicable to
home consumption, apart from the
purpose of exportation.

The committee on appropriations
will report all bills at the earliest prac-
ticable period, so that congress may
have ample time to discuts and pass
them, in view of adjournn ent by the
firs, of June.
