The constitution of the Blate pro-
wides that the apportionment of rep-
resentatives in the Biate legislature
shall be made In 1871 and once in
onch ten years thereafter. Thi=s ap-
portionment has been made. One of
the objects of convening the legiala.
tare Is to fix a place In each distriot at
which the sherifis of counties compos-
ing it may compare the votes of thelr
counties. Practically, there is no ne-
csspity for this, and though such
pisces for such purposes have
besn heretofore designated, the
several sherifls have naver met fo

coant and compaje votes of countiee.
On the contrary, umy have exchanged
returns by messengers or mail aod
thos arrived at resulta, The maln
business of the called session will have
referenoe to the apportionment and
definition of congressional distriets
which will be done in aceordsncs
with the acts of congress and the in-
terests of the dominant party. The
ealled session of the leglslsture will be
jurther saked to recognize and approve
the csocellstion of eight or ten mii-
ligns of State bonds. The legislature
at this called session can only act ap
on subjects specifled In the governor's
proclarostion comveniog it, and the
duration of the sesslon is limited b}
the constitution to twenty days. Iis
great ecost copsisis in the mileage o
members The raflroads do not charge
them snything, but their salaries are
smalil and no one objecte to this mode
of enlargiog tham.
