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XH, LEE'S PETITIW
In the house of representatives on

Monday of last week, Mr. Lewie, ot

Virginia, presented a petition from

the widow of General Robert E. Lee,
setting forth that the Arlington estate
was bequeathed to her by her father,
George W. P. Custis, in 1867, and oc-

cupied by hersall and family until the
commencement of the late civil war;
that it was sold lor non-payme- of a

direct tax of $92 07, and by order of

President Lincoln bid in by the
United States for $26,800, no portion of

which sum has ever been paid to the
owner of said property. The peti-

tioner argues that the above named
proceedings were insufficient to

pass a legal or valid title to the
United States, because the act of con-

gress under which said sale was made
is unconstitutional; the constitution
authorizing congress to exercise exclu

sive jurisdiction over such places only

as are purchased by the consent of the
State in which they are situated, for

the purpose alone oi erecting forts and

other needful buildings. It is further
argued that the general government
has never attempted to exercise any
exclusive legislation, or to call in ques

tion the jurisdiction of Virginia over

that portion of the county oi Alexan-
dria: and also that the sale of the
whole eleven hundred acres to pay a

tax of ninety dollars, while the traci
wan nlmrlv divisible and the sale of a
portion amply sufficient to pay the
tax upon it, was uneonsuiunonai.
It is also asserted that the amount
of this tax was duly tender
ed to the tax commissioner
before the said sale. In view of these
circumstances the petitioner asks con

gress to appropriate SOO,000 to pur-

chase the estat" from her, whereupon
she will give ;e government a clear

title.
The Philadelphia Inquirer, noted

for its hostility to the South and its

extreme Radicalism, is opposed to

paying Mrs. Lee $300,000 as a compen-

sation for the loss of Arlington, for

several reasons; the first of which is

that Mrs. Lee was, during the whole

war, a dangerous and vindictive rebel,

who did more than any one else in

Virginia to take that State out of the
Union ; and, second, that if her title to

Arlington is valid, the courts are open

to hex the same as any other citizen.

The Washington Republican, Radi-

cal Grant organ, does not agree with its

Philadelphia contemporary, and com-

menting on the Inquirer's extreme
view of the matter says: "No think- -

ing man in the country can fail to see

two things; first, that the name ana
memory of Robert E. Lee will be re
vered in the South for some time to

come; and, second, that the Lee fam- -

iiv will jzitate this Arlington busi
ness as long as a Lee is left in the
laiiU. Now, we desire to tafce it out

of controversy; to remove it beyond

the pale ol political discussion, or

any discussion whatever. In our

0Dirii3P the wisest and best course is

to examine this claim of Mrs. Lee's

fairly and promptly, and if she has

any title to this property, give her, as

she asks, a suitable compensation for

it."
HThifl Is very fair coming from a

Radical, but like the Baltimore Sun
generally very Conservative we

think it difficult to see how the peti-

tion can be refused, unless law and
justice are to be alike disregarded be

cause the petitioner is the widow of

General Lee. Even if Arlington nau

belonged to General Lee, instead of

being his wile's inheritance, congress

ought to be ashamed to perpetuate
now an 'act of spoliation incident to

and Derhaos excusable by the necessi
ties of war, which has no semblance of

legal or constitutional warrant in time
of peace, to say nothing of good morals

and equity. But It 1b the Cus-

tis estate, descended to a lady of

that family, in which General Lee had
no further interest than by marriage.
We cannot but assume such sense of

justice in congress, and sensibility to

appreciate the attachment of a child

to the home of her father, as will lead
to the giving of some sort of equiva-

lent to Mrs. Lee for her property.
Congress can now afford to be magnan-

imous, and can acquire a reputation
for that qualit by being Just The
holding of property by a mere tax
title, giving the owner no opportunity
to redeem it, is not considered proper
among individuals, and it is not gene-

rally allowed. How much more im-

proper, then, is it in a great govern-

ment to do such a thing'. Had the
property been General Lee's in his

own right, and confiscated on account

of participation --n rebellion it would

have reverted, under the law, to his

heirs at his death. Let the widow,

then, have her own or its equiva-

lent.
