This
advance was not infloenced by the
news either from Liverpool or New
York., Inihe morningthose markets
were reported steady, without ad-
vance, the former closing firmer and
the lstter nominal. The news from
Washington and London, though not
vary excitiog, still told of continued
firmonest on the part of Great
Britain, the ministry of which coun-
try has expressed a determination,
backed up by the united press of Eng-
land, Ireland snd Seotland, under no
circumsiances (o recede from the po-
sition they have taken aganinst what is
unguestionably either an attempt to
swindle or & very groes and stupid
blunder on the part of Grant and his
advisers, We incline to believe it is
of the former cstegory. This news
did not afleet our markel. Nor will
what we publish to-dey or may pub-
lish to-morrow affect it, because the
good sense of our sellers teaches them
that war, if it come, can have no
other eflect than thsi of rapidly in-
creasing the price of cotton, every
pound of which will be taken as fast
as offered. England must have a stock
suificient to carry her spinners over to
the beginning of next season, when,
perhaps, & spirit of accommodation,
which should now be cultiveted, will
prevail, and the belligerents may
listemn to reason. 'There is neither oe-
casion nor necessity for cotton sellers
to waver. They must * stiflen up.”

Tho=e who hold
cotton, hold the equivalent of gold—
thst is better than gold, because bo
substitute has been discovered that
can, &5 paper does with the precions
metal, lake its place, Our colton sellers
are right to hold on for even betler
than existing rates.
