The aggregate sum thus
gathered into the treasury of the com-

pany wee expended in part in the
purchase of a majority of the stock in
the road from Bristol to Chattanooga,
perhaps the best railroad property la
the South.

This measure is designed
to perfect the monopoly of the na
tional banks. The extent of the
power of congress to enact such a law
is not very accurately defined. Con
grass, the constitution, has
exclusive power "to coin money and
regulate the value thereof;" but it
may not necessarily follow that the
states may not print and issue a cur
rency of their own.
