Prisoners, at Jackson, Ulstistlpp!.

Jacks in, Miss., February 17.

The trial of Lee Balk, one of the
Meridian prisoners, under the en-

forcement act, commenced yesterday
before Judge Hill in the United States
court. Tha past two weeks have been
occupied in preparation. The Jury
was empannelied on Thursday eve-
ningseven negroes and five whites.
The first witness for the government
is a negro, who has been on the stand
two entire days, undergoing a search-
ing examination by Messrs. Coleman,
Wharton, Potter and Steele, volun-
teer counsel for the prisoner. The tes-

timony of this witness is most unre-
liable, containing successive contra-
dictions throughout. District Attor-
ney Jacobson represents the govern-
ment. At the present rate of progress,
giving two days to each witness, it
will require six months to complete
the first case, there being Beventy five
witnesses, and one hundred and . ifty
indictment from Meridian also. Over
two hundred negroes are in attend-
ance fro n Meridian and other points,
who lounge about the vacant rooms of
the courthouse, and aV night sleeping
in any available place, and subsist in
a manner they could scarcely explain.
There has been no quorum in the
legislature since Saturday. They
have all been to New Orleans to Mardi
Graf, and drawing per diem, at a cost
to the taxpayers of several thousand
dollars.

ble for anything she might have said. Testi-
mony from other source goes to show that
she was delirious almost from the first boar of
her illness.

So far, tben, as her religions testimony Is
concerned, her communing on the 21st day of
January aaay be regarded as the closing act of
her llle.
