It was true that the govern
ment had been selling arms all along
since the end of the rebellion, and no
one found any lault, but when the
great war between France and Ger
many had broken out, anu ice
i rtsident had issued his procla
mation of neutrality, would any-
body say that no extraor
dinary precautions were then
necessary in the sale oi arms, indi-
viduals might be pardoned tor taking
refuge behind the technical ignorance
of the destination of arms, but a na
tion could not aflord to do mat, oe- -

canse its honor and its cnaracusr
among nations were at stake. Sena-
tor Schurz read a letter written by the
chief of ordnance, describing, he said,
thn nmratloD of the war department
in making the sale of arms at that pe-

was a mistake. He Schurz had
been In communication with that
house and had ascertained he fact,
which was, that they had bid upon a
quantity of arms for the purpose of
keeping them from the Fronch, ex
pecting to be recompensed by the
tierman government, but that gov
ernment declined to have snvthinc

) to do with the arms, and the-- r naeaed
into the hands of Schuyler, L.artley A
Graham, and afterwards into the
hands of the French. There were
new calls for bids to be opened on the
20th of October. On the 21 it of Oc
tober at four o'clock in the cfternoon
the sale of a large amount of arms was
completed and, according to a dis-
patch of the French consul, all those
arms had already been partly paid for
by the French government, on the
22nd instant, just one day after the
sales from the department were com-
pleted. Certainly the business was
done promptly, laughter, and the
question was naturally suggested
whether and when Squire, discov-
ered, aa the French agen', that the
sales were not postponed in order to
give him an opportunity to make ar-
rangements with other parties. He
did not charge that this was the fact,
but he would ask every fair-mind-

man whether suspicion d: d not lie
dreadfully near. Then came the sales
to Richardson. When the war de-
partment was not ofiering to large
arms dealers, did it address one of its
letters to Thomas iiicbardson, Coun
sellor at Law. Ilion. JNew xorfc
Laughter. 1 The senator from New

York had laid great stress on what he
assumed to be a fact, that Richardson
need not have appeared personally at
tbe department in negotiating his
purchase, and that it cotild have
been done by merely sending
In his bid, accompanied by twen
ty per cent, of purchase money
The senator showed however that
business could not be done in that
way, beeause some effort wns neces
aary in order to satisfy the conscience
or the war department about the pro
priety of making carnages, and
showed also that that effort was made
not by Richardson in person , but by
another gentleman (Remington), the
same Remington who on the- 16th of
the preceding October had teen dis
covered to be the agent of tba French
government. As further evidence
that there did exist Just grounds for
suspicion, and therefore for investiga
tion, Bchuiz read two extracts from
the testimony given by Remington
in France on the trial of Place, Rem
ington being a witness under oath
said: "I did cot regard myself as
obliged to make advances, and this
still less inasmuch as I had myself to
pay to the government of the United
States an advance of twenty per
cent." Again, Detore the investi
gating committee of the Jr rench as
sembly, he said: "But me French
government and I were cJiarged to
treat with the government of the
United btatee." This last utatemeui
also showed what brought Remington
back to mis country in December of
that year. H came to tranaict busi
ness connected with the purchase.
which was ostensibly made by Rich
ardson, the lawyer, and it wis after
his return here on that errand that
the interviews and negotiations de
scribed in his (Reming on's) letter
took piaee. The senator from Indiana
Morten J had objected to his Schurz

statement, the other day, ihut the
government was not only boui.d not
to sell to men whom they knew
to be agents of either of th; bel
ligerents, but also to satisfy them-
selves, by ail means of information in
their possesion thattpersons applying
for arms were not the agents of one or
omer oeuigerent, nut he sehunsj was
willing to accept Senator Morton's
statement of the rule, which was that
if the government had reason to be
lieve that the person buying amis was
an agent of the French government
they had no right to make the sale.
and that all the government was
called on to know was that the pur-
chaser was not the agent of one or
other of the belligerenSa and he in-
sisted that the government had failed
to do its duty, judged even by that
rule. The senator from New" York
Conkling had said that "cash" was

the purchaser. That might be well.
provided this Mr. Cash was not the
representative or known agimt of
the French government. No mat-
ter, says the senator from
New York Conkling. "Cash" is
the man who buys, and we look at
nothing but ' cash." But then where
is our reasonable diligence; where is
our good faith? No matter, sa; the
senator, this great American republic
of ours understands her good faith
and interprets her neutral duties on
strictiy cash principles. rLauahter. 1

Proudly the standard of our national
morality and honor was borne aloft
by the senator from New York, with a

States. Seriously i (peak
ing, are we honest tuen'.' is this our
rule of neutral duty? Is this rule to
be observed, not only by U3 bu: tow-
ard us?

Let me tell
them, it is not safe for nations ts play
little tricky games, and endeavor to
cover themselves ap with little quib
bling technicalities. Mr. Schurz dis-
cussed this at great length, and as
additional evidence that there was
ground for suspicion and investiga
tion, read a passage from the testi
mony given by Jules Lecesne, who
was president of the armamem; com
mittee at Tours, in France, while
these sales were going on. The ques
tion was upon certain overcharges on

lot ol rines, ana mis witness said:
There was no expense beyond the

percentage allowed Remington., since
we had treated dire tiy with th fed
eral government of the United State,
which delivered these arms w:.thout
charge on board our veieels."
After this and other statement he
Schurz thought the Senators should

cease to talk about the want of patriot
ism of those who called attention ol
the senate and country to this matter.
It was quite evident that the foreign
governments were as well infomed as
they were or even Decter. daughter.
These statements made under oath in
foreign courts left no course open
for the United States except to
investigate and show statements
to be raise u they were so, or v they
were true to punish the guilty. The
second question was were the. laws
of our own country violated? He
argued that it was at least a proceed-
ing of douotral legality to sell bieech-loadin- g

rif:as at all. The statute au-
thorized the sale of old cannon, arms
and other ordnance stores which were
damaged or otherwise unsuitable for
United States military service, or ror
militia in the United States, and un-

der this statute the chief ot ordnance
had assumed the right to sell a large
number of breech loading rifles of the
pattern of 1866, and that at a time
when the militia throughout; the
country were armed with the old muz-
zle loaders.

Senator Morton said the breech load-
ers sold were of a discarded pattern,
and it was the intention of the gov-
ernment to arm the militia with an
improved rifle. In view ot thin fact,
therefore, the discarded rifles dil not
properly come within the classes of
ordnance stores mentioned in the
statute.

Senator Schurz said the secretary of
war and chief of ordnance had some
doubt about the propriety ot their ac-

tion at the time, and he had a letter
from the chiei of ordnance to General
Belknap, stating that the arms so sold
were fit for the United States service.
He felt authorized, therefore, to charge
a flagrant and manifest breach of law ;

be charged it on the showing of the
chief ot ordnance himself, andIf there
was to be any quibbling about this
point be would be glad to hear It at
once. Possibly an attempt would be
made to explain it away too. Hut he
would ask the senate what would be-
come of popular respect for lawn if the
law-make- thus recklessly quibbled
away their meaning? What would

These charges were flimsy and absurd.
It was the duty of the government to
investigate the mstter and the
wrongs charged on the executive de-
partment; and if they have lot been
committed it is the duty of the legisla-
tive department of the government
to frankly and boldly disavoy them
as that was the only course worthy of
the American republic, and therefore
ne was not afraid to discuss these mat
ters in the senate and denounce the
wrong in them for he remembered
that Cobden and Bright when they
warned the British parliament ot the
consequences of its conduct during the
rebellion, they were far better patri
ots than those who decried for it.
Senator Schurz then spoke of the
amendment offered by Senator Conk
lin, ordering me com nittee to inquire
wnetner any senator or American cit
izen had been In collusion with any
foreign agent or spy, etc., and said it
was a subject of rather a painful char
