- ooi out praidly in the sunlight.
On the afternoon of this day, Jeremi-
ah Fiak left the Highly coal mines,
with a load of coal, for his home in
Greeley. The distance is fourteen
miles. Two teams had gone before
him and others were on their way to
the mioe. A little after lour o'clock,
when in bight of town, he passed two
of his neighbors who were cutting ioc
in a lake wven miles northwest of
Greeley. The Cache la Poudre river
lay at the foot of the slope, about two
miles due south of him and the road
leads almost directly down to the riv-
er, and follows it to the town lixaita.
No long after leaving the lake he
heard a noise like the roaring of a
great waterspout. Instinctively he
turned toward the mountains ; they
were clm and beautiful as in the
morning, but northward where the
Black ills rise iroin the plains, he
saw a vast wall of cloud approaching
with the speed oi s whirlwind. The
roaring Increased . At this instant the
frozen tidal wave touched the foot
hills and chased the sunbeams from
the mountains like an avalanche. The
horse rushed forward in terror, and
a second later they were in darkness,
the storm sweeping over them with
resistless fury. Snow, finer than the
finest n jur, filled the air so that it
was impossible to see a hundred feet
in any direction. Fisk wrapped a
buffalo robe around his neck and
shoulders, and urged his trembling
horses on, but they could not keep the
road, and in a short time the plain
was trackless a? the sea. After the
horses had left the beaten way they
could scarcely walk, and it was not
long btfoie they refused to move.
The darkness increased, and the mer-
cury was rapidJy running down to
zero.

Ho time must be lost The traces
were unhitched, and, mounting the
strongest horse, Fisk attempted to
urge hi in forward, but he would not
go on. Then he led them for a time,
but finding that it required all his
strength to keep the buffalo robe from
blowing away, be left the team and
pushed on before the wind, for the
wind was his on'y compass. The
storm increased in violence every mo-
ment, and it soon became dark and
intensely coid. In many places fee
snow was deep, and more than
twenty times the strong man was
huned into the drifts, so terrible was
the storm. By eight o'clock the mer-
cury stood at ten degrees below zero.
The snow blew from all points of the
compass, and penetrated every stitch
of his clothing that was not protected
by the buffalo robe. He knew that
several houses were near, but how
could he find a single one of
them, when on that very night
the engineers on tne rauroaa
were unable to find the water tank at
Pienv station, in the darkness. His
strength was tailing rapidly, and the
cold increasing with the fury of the
storm. All his garments were troz?n
stiff, and his eyelashes coated with
ice. It seems that he crossed the river
a few hundred feet balow Boyd's
ranche; but be has only a faint recol-

lection of stumbling down a bank,
and of dreaming that he might possi- -

blv be near a bouse. He felt that his
time had almost come. To go on was
madness; yet he could, not stop; ex-

cept to brush away the frozen tears,
lor a wife with ber babes are waiting
and praying, not three miles away
from his sinking heart.

He managed to walk an hour long-

er when a dizziness came on, and his
brain reeled like the storm. Then he
lieiran digging a hole in the deepest
drift he could find. It was like dig-
ging his own grave, for he knew not
how soon he might sink with exhaus
tion. After working a long time the
ground was reached, and, then draw-
ing the robe over his head, he waited
for thb snow to bury him. The wind
did its work well, and in an hour
eighteen laches of snow covered his
roof of fur. Never did a man long to
sleep more than e, but he knew that
if he closed his eyes, it would be forev-

er. He fought with his senses like
Bun van's Christian Pilgrini, and kept
awake. Burning pains shot tiirough
hss swollen limbs, and his legs cramp-

ed as iron a rack, and finally some-
thing like nettleH prickled in his boots
Theu he knew that his feet were freez-
ing Was he to die after all the hours
of agony? No, he weald keep his
muscles moving, and he did so long
alter h - toes were frozen still. Hour
alter hour this man from the Green
mountains fought with death, while
snowy billows were rolling above his
head.

frozen limbs toward the limits of the
town. After walking lor an nour ne
reached Cooper's ranche the sum-

mer residence of our town clerk and
in the back door. Another

four was consumed in making a fire,
matches a piece of candle and

an old broad ax were found. Then
he melted snow in a pail and thawed
his ieeU He also found dry cloth-

ing and a pair of cavalry boots. Al-

though completely exhausted, he
parted for Greeley, a distance of two
miles. The mercury was eighteen
decrees below aero, and it took him
anhoar to walk a ningle mile. Often
hethouaht he would fall to the ground.
The houses itemed to spin around
as be passed them, and familiar streets
n which he saw children playing the

day before, we-r- e but the landmarks of
a dream. At tart be reached his
father s gate staggered to the door.
Then there was a rush a --scream, and
the npxt instant a btaek and bloated
