This is the true idea of human broth-

erhood, the welding cl each to all by

a universal community of interest.
To combine all men by a common
ucity of welfare U to bold them to
each other by bonds stronger
than any political alliances or
any ligaments of creed or
tradition. Such a fusion of interests
would neutralize international )eal
ousiessnd animosities; take
away the motive to national rivalries ;

and the fruitful source of wars being
thtu removed, war itself would

almost im uossit le. Each nation
would be zo dependent upon all others
that it could not aflord to go to war ;

and the commercial sentiment of peo-

ples would act as a sure check upon
the aggressive ambition of rulers.
Indeed, under such a condition of
things, political institutions wtuld
necessarily be so modified as to cur-

tail the powers of rulers and place the
regulation of foreign relations virtu-
ally subject to the controlling will of

the commercial classes. We have,
then, to contemplate, as one of tbe
results of general freedom of trade, a
comparative cessation of international
wars. And what that implies may be
.uferred if we estimate the enormous
cost of sustaining naval and military
establishments throughout the world,
the immense able-bodie- d population,
whose services to industry are lost by
their employment in armies arid na-

vies, the losses arising from the pe-

riodic destruction ol life and proper-
ty, and the ignorance and semi-barbaris- m

in which wars are constantly
placing a large portion of the world's
population. It is impossible to over-
estimate the effect in repressing war-

like tendencies and passions that must
result from the abolition of selfish in-

ternational systems which, by teach-
ing that the commercial interests of

each nation are inimical to those of
all others, constitute the basis for all
international animosities. So long as
such ideas prevail, all the protests of
peace societies and all the well-mea- nt

schemes of substituting for arma-
ment- courts of international arbitra-
tion are in vain and delusive. The
only way to abolish war is to make
ail nations mutually dependent upon
each other, to the utmost possible ex
tent, for the prosperity of theii com-

merce; and this can be done only
through unrestricted commercial

An illustration of the peace-sourin- g

terdency of free trade is af-

forded by the recent history of Great
Britain. No longer the most belli-
cose of nation-- , as when her protec-
tive system was maintainde, England
has steadily withdrawn from Euro-
pean politics and resists every tempt
ation pronerea Dy war, even toconf-
ession of cowardice and conscious-
ness of weakness. This change is due
to unrestricted trade, which has so in-

terwoven her commercial interests
with those of other countries, and has
given her commercial classes such as
eendancy in the government, that
there is hardly a nation with which
she cun afford to inaugurate hosliii
tire, or with w'-.f-h the government
would oe pornmua to make war.
Tcis may be ntllr by semi-barbaro-

theorists the "weakness" of Great
Britaiii; but, in reality, it is her
safety and her strength ; and it would
be the greatest of all possible blessings
were all other nations iu like manner
"weak."

It remains to be proved how far
this great social and commercial re-

form is head of the civilization of the
times. Unfortunately, there is a lack
of .di quale means for fostering it.
We have "leagues;" but they are
feeble; aud, w'orse still, they are iso
lated, instead of being united.
The movement Doing essentially
cosmopolitan, it is befitting its
spirit and objects, that all the free
trade associations of the world should

for a bold, aggressive as-

sault upon universal public opinion,
tiocb a league would combine in one
compact organization the ablest
minds, the most advanced thinkers,
the most popular statesmen, the
wealthiest capitalists, and the toiling
multitudes of Europe and America;
ana its utterance in convention or
through its organs would immeasura-
bly hasten the commercial and social
milkciuoi of which many are dream-
ing, but to which few point the way.

to Fort Smith and the Indian territo-
ries. The wealth of this magnificent
country becomes instantly tributary
to his eastern roads, and the lessened
length of a more southern line than
this through Memphis, would have
constituted no adequate compensation
for the loss of roads already built.
Memphis is therefore indebted for its
selection as the point of transfer across
the Mississippi of the wealth of a con-

tinent, of two oceans, and of Europe
and Asia, to the daring and prescience
of those who undertook, years ago.
the almost superhuman work of
bridging the lowlands of the Missis-
sippi at Memphis. We should bofld
a monument to R. Brinkley, who
expended half a million dollars in the
swamps of Arkansas, and to those who
have recently exhausted greater sums
in perfecting the task lor the consum-
mation which he and his associates
toiled.

The United States supreme court
has recently decided an important
case in reference to claimants of cot-
ton captured in the South.

bellion; The claimant ofierred proof
her own loyalty, but the court of

claims rejected the evidence, and held
that her right as administratrix de-
pended on the loyalty of the dece-
dent, and as it had been shown that
he voluntarily gave aid and comfort
to the rebellion, the case must be dis-
missed, and this although the cotton
was seized after the husband's death,
and while in the possession of the
posoession of the defendant.

KENTUCKY JACK.

A Desperado Narrowly Escapes K
lmg Allwe.

St. Joseph, February 26 At
Mcintosh camp, on the St. Joseph
aou Denver railroad, ner r f airoury.
Kansas, two or three days ago, a des-
perado called Kentucky Jack, shot
and killed two men. One of them
was Mcintosh's clerk, and the other
his cook, the inmates ol the camp
tied the murderer to a stake, and were
aoout (o burn him alive, when he was
rescued by the authorities.
