pers, energetic tradesmen of other
cities would invade Memphis itself,
and sell even in this city. Yesterday,
as we happen to know, a Nashville
drummer sold four thousand dollars'
worth of goods in Brownsville. The
energy and shrewdness of Nashville
are to-b-e commended, and if Browns-
ville is not humbugged there is
nothing gained in the cheapness of
goods by shortening routes of trans-
portation. Heavy freights reach
Memphis by river, and of course cost
less here than in Nashville; and rail-

way charges such is the number of
competing lines to Memphis are
never higher and often lower than to
Nashville from the East. Memphis
merchants rarely employ drummers.
They rely upon the press of the city
to make known the condition, re-

sources and commercial advantages
of the place, and yet very few of

them ever think of extending the
circulation of Memphis papers. Each
and all are deeply interested in
this, and yet they give no aid
to those who devote days and nights
and endless toil to the promotion of

the city's prosperity. This is a curi-

ous community of ours. Every tub
stands on its own bottom, and each
tradesman relies solely upon main
strength and awkwardness. The cot-

ton factors of this city and five or six
wholesale, and perhaps a dozen retail
establishments, have done their whole
duty in sustaining the newspaper
press and in extending the circulation
o papers promotive of tbe fortunes of
tradesmen, and of the city itself, but
beyond this the success of tradesmen,
tiieir maintenance of a monopoly of
business in neighboring towns, coun-

ties and States, is due to the diffusion
through the Appeal and other papers
of just such facts as are contained in
the above statement with reference to
facilities cf commercial intercourse
with the East.

The Presidential Caaaisateawf the Labor
Party.

Tbe Political Out-Loo- k fire a WasWatton
fctaad-Pols- t.

From the Baltimore Oasetta.
Washington, February 26 The

political out-loo-k from this point of
view is considerably mixed at this
moment. The nomination of Judge
Davis tor president by tbe National
Labor convention at Columbus, Ohio,
last week, has given great impetus to
a movement that had been quietly
started some months ago for the nomi-
nation of Judge Da vis as a means of
bringing about a cohesion of all parties
and factions opposed to the Grant
administration. The promoters of
this movement include some of the
staunehest old line Democrats, as well
as Republicans, who have been put-
ting their heads together, in a quiet
way, in the evenings, at their resi-
dence, or in their rooms at the hotels,
ever since the holidays.

They are representative men, from
all sections of the country, influential
and patriotic,

judges and the like, who
have heretofore taken the forefront in
the lead of their respective parties,
are now content to take a buck seat
and permit others to manage the

PRESIDENTIAL CANVASS,

to the end that old party prejudices
may not burden the standard Dearers
in their coming contest with the ad-
ministration party. New men, that
is men who represent this eclectic
plan, are to be selected, and as a type
of such they point to Judge Davis, If
the project shall be carried out as pro-
posed by this eclectic party, the Na-
tional Liberal Republican convention,
to be held in Cincinnati in May, will
nominate Judge Davie ; and, finally,
the National Democratic convention
will do likewise. This being accom-
plished, they make no doubt of the
election of their candidate, no matter
whether the Radicals nominate Grant
or some other candidate.

Again, there is another class, Dem-
ocrats and Independent Republicans,

The
Greeleys and others who oppose
Grant's nomination are expected to
turn up and protest, of course, but the
convention, it is now ascertained, will
be largely composed of the adminis-
tration men.

RAILROADS.

EARLY HISTORY,
The first locomotive, the Rocket,

was built by the engineer Stephenson,
of England, and competed for the
prize with the "Novelty," a locomo-
tive built by Ericsson of monitor
fame, and with two others designed
by eminent English engineers. The
Rocket carried off the prize, but was
crude in design and faulty in con-
struction, although the lecturer as
serted that in all that goes to make
up the locomotive engine, the
Stephenson machine was nearly as
perfect as those of the present day.
Tbe first practical effort made in this
ccuutry, however, to construct a

wagon was made by Mr,
Oliver Evans as early as 1815. At tho
time Mr. Evans was making his first
experiment he was sharply criticised
by many English scientific writers,
but the lecturer was happy to say that
almost ail 01 me principles m the

of locomotives discovered or
developed by sir. Evans were not
only adopted by the Stephensons
themselves, but adhered to by all
English locomotive builders to the
present day.

MR. EVANS'S INVENTION.
Evans found a valuable friend

and helper in Mr. Robert Patterson,
then professor ol mathematics in the
University ol Pennsylvania. Aided
by this gentleman, Mr. Evans built a
steam dr dge for dredging out docks,
and in construction it was quite simi-
lar to those in use at tbe present time.
It was set in a scow, which was itself
set on four wheels. Tbe motive pow
er was a smau - steam-engin- e placed
in the bottom of tbe scow, and power
was applied to the wheels by means
of ordinary belts. The same engine
supplied the power for tbe dredge
when in operation, thus acting in a
dual capacity. This queer machine
was named by the inventor the ''Or-ruct-

Amphiboiis." It was intended
not only to propel itself on land, but
to likewise propel itself in the water
by means of paddle wheels substitu-
ted for those that ran over tbe ground.
Tbe invention, however, was onlv a
partialsBccers, but enough had been
iiscuvered from it to know that a

steam-wago- n or was
practicable. Inspired with tbe most
sanguine hopes from the partial suc-
cess of his invention, Mr, Evanl ut-
tered tbe

that the time would yet come when
a man might leave Washington in
tbe morning, take breakfast in Bald-mor- e,

dine in Philadelphia, and take

supper in New York on tbe same day.
Mr. Evans died in 1819, and of ourse
did not even seethe first development
looking to a verification of his sin fular
pmphecy.

Eight or nine years after Mr.
Evans's death the firm of Nicholas &
James Johnson constructed an o Idly-contriv-

machine. It was compara-
tively unsuccessful as a locomotive,
but served to excite attention and in-
spire a feeling of ambition in the
minds of inventors and builders.
From this time forward gigantic
strides were made in developing the
new invention. It was about this
time that Stephenson built the Rocket,
and the success of that machine cre-
ated great excitement in this country.

BUILDING THE FIRST RAILBO.LD.
Maryland was the first State to

grant a charter tor the building of a
railroad. South Carolina followed
her, and under a charter grantid by
that State the present South Caiulina
railroad was begun. The Columbia,
now a part of the Great Pennsyl rania
railroad, was also started then, and
soon the Philadelphia, German town
and Norristown road was got under
way. Then came the Camden and
Amboy, and others. The South Car-
olina road was the first to encourage
the building of locomotives in Ameri-
ca by giving to the West Point
foundry an order for such a machine
in 1830.

The first locomotive ever rin in
this country, however, was in 1829,
on the Delaware and Hudson road.
This was the "Lion," an engine built
in England, and brought to this coun-
try by Horace Allen, Esq., who rode
on it on the trial trip on the road
mentioned. Mr. Allen, therefore.
may properly be said to be tbs first
man to have had a railroad ride in
this country. ,

THE PROGRESS MADE.
Mr. Davis experimented on the

Baltimore and Ohio road with un en
gine of his own construction. Two
engines of Stephenson's desinn were
imported from England in 1830, and
used on the .Newcastle and trench
town road. These engines were set
up by M. W. Haldwm, and from this
experience Mr. Baldwin was erabled
to make improvements, whi h, being
still further perfected, have since
made that gentleman's name ft. mous
as one of the first locomotive builders
in the world. In 1836 Mr. Campbell,
of Philadelphia, invented the dupli-
cate driving-whee- l. Before this all
engines built had but one pair.

RAILROAD PROGRESS.

The Arkansas Central railroad is
completed ready for the iroii from
Helena to White river, a distance ot
forty-fiv- e miies, and is surveyed to
Lilllle JttOCK.

The Missouri, Kansas and Texas
road will be completed to the Texas
line by September 1st, where, t.t the
same time the Texas Central w ill be
completed and connected, thus mak
ing a direct rail eommunnication from
JNew York to Galveston.

The Pennsylvania railroad compa
ny nas three hundred and fifty eight
miles of main line, and two hundred
and fifty-eig- miles of branch lines,
which earned last year $18 719,886 85,
and the expenses were $11 823 433 34,
leaving a net earning of $6,896,408 51.
It carried four million seven hundred
thousand passengers, and seven mil-
lion one hundred thousand two hun-
dred and ninety-fou- r tons of freight
last year.

The Union Pacific railroad is nego
tiating lor the purchase ot tne L tab
Central and Utah Southern raihoads.

The Topeka, Memphis and Fort
Scott railroad, narrow gauge, is being
actively talked up in Kansas.

The Big Sandy railroad, of Ken
tucky, is being pushed rapidly tc ward
completion.

The Lexington and Sedalla railroad,
of Missouri, has been completed to
Lexington.

LITTLE ROCK AND FORT SMITH.
The Little Rock and Fort Smith

road has eighty miles in running or-
der, fifty miles graded, and bus re-
ceived $900,000 of State aid. How
much toll Clayton took is not known.

ARKANSAS ROADS.

The Little Rock, Pine Blufl and
New Orleans railroad has twenty
miles finished, sixty-tw- o miles gtaded
and has recnived (these funds are from
tbe State) $750 000. The Cairo and
Fulton road has thirty miles in oper-
ation, as many mire ready for the
track and has declined $3 000,000 from
the State. Considerable work has
already been done upon another road
to extend from Little Rock to Cam-
den, ninety miles, from Camden to
the Louisiana border, forty miles,
miles, thence forming a junction with
the North Louisiana road from Alex-
andria. Ths line, Mr. Smithee con
siders, would secure to St. Louis a arge
portion of the trade of South Arkan-
sas and Louisiana and form ar (al-
most) air line with New Orleans. A
road from Devalls B.ufi, via Camden
to Shreveport, to be called the Mem-
phis and Shreveport mad, is the only
rival of this line. In 1860 there were
only eighty-seve- miles of railroiid in
Arkansas. To-da- the entire railroad
d bt, represented in bond-- , Is $11,400,-00- 0.

The entire Sta e debt is ail fol
lows: Funded, $4,430,000; Htate aid
bonds, (11,400,000; levee bonds, $3 000,-00- 0;

teri-e- ar bonds, $300,000; float
ing, $268,000; total, $19,398,000.

LOUISVILLE AND MEMPHIS.
The shipments of freights south

over the Louisville and Nashville and
Ljuisvilie and Memphis roads con-
tinue very heavy; nevertheless these
roads, by. their energetic management,
are able to meet the heavy demands
upon them and prevent any freight
blockade upon their own lines, while,
by the loan of their cars and engines.
they assist greatly in keeping their
connecting lines south clear.
