bsen very marked both in Ban Fran
fltawi and New York, and will, no

doubt, end In the failure of several
firms on the Pacific slope to meet
their engagements with the Ststern
merchants. It is, therefore, to the
Interest ol New York to encourage

the construction ol a Southern Pacific
mad. which will not be subjecteJ to
the Impediments to travel which
must necessarily occur on a road tra-

versing a more northern latitude.
These fac's are so palpable that we

ern capitalists of all material aid re-

Judge David Davis, the World says,
was born in Cecil county, Maryland,
on March ft, 1815. He graduated at
Kenyon College, Ohio, in 1882, and
subsequently studied law in Massa

chusetts and also at the law school in
New Haven, Connecticut. Removing
to Illinois in 1835, he was admitted to

the bar, and soon after settled at
Blooming-to- in the practice of his
orofeasion. In 1841 he was elected to
the State legislature, in 184" served as

a member of the State constitutional
convention of that year, and in 1848

was elected judge of the eighth Judi
cial district of the State, In 1855, and
again in 1661, he was to that
position. He had long been an Inti
mate personal friend of Mr. Lincoln,
and as a delegate to the Chicago con-

vention ot 1830, had a large share In
securing his nomination for the presi
dency. The two had been thrown
much together by the practice of their
profession in a thinly populated coun-

try, and the intimacy between them
was of the closest and most confiden-

tial character. Jmt aa Judge Davis
was entering upon his third term as

circuit Judge in Illinois he was, in
1M2, appointed by Mr. Lincoln to the
position of associate Judge of the su-

preme court of the United States,
which position he still holds. Mr.

Lincoln also appointed him his exec-

utor, and the estate of the murdered
President was wound up by Judge
Davis. At the time of the latter's ap-

pointment to the supreme bench, he
was an avowed Republican, but of

late years bis tendencies have been

decidedly conservative, and there was

considerable talk of his being an avail-

able candidate for the presidency on

the Democratic ticket. His course on
