The nibney mfirket in New
York and other leading Eastern markets
has ruled tight the past week, and money
has been reported in lighter supply than
the demand. This is accounted for from
the fact that up to the first (if this month
currency has be- - n sent East and South to
move the cotton, hog and grain crops, and
financiers express themselves to the effect
that there will be a olose money market
until about the first of April, when the
currency sent out will bejgin to find its
way back. There has been a weakness
a'so in tbe stock and bond market in the
East, and in some cases a deoline. The
cotton market has lieen depressed, and up
to Friday night declined an MSiKo per
day since last review. We hear no com-
plaint on account of the first of the
month, as parties are generally ready to
meet or banks willing to extend. The dry
goods trade has somewhat improved, a
few orders for spring gooes having ar-
rived, while the boot and shoe trade has
been very fair, much better than at the
corresponding time laet year, The weather
has not been favorable tn an aotive busi-
ness in tbe general market, however all
express themselves satisfactorily . Mem-
phis, though she makes but little effort to
extend her trade, has a large one, and the
coming spring trade promises to be largely
in exoess of any year in the history of our
rapidly growing city.

There has been but very little doing in
local stocks and securities. All surplus
money Is tied up in ootton. County
warrants, in small amounts, are
bought by dealers at 90c, but
for a large amount 89" is, perhaps, the
best price that could be obtained, while
the selling rates range from 924c to 93c.
City securities are quoted at 55J4c for the
'ong date currency issue, January coupon
detached, and 62c is the quotation for the
gold issue. Tennessee money is bought
st 84c to 85o for the o.ld, and 35d lor the
new issue, and is sold respectively at 86c
to 87c and 37c. Holders of Memphis and
Charleston stock are firm at 40c. Arkan
sas bonds are ttat no market and no
quotation. The only 'ransaotlons reported
Saturday bsing the purobass or two
coupons of Memphis and Ohio railroad
first mortgage bonds, 1866 and 1867, for
which, with the accrued interest, the full
value was paid.
