Mr. Holman, while supporting the
bill, urged a proposition equalizing

appropriations by which the treasury
was being depleted. ot

Mr, .Eldridge asked Mr. Dawes

duction from the repeal of the duty
on tea and cofiee.

Mr. Dawes, without replying direct-
ly to the question, explained the op
position of tne committee oi ways and
means to the bill repealing the
duties on tea and coffee to the fact
that it was a cutting into the affairs
of the committee. The tariff could
only be properly adjusted as a whole,
and presented to congress as the
budget is presented to the Eaglish
parliament, and let it be voted on m
a whole. He did not expect the com
mittee on ways and means would
ever be able to reach that point, but
that was tne end for which the com
mittee was striving. He had thrown
out these figures for criticism. It they
were erroneous at any point, it was
Dest tnat tact oe known.
