Nasbviixk, March 12

The senate met at twelve o'clock,
Senator Vaughn in the chair,

The roll was called and eighteen
senators answered their names

Mr. Earnest, the new senator from
the First district, elected in place of
Mr. Sevier, fresignedl was sworn in
and took his place.

Senator Ridley suggested that to
expedite business joint committees
should be appointed.

Senator Gibson embodied the sag
gestion in a joint resolution referring
each of the fourteen surjects for legis
lation specified by the governor to
the joint select committees. The reso
lution was adopted .

Senator Greene ofiered a resolution
that the joint select committee ap
pointed last session to redistrict tbe
State be reappointed to draft a bill
laving of congreaeion districts, and to
report as early as possible. Tbe reso
lution wis laid over.

Tbe resignation of Lather Caldwell,
assistant doorkeeper, was accepted

Senator Gibson tit-r- ed a resolution
abolishing the office of assistant door
keeper and messenger. Tbis gave
rise to a protracted discussion, in
which several senators snowed In
tense anxiety to economiEe in every
way possiDie. me resolution was
Anally adopted unanimously.

The office ot assistant cierk was
next attacked, but after a lively dis
cussion the resolution adopted at the
last session, authorizing the clerk to
employ an assistant, it necessary, was
adopted as tne ruie ot tms session

benator Gibson ottered a resolution
empowering the Speaker to appoint
but one porter and tolimit the pay to
two dollars per day. mis important
motion occupied the senate for

three-quarte- of an hour, and
it was finally withdrawn.

The governor's message was read
It reters to the necessity of convoking
the assembly in extra session to re
district the State by saying that, while
in the third district the increase is
only five per cent., in the sixth it is
twenty-eigh- t per cent; in the second,
it is only seven and one-half- , while in
tbe eigbtb it is twenty nve and eight
tenths per cent. A table giving the
population of the State by counties
accompanied the message.

The governor relers to the fact that
several applications had been made
for legislation of a public, private, and
local nature, and believing that the
assembly could not deal with all these
questions be had limited the number
to be acted on. lie also refers to the
fact that great embarrassment had re
sulted from an act pass-- d last Decern
bsr providing for the sal ol lands sold
tor taxes due the Stale and bought in
by the collectors ol revenue. He
recomends a modiflenti'in ot the act
so as to make it more effect in tor ob
jects intended to be accomplished
lie submits to tne consideration of tne
assembly whe her the State treasury
ought not to be protected against the
possibility oi tne purcnase or war
rants by collectors at a discount with
currency actually collected irom the
ax payer; and also mat existing

laws be amended so as to insure a
speedy collection and prompt pay
ment into tne trea-ur- y in Kino or
revenues, and the fl ating debt will
be absorbed at anenrly diyand the
financial condition of the State placed
on a solid basis. He recomend-- ; that

dwelling house be given to the
warden ot the State prison, and that
the warden "1e required to reside
at the prison, dnsiderabld space
in the message is devoted to the ques-
tion ot delinquent railroad?. The
Louisville and Nashville company
were desirous to pay so much of their
debt as may be in exce-t- s of the debt

The commissioners
may desire lurther legislation. He
recommends tne appointment of a
committee charged with the duty ol
examining the cancelled bonds and
coupons. He recommends the pass-
age of an act to appoint agents to set-

tle the claims ag-dns- t the United
States. Also, the e ection of registers
and entry takers to fill tbe vacan-
cies in the eastern, western mid-
dle and southern collection dis-

tricts. Attention is called to omis-
sions in the acts of the last
session. He recommends legislation to
relieve tbe overcrowded dockets of the
courts, especially of the supreme
court; tbe republication of the su-

preme c oart reports and tbe revisal of
the statutes. He refers to tbe neces-
sity of adopting measures to preserve
and arrange the archives and public
property at the capital. He com-
mends for consideration tbe amend-
ment, demanded by towns of under
twenty thousand Inhabitants, of tbe
act authorizing the issue ol bonds by
municipal corporations, passed dur-
ing the regular session. He submits
documents respecting the boundary
line between Virginia and Tennessee,
lie believes that additional loans to
meet tbe balance of the debt against
the State prison, and save the war
rants hypothecated tor its payment to
sustain the charitable institutions oi
the State and defray the current ex
penses ef the government, will be ne
cessary. xe reiers to me necessity oi
takinn action in tbe mat er ot puDiic
education, and hopes the question will
be dealt with in such a manner as to
meet tbe Just demands of the coun
try. A report win De suomittea
on tbe subject. He referred to the va
cancies crea ed in the senate by the
resignation of Messrs. oevier, Jones
and Moore, and concluded by sug
gesting that in such legislation as
may require tne expeuuuure oi
money, tne assembly should keep
constantly in view the fact that the
treasury is exhausieo ano revenues
assessed will be insufficient to meet
the necessary demands or me govern
ment.

State, and which was adopted.

Mr. Ridley introduced a bill author
izing the mayor, etc., of incorporated
towns and citia to Issue bonds to tbe
amount ol $15,00.

Mr. Warren onereo a Dili appoint
ing commissioners to sen lands pur-

chased by tbe Slate for taxes.
Also, a Dill to amenu an act or tne

regular session to apportion the sena-
torial and representative districts of
the State.

Mr. Greene introduced a bill to
amend the common-scho- ol laws of
the State. It provides lor me ap-

pointment of a State superintendent
of public instruction, and a Doaru or
education, consisting of six members,
with the governor as an ex officio
member, all to be appointed by the
governor. It also provides tor a school
tax of one mill on tbe dollar upon all
usable property, and upon privileges
one-four-th oi tne amount now letted

for State purposes; but nothing con
tained in tbe bill shall Interfere wnn
the power of satin ty courts to levy an
additional tax.
