THE PLAGUE

A Pestiien ill Epidemic is Persia Re-il-

tiUM f ai Ancient Sc. urge.

Ua uuai has now sent in
his report, which is most carefully
drawn up, anu contains most valuable
iidormation. In his opinion, there
cannot be any doubt on the character
of the disease wh'ch has made its ap-
pearance the Persian Kurdistan.

fever, accompanied with typhus
ploms, wrn uie appearance of

bubos under tne arms, in the groin
auu in tne nee, oi caronncies va-
rious parts of body, and of spots
scattered over the whole surface of the
alrln if narrioa thft ,uiflrr rtrt lllll.il'!l

and several persons in the same family,
and transmitted itself from an infect-
ed place to a healthy one. Such
a malady, says Dr. Castaidi, can-
not be anything but the Eastern
plague of former times. According
to the report it is during last winter
that the plague appeared in the dis-
trict of Mukry, in the Aderbidjan, in
twe villages situated a short distance
from each other, and called Djounioue-ha- m

and Arbanouz. These two small
villages have been completely de-
populated, only seven or eight per-
sons having been spared by the
scourge. Unable to trace the exist-
ence of the plague beyond the district
of Mukry, Dr. Castaidi leels at a loss
to point out the causes which have
produced the epidemic, for the dis-
trict is not only the healthiest in all
Persia, but has also escaped from the
famine which has so cruelly visited
and continues to visit the other parts
of that kingdom. If an outbreak of
the plague, says Or. Castaidi, was
anywhere to beapprehnded,it would
be sorely in the Khcrassan and in
Far?, where the famine made such
frightful ravages, where men enough
could not be found to inter the dead
bodies left unburied in the streets and
in the bazars, and where parents sold
their children for a few francs to save
them from starvation and provide
themselves with a little bread. Dr.
Castaidi, therefore, inclines to think
that the plague in the Persian Kur-
distan should be attributed to the ex-
cessive dryness and to the cattle dis-
ease which the district of Mukry
shared in common with the rest of
Persia. His opinion on this point,
however, is not admitted here
by the health officers. They
maintain that the plague in Persia is
the consequence of the terrible famine
which prevailed in that country, and
must have been imported in the dis-
trict of Mukry from other quarters in
the interior. They, moreover, under-
stand that Dr. Castaidi has been un-
able to trace the epidemic any further
in the interior; for getting at the
truth in Persia is next to impossible,
and the government itself is generally
only made acquainted with the epi-
demic existing on its territory through
the authorities of the bordering coun-
tries. It was the Ottoman sanitary
department that first intimated the
existence of the plague in the Kurdis-
tan to the Persian government. The
mortality caused by the scourge, and
ascertained by Dr. Castaidi, is approx-
imately as follows: At Bana, 52: at
Kaninias, 4; in Karava, 27; in Djou-moucha-

62; in Arbanouz, 39; at
Utch-tep- e, 100; in Sandjak, 35; at
Gultpe, 12; in Charab, 18; at Rahim-Kah- n,

27; and in Akdjevan, 13 Total
390.

Dr. Castaidi declares that the epi-
demic in question has exhibited the
well known characteristics of conta
gion. He concludes by stating that
since his departure from the Kurdis-
tan no further news respecting the
plague had arrived 9t Teneran, ex-
cept a communication to the Persian
government to the effect that the
plague had disappeared, a communi-
cation to which he doe not seem to
attadh great faith.
