The
negroes that toil do not produce more
than half as much as before the war
Any negro will confess this fact,

Women aud children, when servitude
obtained, as productive as men
are now almost valueless. Multitudes
of negroes are idlers in cities and vil
lages everywhere crowded with thrift
2s hangers-o- n of debased politicians
The lowlands are cultivated mainly
by negroes ; the uplands, that now

tenths of the cotton crop.are
occupied almost exclusively by
whites. In truth, the great good effect-

ed by the war consists in
the fact that, though it im-

poverished many rich planters,
it has enriched very many more
that were poverty stricken. The rich
and prosperous people of the south at
this hour are the small farmers of the
cotton-growin- g uplands, whose nar-
row fields are cultivated by them-
selves and children. They owe the
negro nothing and are more prosper-
ous than ever before. We would dero
gate in nothing from the negro's claim
to many virtues. Misled and duped
as-h- e has been, and made the supple
tool of the veriest knaves that ever
cursed a country, we have little to
condemn in the African's conduct
Hi-- , misdeeds are not his own and his
vir ues are many. The statistical
falsehood sHecting negro industry,
above considered, is not more start-
ling than that which applies to his in
telligence. The negro's labor
is not " controlled and direct
ed by his own brains." " His
own" intelligence and brains are no
more consulted now than in the days
of African servitude. In fact the
"hirer" does not confide in the negro
as did the "master." Negro "intel-
ligence," which the --Yew Era prates
about as a marvelous agency of cotton
production, is a vague, baseless
dream of the generous editor. Ne
groes that are doing well in the South
are those that buy little farms. There
are, perhaps, three hundred such in
this and Fayette county. Whenever
a negro family secures and begins to
improve their modest home, the wife
and children cultivating the garden,
an instant change is superinduced,
and political adventurers and parti
z&n leaders no longer control such a
colored citizen. Now and then these
colored farmers are the most success
ful in their neighborhood; but the
story told by the New Era, that the
negro population made the cotton
rop of the South, is fcimply absurd.

The false prophets, wbo warmed
into life that political dispensation
which was to guide the Democratic
party to victory and the country to
prosperity, cannot wriggle oat of their
blunder by subterfuge. Great as was
the recuperative powers of the Demo-
cratic party, it could not survive the
nostrums with wh fch it . has been
Opiated, drugged, poisoned, emascu
lated and dishonored. But for the

from the party, as do sparks from the
iron to fall as cinders to-d-ay the Dem
ocratic party would be a source
of light and liberty, leading its
hosts to victory.

IN THE SENATE.

After routine business, the house reso-
lution to appoint three persons learned in
law to examine Thompson and Sletgei's
compilation of the statutes and report
thereon, taken up and amended

Mr. Brandon opposed the house bill. He
was opposed to selling out Middle and
west Tennessee, and regarded tne action
of the redlstricting committee as an at
tempt to deiraud We' lennessee oi a
member of oongress. He suggested, as a
compromise, that McNairy county be
taken from the seventh and added to the
ninth district.

Mr. Coulter explsined that If the sug
gestion were adopted it would give the
ninth district nearly one hundred and
fifty thousand, and leave the seventh only
one hundred and thirty-fou- r thousand.
He referred fo the difficulty which the
committee had experienced in framing the
bill now cnared in lieu, and hoped it would
be adopted.

Mr. DuBose ssld Shelby county bad not
s Democratic majority of over Ave hun
dred. In Tipton the Ridioals had a ma
jority. It was the same in Fayette. In
Haywood tbo mmocrats naa a majority.
Shelby and Haywood together would give
the Bamocrats a majority of cne thousand,
Tipton and Fayette would give the Radi-
cals a mtjsrity cf seven hundred, or in
the whole district of only three hundred,
which might easily be changed by local
causes, ae would not accept, tne author
ity of the Appeal and Avalanche on the
subject. Both advocated the election of
moderate republicans, while he wss in
favor of sending simon-pur- e Dsmoorats
to represent the State in c ingress, A11
that he desired was such a combination of
counties as would give the ninth district a
Democratic representative without doubt.

Mr. warran said tnat tne mil reported
by the commit.ee did not satisfy him per
sonally, but he believed.tt was the best
wfcieb could r.e iranied a prooi ibst tie
Ninth district had a larger Democratic
majority than had been stated by the sen-
ator from Shelby county. He read from
the Appeal, which, notwithstanding an
assertion had been made, was the best ex-
ponent of Damocratic opinion in West
Tennessee.

Mr. DuBose was very sorry to
say that tiiero was not a D. mocratio
organ in Memphis. Tno Avalanche was
doubtful, and had been scoffing at the
name of Democracy and abusing the
Damocratic nomiaea; and, although sup
porting the last candidate, the editor of
the Appeal wm formerly editor of the
Avalanche, and wa advocating a moder-
ate Republican for President, and shaped
his policy by that. Ha had been known
for years, in Shelby county, to be off the
track, and to be opposed to the organisa
tion of the party.
