A New Orleans cor m let it of the

New York Juwrnal uf Commerce advo-
cates what would seem to be a practi
cable short-cu- t across the Peninsula of
Florida, to save time and the liability to
losses of life and treasure on the reefs of
Florida on a trip from the AUantic Ocean
to the Gulf of Mexico. He says that by
entering tne si. Johns river we nave a
fine navigable stream for one hundred
and twenty --seven miles to the mouUi of
the Ocklawahee river, thence up this
river sixty miles. At this point a canal
suitable for ships must be cut through
tHe swamps for forty miles to the Ani- -

axura river at a point about thirty-fiv- e

miles from its mouth, where It empties
into the Gulf of Mexico just below Cedar
Keys. Both termini have good en-

trances, easily made deeper so as to give
draught to any of our coasting steamers.
The present distance from New York to
the mouth of the Mississippi river is
aliout one thousand nine hundred nauti-
cal miles. By this proposed route it will
be one thousand two hundred miles a
difference of about six hundred and fifty
nautical miles. If this decrease in dis-

tance can be saved to a steamer, she not
only saves coal and other running ex
penses, but is able to carry more laying
freight. But what Is of vastly more im
portance, the terrible dangers of the
trip all Uie way from Canaverad to Key--

West are avoided, wiiich is a large gain
aud by not runniug to the southward of
latitude twenty degrees the hurricanes
of summer and the northers of winter
are, to a great extent, not encountered
A preliminary survey alone can deter
mine approximate cost of this work ; but
nature has given us two hundred and
twenty -- two miles of river, and only forty
miles to dig through the swamp, so that
the difficulties to be overcome do not
seem to be so seritins.

It ELK'S OF A. PAST PEOPIJB.

Excai ut ions in Tennessee The Hidden
Mysteries of "Bone I'a.e."

From Uie Mauehester (Teuu. i Democrat.
Near this city is a cave cornnionlv

known as "Bone Cave," from which
have been brought, at various times, bv
boys and other persons who have tried
to explore its hidden recesses, human
bones of unusual xiw. The popular

tance to the west of the town. A few

day six gentlemen, including the editor
of tliis paper, made the necessary prepa-
rations, aud started out to explore ''Bone
Cave."

After an exhilerating walk of two
miles through a clear, bracing air, we
reached the entrance of the cave, where,
divesting oursel ves of our overcoats, and
lighting our torches, we entered one of
the many iis.sagcs, Imt after a snort
scrabble we found further advance
stopped by large pieces of rock that had
lalleti and blocked up the passage.
Again we started, and this time w e were
correct, doing back about two hundred
and fifty feet, we found the jiassage
growing narrower until we had to go
"snake fashion." At this point we
found a sharp descent leading, wt know
not where, but rocks detached and sent
whirling down reverberated and

until the sound was lost iu
the distance. After some pounding
away of rocks, a passage was made large
enough for a man to "squirm " through.
A tough, long grapevine was then pro-
cured and turned down, and while the
upper endjwas held by two stalwart men,
the senior editor grasped it and swung
otf, determined to tiud the tsjttom of
that cave, China, or some other place.

At a distance of about twenty-fiv- e feet
we struck bottom, but found it was oiilv
a shelving platform, that sloped and led

no on- - knew where. Soon other rnetus
tiers of the party came down, and explo-
rations commenced. We found our-
selves iu a vaulted chain U-- about twea-tv-tiv- e

feet wide by sixty long, with pas-
sage leading iu every direction. Fol-
lowing one, we rambled ou for forty or
fifty feet, and then there appeared one of
uie most laaes we Have ever
seen. I" he water was clear and sweet,
ami the ceiling over the water, studded
with stalactites, reflected hack the light
of our torches like gems. We had no
uie&nsui oauertainiug thesizeof the lake,
for the banks were peria-iulicula- and it
seemed like a pearl set in a Inil of rocks.
Another passage, which was explored by
R. F. Fleming, was found to extend in a

After a good
look at thi part of tin- cave, we returned
to davlirlit, having been underground
three hours, aud traveralug over a mile
iiiHidu the cave. After partaking of a
lunch we had a ahort tsean-- in the tam-n-

known a the " Dead-House- ." Here
we found many bones, but all in a state
of decoaupoaiUou and decay. Thin tun-
nel or chamber Is coated with a soft,
loose soil to the depth of a foot or more,
into which oaie ran uluuirc a stk k with
perfect ease, while tiie rest of the cave
is solid Kkak. This soil is supposed to
tie decayed animal matter nesli
bouva.
