Previous to the catastrophe at Lone
Pine, there had been no earthquake iu
California attended by loas of life since
the great shock of 181:2, which destroyed
the Mission of San Juan lipistrano, iu
Los Angeles county, and the Mission of
Purissi 111a, in Santa Barbara county
which are about one hundred and sev
eutv miles apart, and both near the
coast.

tensive than that of 1812, and the locali
ty of its origin is very different in cnar-ict- er

Inyo couic i which adjoins San
Bernardino and Tulare counties, in
Southwestern California, lies entirely-eas- t

of the Sierra Xevada, comprising a
territory which unites the base of our
great range with the Xevada plateau.
Its name is derived from a minor range
running through the centre of the coun-
ty, nearly north and south, and forniing
a continuation of the White Mountain
range, in Mono county, on the north.
The main crest of the Sierra forms the
western boundary of the county, and is
terminated by Mounts Tindall and
Whitney, respectfullj' from fourteen
thousand to fifteen thousand feet high,
the latter being the highest known peak
in the LTnion. The Paramint and sa

ranges he to the east of the Inyol
range, and are similar in character to
the mountains which riae above the
level of the rest of tlie Xevada plateau.

THE FAMOUS OWEN'S LAKE,
a body ol jpalt water twenty -- two ;by
eight miles in extent, lies in this coun-
try, and near its southeastern angle be-

gins Death valley, ten by forty miles in
extent, which Is sunk at least one hun-
dred and fifty feet below sea level, and
ts probably the bed of an extinct salt
lake. The general features of uhe cotm-tr- y

are ruggedness, sterility and
desolation, ending at the south iu a
complete desert. Along Owen's river,
however, there is considerable arable
land, where a few settlements have been
made, as centers of supply for the rich
vein mines of silver and gold being de-
veloped in the mountains. The San
Francisco Miming Call says: " Lone
Pine which has been the theater of the
--cverest devastation by the earthquake,
is a xinall village in Inyo county,
eighteen miles south of Independence.
It is the trading place of a mining dis-
trict of the same iiuine, otherwise known
as the Cerro Gordo district, and couki
not number five hundred population, all
told. It contained a hotel, three or four
stores of general merchandise, two brew-
eries, two livery stables, saloons, etc.

THE MININU DIBTBJCT.
Is alwiut fifty miles in length by six in
width is said to contain a great number
of gold and silver-bearin- g lodes, gener-
ally of great richhehs. Water is exceed-
ingly scarce, and the only timber in
