RAILROADS.

Arkansas Lands Subscribed to Kail roads
Owners of Arkansas lands, who may

have subscribed them prior to July 1,

1871. to railroad companies in Arkansas.
may be surprised to learn that their ex
emption from taxation has been abso-
lutely terminated. By the terms of the
law of March 27, 1871, they are "listed
for taxation as other lands are listed,"
so that railroad companies which relied
upon land subscriptions made prior to
July 1, 1871, and which had not acquired
bona fidr deeds, have lost, beyond the
possibility of recovery, this basis of credit
for their construction. Many who were
burdened with onerous taxation sought
this, their only refuge; and their only
recourse now Is to sell or subscribe them
absolutelv to some new railroad com-
pany. The Acts of Arkansas provide :

Section L " In addition to the
certificates furnished to the Auditor of
the State by the proper officers of the
several railroad companies of this State,
descriptive of the lands that have been
subscribed and donated to said railroad
companies. It is hereby made the duty
of the president and secretary of all rail-
road companies in the State, having
such subscription, to certify to the
Auditor of the State, the additional fact,
under oath, oroperlv acknowledged, that
all such lands are subscribed to their
companies, bona fide, to be used in fur-
nishing aid for the construction of their
roads, and that there is no arrangement
or understanding that such subscribers
shall have the right to withdraw any
such Kbscribed lands at any time nor
for anv purpose.

See. 2. Deeds to all lands that are now
subscribed to such railroad companies
that shall be certified to the Auditor of
the State, as provided in section one of
this Act, shall be filed for record with
the proper officer, in the county in
which such lands are situated, on or be
fore the first day of July, A. D. 1871.

Sec. 3. On the first day of July. A.
D. 1871. the Auditor of the State shall
proceed to classify all lands that have
not been additionally certified to, as
provided hi section one of this act, and
such lands as would have appeared on
the list as forfeited lands shall be so
classed, and the remainder shall be list
ed for taxation as other lands are listed.

Sec. 4. All acts and parts of acts in-

consistent with this act are hereby re-

pealed. This act to be In force and take
effect from and after its passage.

Approved March 27, 1871."

How It May be Superceded.

Editors Appeal It is of the utmost
importance to adopt some plan for either
saving or superceding the Nicolson pave-
ment. In the present disorganized state
of the city's finances there seems no
hope of saving it by the common means
of repairing. Permit me to suggest a
plan by which the beneficial features of
the pavement may be preserved to a
great extent, and, at the same time, the
pavement itself be gradually superceded
by a more permanent roadway at a com-
paratively small cost.
