The following decisions were made in
the Supreme Court to-d- :

tried were summoned from the body of
the county at the discretion of the Mar-
shal, on an open ventre directed to him
by the Court. The array was challenged
on the ground that the jurors were not
drawn by lot, in accordance with a law
of the Territory. The Court overruled
the challenge, and the verdict upon the
trial was for the plaintiffs below. It is
here held that the Court below erred in
acting upon the theory that the Supreme
Court and District Courts of the Terri
tory were Courts of the United States,
aim that tney were governed m tne se
lection of jurors by acts of Congress.

The Judges of the Supreme Court of
tne I erntory are appointed r.y the fre- -
sident under the Acts of Congress. But
this does not make the court--. They
are authorized to hold courts of the
United States. This, It is said, was de
cided long ago In the American Insur
ance Company vn. Carter, 1 Peters, 546.
There is nothing in the constitution
which would prevent Congress from
conferring the jurisdiction they exercise
If the judges were elected by the people
of the Territory and commissioned by
the Oovernor, they might be clothed
with the same authority to decide all
cases arising under the constitution and
laws of the United States subject to the
same revision, and it is said it can
oardly be supposed that the earliest
territorial courts did not decide such
questions, although there was no specific
oro vision to that effect until a compara-
tively recent period.

There is no Circuit Court of the United
states nor is there any District Court ot
.he United States in tbe sense of the
Constitution in the Territory of Utah.

The Judges are not appointed for the
same terms, noris the jurisdiction which
they exercise part of the judicial power
conferred by the Constitution or the gen-
eral government. The Courts are the
leuative courts of tbe Territory, cre-
ated in view of the clause which au-

thorized Congress to make all needful
rules and regulations respecting the Ter-
ritories. The organic act authorizes the
appointment of an Attorney and a Mar-
shal for the Territory, who may, proper-
ly enough, be called the Attorney and
Marshal of the United States for the Ter-
ritory, for their duties in the courts' have
exclusive relation to cases arising under
the law and Constitution of the United
States.

The process for summoning jurors may
be a process for exercising their jurisdic-
tion, for the Territorial courts, when
acting in such cases, are circuit and dis
trict com of the I nited States ; but the
making of the lists and all matters con-
nected with the designation of jurors are
subject to the regulation of Territorial
law. It is held that the acts of Congress
in respect to the summoning ofjurors do
not apply to such a case as this, unlesj- -

they were intended to regulate such pro-
cess in the Territory, which Ls not the
case: that the challenge to the array
should have been allowed. Judgment
reversed. The Chief Justice delivered
the opinion.
