D'LSRAELI'S SPEECH.

The Cost of English Royalty and Amer-

ican Republicanism Compared.

The Administrations of Both Countries
A (OYernment In Which there is

no Fountain of Honor.

On last Easter Monday, Mr. B' Israeli
made what might be regarded as a tri-

umphal entry into the city of Ma n he
ter. Crowds of admirers waited for him
at the railway depot, to tender him a
good, honest, --warm Lancashire wel-
come.

ENGLAND'S WISDOM

There is one means of which the Min-
isters of England have of late years
largely availed themselves, aud it has
been a great advantage to the country,
and that is the use of royal commissions.
You what a royal commission is.
The Queen of England can appeal to
the most experienced statesmen. If
there is a knotty subject which no Cabi-
net can solve, upon which they want
the most careful and authentic informa-
tion, the Queen of England can appeal to
men of the highest rank and fame to give
their intelligence to the subject, she
can appeal to the great scholars of the
country if the subject demands erudi-
tion; and if it is a matter which in-
volves questions of art and science she
can at once appeal to the services of the
greatest artists and greatest philosopher.
No one for a moment hesitates to re-

spond the appeal of Queen Victoria
when she summons them as her trusty
and well-belov- counsellors; and if. as

unfrequently happens, some subject
arises to which some individual devotes
extraordinary powers of intellect, and
the nation feels there ought to be some
reward for labors so eminent and con-
summate, the Queen bestows upon him
a decoration, and hejs proud of the ap-
probation or the Sovereign and of the
esteem of bis fellow-countryme-n.

Now, (gentlemen, the Government of
the United States are very clever men,
n doubt; no one disputes their ability,
their energy or their ncuteness ; also
largely avail them-clve- s of thise com-
missions, and their commissions have
failed; and why? Because it is a gov-
ernment in which there is no fountain of
honor. " Hear, hear."

who Filled Subordinate
Political Positions after their Term

had Expired.

Some poorly informed paper having
taken advantage of the suggestion of
Andrew Johnson's move for Congress, to
say that no ever toox any
other position after retiring from the
Presidency, the Cincinnati Enquirer
eorreeto the statement as follows:

Georee Washington accented thu nlace
of General of the United States armies,
in view of a war with france tnen ex-
pected, and occupied it at the time of his
death.

John Adams, our second President,
was in 1820, at the advanced age of
eighty-fiv- e years, elected a member of
the convention that was held in Massa-
chusetts to revise the Constitution of
that State. He was elected its President,
but declined the hoaior.

James Madison, our fourth President,
after twelve years' dignified retirement
from the Presidential chair, was elected
a memlier of the Constitutional Conven-
tion in Virginia, which was held at
Richmond in 1820. It is said that "when
he rose, after long silence, to utter a few
words, the members left their seats and
crowded around the venerable octoge-uario- n

dressed in black, with his thin
gray hair still powdered as in former
times to catch the low whisper of his
voice.

Our fifth President-T- he last of the
old Revolutionary line James Monroe,
after he left the Presidential chair in
1826, accepted the humble office of Jus-
tice of the Peace, and sat as such in the
County Court. Like his venerable pre-
decessor, Mr. Madison, he also was
elected a member and served in the
famous Virginia Constitutional Conven-
tion of 1828.

John Quincy Adams, our sixth Presi-
dent, ceased to be such on the fourth of
March, 1829. Two years after he was
elected to the House of ReDresentatives
from the Quincy district, Massachusetts,
and continued to serve by successive
elections until February, 1848 a period
of seventeen years when he was strick-
en down by a fetal attack of paralysis
while in his seat in the House.

The eighth President, Martin Van
Buren, was a Presidential candidate
eight years after his retirement from of-

fice, running with Charles Francis
Adams for Viee-Preside-

John Tyler, the tenth President, was
a membeoof the celebrated Peace Con
ference from the different States, which
met In Washington, in the winter of
1861, to see if some compromise of the
LlieU WCUVUOl U1J11UU1 LITT, v. Ui. CTCUl- -
ually led to war, could not be made.

The thirteenth President, Millard
Fillmore, was also a presidential candi -
dote in 1856, four years after he had left
the Presidential chair.

Thus it will be ieen we have proved
that the idea that all our
have gone into absolute retirement, and j

ceased to take part in public aflairs, is
not true. Andrew Johnson, If he con
templates return to public life, has
many precedents to sustain him.
