The members of the Mechanics' In-
stitute met last night to hear the report
of the Special ( 'oinni itiee appointed at
a previous meeting to draw up a general
plan for holdhigan exposition of agricul-
tural, manufacturing and other products.
The meeting was called to order at eight
o'clock by President M. Burke, and the
following

REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE
was read by Colonel Pickett. Mr. Geo.
Hook, Chairman of the committee ex-
cusing himself, on the ground that he
could not read very fluently from manu-
script by gaslight.
To M Burst?, President :

The committee to whom was referred the
prcniramme and arrangements for the puriiose

submitting a plan In detail of an Indus-
trial Exposition in the city of Memphis, beg
leave to report that they have had the matters
submitted under consideration ; that the com-
mittee was subdivided Into
on all the material points to lie considered,
and lu their Judgment they fully indorse the
following plan :

First Your committee recommend that an
Industrial Exposition be opened and held in
this city, beginning on the day of next,
and continue tor days consecutively.

Second That be organlred as a Joint
stock company, under the proposed charter
now pending the First Chancer)' court of
Memphis, to be known as the "Memphis In
dustrial Exposition Association;" that the
shnres shall be twentv-tlv- e dollars each, and
shall organise when ten thousand dollars are
subscribed, by electing a President,

Secretary and Treasurer.
Third That any person or any organization

or society may become stockholders by sub-
scribing and paying two and one-ha- lf per
cent, on such stock.

Fourth That subscriptions of stock may be
devoted to the Mechanics' Institute by any
subscriber, or the dividends may lie donated.

Fifth That after paying back dividends to
each shareholder to the full amount of stock
paid In, then five per cent of any further divi-
dends for the first Exposition shall be set
apart to the Mechanles'uuititute.1, sixth That the objects of such association
shall be to encourage and deelop the
creative and industrial resources of the Mis-
sissippi valley contiguous to Memphis, and
the whole generally.

That an appropriate building lie
erected and tilted with a stationary steam-engin- e

and shafting and pulleys to exhibit ma-
chinery In operation.

Eighth That the same be divided Into the
following general departments :

1. A department for the exhibition of mod-
els of Invention for all useful purposes in ag
ricultural, mechanical and the useful arts
drawings, diagrams, plans and apparatus.

2. A department of materials, raw metals,
ores, earths, alkalies, and other useful sub-
stances employed In any way In manufac-
ture.

3. A department of agriculture for a display
of tools, implements and machines in opera
tion, seeds, grains, textile fibres, new materi-
