Rome, April 2ti. At a sitting of the
Chamber of Deputies this evening,
Prime Minister Lausa read a dispatch
datcdNaples, this eveuing.sayiiig "The
eruption of esnvius is increassng and
becoming serious.

The flames burst from the earth under
the feet of the inhabitants.

Naples, April 26. A fresh crater
opened in Vesuvius y. Ashes
and lava threaten the villages on the
mountain sides, and the inhabitants are
removing their houses and goods. Thou-
sands are encamped in the wilds. The
ministers have been summoned from
Rome and are coming to make provision
for the houseless people. The bay is
covered with tioats filled witn specta-
tors. The scene is grand and terrible
beyond description. The flame at times
spouts up to a great height and masses
of rock are ejected, with earthquakes
which are plainly felt in this city.

SPA1X.

Madrid, April 26. There is a vast
increase in the number of Carlist bands
throughout the kingdom. Fifteen thou-
sand persons are now in insurrection. A
royal proclamation has been issued, de-

claring many places in a state of siege.
The government refuses to furnish the
press information relative to the
Uarlists movements. There is a great
deniaud from the provinces where the
Carhsts are most active, for troops to as-
sist in driving out the disturbers.
Marshal Sorrano. with six thousand
men, has gone to Navarre, where his
presence at the head of this force has
checked the operations of the Carlists in
that department. Serrano has been
appointed General!semo of the forces
operating against the insurgents. Mar-
shal Concha has also been given a high
command. It is believed the future of
Spain now depends on the course of the
Radicals. It is said that if they co-
operate wilh the partizans of Don Car-
los, the revolution will be successful.

Senor Rosas, the nominee of the Min-
isterialists, has beeu President of
the Cortt by a large majority. The
other officers chosen by the Cortes are
also supporters of the government

Zorillo, Maret and other leading
were yesterday nresented to the

King. This circumstance is regarded as
or much lmjiortauce, in view of the re-
ports that the Itepublicans were in
league with the Carlists in insurrection.

A company of twenty-tw-o gendarme
attacked and dispersed a land of Carl-
ists, two hundred in number, in the
province of Valladolid.

Senator itamsey, from the

bill directing the Postmaster-Gener- al to
increase tlie present steamship mail ser-
vice to Rratsil to semi-month- ly service,
for ten years, at a cost to the United
States not exceeding four hundred and
fifty thousand dollars per annum.

Senator Ramsey, from the Committee
on Postottoes and Post-road- s, reported
adversely on the bill to authorize gran-
tors of franchise- - for the construction
and maintenance of bridges and their
appurtenances. Indeflnitelypostponed.

Senator Harlan, from the
on Indian Affairs, reported without
amendment tlie House bill for the relief
of the settlers of the Cherokee lands in
Kansas, j fil MirSenator siilmiitted toe fol-
lowing, which was referred to the Com-
mittee on Rules:

Sesnlpni, That the twentr-eight- h rule be
ameniieu riy auuini; uiereio me iouoiving
words: "When hill or JoiDt resolution in
under consideration, any pending amend-
ment fhereto may lie laid on the tahle without
prejudice to tlie bill, aud motion to lay the
Hiueudraent on the table shall carry with It
the amendment lu the second degree. '

Senator Cole made a report from the
committee of conference on the legisla-
tive appropriation bill. He explained
that the committee omitted a provision
in reference to the salaries of Judges of
the District of Columbia. It had fixed
the salaries of the Justices of the Court
of Claims at forty-fiv- e hundred dollars,
and had made no increase in the sala-
ries of United States District Judges.

Senator Carpenter called for the yeas
and nays, and the report was concurred
in. Yeas 38, nays 12.

Unfinished business being in order, the
deficiency bill was then taken up. The
pending question was on concumni; in
the amendment made in Committee of
the Whole to equalize the pay of men
employed iu government workshops un
der the eight-no- ur law.

Senator Wilson advocated thebmend
ment. He denied that the eight-hou- r
law experiment had proved a failure,
and insisted that it should have a fair
trial.

Senator Morton, too, denied that the
experiment had failed, and said he had
good reason to believe that in the Spring-hel- d

armory the result of it had been
an increased amount of work over what
was done in eight hours under the old
system. He said also that there was no
doubt that the intention of Congress in
passing the eight-ho- ur law was that the
hours of labor should be reduced with
out any reduction of pay.

Senator Casseriy favored the
He denied that the eight-hou- r

experiment had failed, and said that the
reduction of the hours of labor had been
going on for the last one hundred and
fifty years, and that they had been at
tended not by diminished but by iu
creased production.

Senator Morrill Vermont said that
the attempt of the government to regu
late the hours of labor was an insult to
the working men of the country, and
that instead ot oeing a sign or progress.
it was going hack to the fifteenth cen
tury.

Senator Sumner said that the Ques
tion of the wisdom of the eight hour
law was not involved tn the pending
proposition, which was necessary as an
act of justice to the workingmen
against whom discrimination had lieen
made.

After further discussion the commit-
tee's amendment was rejected, and the
section was passed substantially as it
came from the house. Providing that
the proper accounting offieers be and
they are hereby authorized and re-

quired, in settlement of all accounts
for the services of laborers, workmen
and mechanics employed on behalf of
the Government of the United States,
from the twentv-flft- h of June, IStiS, to
the nineteenth of May, 1869. to settle
and pay the same without reduction on
account of the reduction of the hours of
labor by the eight-hou- r law, when it
shall be made to appear that that was
the sole cause of the reduction of wages.
It also makes sufficient appropriation to
pay these claims.

The question was also taken on con-
curring in the amendment offered by
Senator Morrill Vermont, restricting
the jurisdiction of the court of claims, in
suits for the value of captured and aban-
doned property, to cases which were
commenced within two years after the
suppression of the rebellion, and in
which it appears as a proven fact that
the claimants have never given aid or
comfort to the rebellion, and it was dis-
agreed to yeas 23, nays 26.

Senator 8tepnenson moved the
amendment appropriating five hun
dred and twenty-fiv- e thousand two
hundred and fifty-eig- ht dollars, expenses
iu equipping troops duringthe rebellion,
and made argument for its adoption.

Senator Sawyer offered a substitute
providing for the payment of Kentucky
for arming, equipping and maintaining
troops for the service of the United
States during the but provid-
ing that no account should be taken of
troops employed after the first of May,
1865.

Senator Stevenson objected to this as
unjust, and read a statement by General
John M. Palmer showing that State
troops were employed and were neces-
sary to keep the peace in Kentucky iu
the latter part of 1865 and 1866.

Senator Morton said he believed that
Kentucky ought to be compensated for
her outlay so far as she could make her
claim good, and as he feared the adop
tion of Mr. Sawyer's substitute might
work, in justice he moved to lay the
substitute and the original amendment
on the table, which was agreed to.

Senator Corbett moved an amend-
ment to the bill relating to the citizen-
ship of residents of Oregon which was
laid over in the morning hour and it
was agreed to. , li "

Senator Frelinghuysen moved to re-

consider the vote oy which Senator
Morrill's amendment restricting the ju-
risdiction of the Court of Claims was re
jected.

The Senate went into executive ses-

sion, and soon after adjourned.

IN THE HOUSE.

On motion, the Senate bill to amend the
act of the fifth of March 1872, for a bridge
across the Missouri river at 8L Joseph,
was taken from the Speaker's table and
passed. T'TOflHlThe House then resumed the consid-
eration of the Dr. Houard resolution.

Mr. Banks, Chairman of the Commit-
tee on Foreign Affairs, supported the
resolution.

Mr. Banks said Dr. Houard had one
misfortune, "that of being an Ameri-
can." If he had been an Irishman, or
German, or an African, or even a cor-
poration, the House would have risen to
protect him, but he was only an Ameri-
can, and what rights had an American
from the American Government? It
would seem from the arguments against
the resolution that he had none. If
Houard had been au Englishman, not
one hair of his head would have been
touched by the Spanish Government.
These facts could never have occurred
with reference to Englishmen, or
Frenchmen, or Germans. The respon-
sibility for enormities practiced in Cuba
on Cubans, on Chinese, and on the
Japanese, lay on the United States.
The United States were responsible for
the massacre of hundreds and thousands
by cruel and relentless volunteers In
Cuba withiu the last five years. The
Uniten States were responsible for the
execution of eight boys who were exe-
cuted on a charge cf having violated the
grave of Castanou.
