For some twenty-five years or so, it
s been the habit and the fashion for a
great many people (o pmie and sneer
sbowt the “lzms" of Mr, Gireeley. Some
of these peaple never have read any-
thing be wrote or heard snything he
enid, Others read and heard without
the eapacity or disposition to under-
stand.

He tried
it thoroughly and became convinoed
that this was a fidse thing. For at Jeast
twenty-five years he has eaten in mod-
eration: of whintever variety of animal
and vegetable food his appetiie craved.
8o much for “Graham bread—which
many people like very well, and which
is generally found on the tables of all
well kept hotels. Mr. Greeley early
formed the aplnion that aleeholic drinks
are the source of more poverty and
crimve than all other causes combined.
He lins entirely abstained from their use
himself, snd has tried to prevail on oth-
ers to do so, pspecially those who live
by labor. This is not a very bad “‘ism,"
cven if it should be wdopted in the
White House, Report says that It has
repently been mueh out of favor there,
When the writings of Fourier began to
