This gentlepan, ome of the first
among the Liberal Republican lead-
ers, who illustrates in his career the
efficncy af determination umited
with indiistry aud the faculty of “know-
ing when and how,” was one of the
founders of the Republican party in
the West, and in his own Siate of In-
disna exerted an influence in behalf of
the Lincoln and Grant administmtions
that largely neutralized the work of the
Democracy in that onee Democratic
State. Like all journalists, he has done
much of work that would be beiter done
over again. He made Colfax—and he
mude an Ingrate. He took him when
vet he wasinthe plastic stage of boyhood,
and moulded, as he thought, a man.
He heiped him through all the sucoes-
sive perfods of newspaper experience,
in the legislature of his State, in Con-
gress, in the Speaker’s chair, and in the
office he now fills as Vice-President ‘of
the United States and President of the
Senate of the United Biates. Buot the
clay out of which he made this Radical
model through journalisiic effort and
direction, proved to be of the haser sort.
It would not stand the fires of success,
It eoncked and split open, revealing
ingratitude and selfishness, This mere

baving seltled In or near Sparta,
whence bhe (ﬁﬂgﬂlh\! to Indianas,
then as yet “out In the wilder-
ness.” There he has ever since la-
lwrel. Beginning with the ploneers
of political parties, he contributed his
quots to making Indisna whaut she is
great in all the essentials of manufse-
wiring, mechanical, sgricultural and
elucational suecess. Laboring for po-
litieal sscendancy in the ranks of the
old Whig party, he was the recognized
friend of all the old Whig leaders of the
West, and when thal party was mus-

OLD LAWYER.

Eptrons ArreEal—In a recent articls
on, graia sh ts from 8t, Lauly via
New bnum[ P'nu ralse the ntuing asfo
ita practicability; and having had expe-
rience in former year in 2 West-
ern grain in New York, 1desire to state
some of the reasons why the plan is oot
likely to prove sucocess{ul:

First—It requires moeney to move the
grain crop, snd New York belng the
headquarters of that commaodity in this
eotmtry, is required to furnish it. This
s readily obtained at Chioago or SL
Louls on shipments to New York, cither
liy the all-rail lines from St. Louis, or by
lake and canal from’ Chicago. Shippers

of grain muy draw at =ight, or on shart
time, om thelr commiss merchant
agninst shipments, snelt deaft belng ac-

companied by bill of lading and certifi-
cnte of insurande, and with these evi-
dences and collaterals the aceeplor
readily obtains the funds of his hanker
to pay the who awuits the arrival
and disposal of the property, fedling safe
in the transaction, knowing the grain
will arrive in ten, fifteen or twenty days
by the usual route.  Now unlesa power-
fial combinations can be formed, incind-
ing shippers, New York comumission
merchants and bankers, all Interested in
and favoring the route via New Orleans,
who can control millions of money, it
will be found very difficult to handle
and remove iarge shipments vin New
Orleans,

Second—T have no doubt but that out
of all shipmeuts of corn (unless Kiln-
dried) made between the first of June
and the first of October, via this route,
fully three-fourths will be hested on its
arrival in New York, and much of it
wholly worthless, by reason of the influ-
ence of climate: and one-feurth to one-
half of the wheat or oats shipped will,
for the same reason, be heated or out of
condition. This being the case is one
strong reason why bunks and merchants
refuse to loan or advance money on such
shipmenta. Indeed, it is well known
that fully one-half the corn arriving in
New York via the lnkes and Erie canal
during July and August I3 out of con-
dition, or unfit for shipment to Liver-
pool or other forel ports, and is sold
for feed or immediate consumption In
New York city or the New England
States.

By kilo-drying cornat St. Louis or
Caniro, at an expense of four to six cents
per bushel, the damage from heating
will be nearly obviated, and I arriving
in good shipping conditionin New York,
the Increased value, especially of ecorn,
will repay the cost of drying. I have
known kiln-dried corn, when dried can-
tiously, sell iIn New York for shipment
to Liverpool or the South, a8 last year's
orop, compde tely curnd, at ten cenis
per bushel sbove the market price
for the best qualities of presend
crop.  Great eaution leCessary
in drying the corn, or by too greal heat,
it becomes shrunken, or “blue-eyed,” as
it is termedl.  The drying process should
b 80 nicely managed us W prevent dis-
colomtion.

If these objections ¢an be overcoms,
with lines of stcam freight barges earry-
ing thirty thousand to fifty thousand
bushels each in bulk, and making the
run from St Louis or Cairo in 8ix to ten
days;wigh facilities for prompt shipmment
anid quick transportation at NewOrleans,
this route may certainly possess advan-
tages, and the price remunérate the
shipper and earrier.
