to one who had proven an earnest friend
of the parish. He also stated that he
had hot a tew moments before been in-

formed of the death of another Entsco--
palian, also an honored and influential
citizen, Mr. William Richanison Hunt,
a gentleman who for a quarter of a cen-
tury has been identified with the pro-
gress and growth of Memphis, and
was one of the controlling spir-
its in our largest money enter
prises. At and before the breaking
out of the late war he was identified
with that wing of the Democratic party
which desired the election of Breckin-
ridge, and through all the changing for-

tunes of the Confederacy which resulted
from Democratic defeat, he stood by the
Booth, serving as Colonel in the
ordnance district, of which he Was
chief in this department. After the
war closed he gave himself up to the re-

cuperation of an impaired fortune and
the management of a very large
estate. He was a director In the
Carolina Life Insurance Compa-
ny, of which Mr. Jefferson Davis
is President, and was for the first year of
its existence President of the Appeal
Publishing Company. Mr. Hunt has
not been in good health for some
months. A stroke of paralysis, induced
it is believed, by overwork, shattered a
once vigorous constitution, which at
last succumls?d to repeated attacks of
disease. Colonel Hunt was a man of
strong will and much executive ability
and as such men always do, he left his
impress upon his time and the commu-
nity for whom he labored in laboring
for himself.
